the appearante of the liquor store on the mnrninrr of
the ngmotinp. They said they found the front door
closed and the blinds pulled down, Several persons
were in the store and in the billiard-room where lay
the bodies of Irving and Walsh, but ne |it{?l'][‘ Wil
being sold,  Each ofticer in turn festitied that no
complaints lind been wade, to his knowledge,
against the lignor store, and thut no arrests haul
been made in the place previous to the shooting.

Thomns Draper, alias  Shang * Draper, testified
that he was acting as agent for his brother William
in the management of the lignor store, Onthe
morning of the shooting the store was closed at one
oelock, He went into the adjoining oyster saloon
at 1:20 after giving instructions to “ Harry ™ Hope,
the bartender, to close the side-door, Two men
were playing cards in the back room.  The persous
who entered immediately before the shooting began
must have forced the ‘side door epen, he thoughti
Similar testimony was given by Haope, the bar-
keeper, and  PatrickiCleary, the ticket spec ulatar,
who wits & witness of the shooti Police Captain
Willinms, who made lus appearince hefore the Com-
mwissioners while some nt] the othier witnesses were
being examined, thon stated that le never had
heard of any complaint against Drapers liguor
store, The orsons in charge of Rl hind complicd
with the excise luw much more strictly than did the
proprietors of nany other liquor stores in the pre-
cinet.

IS CRIME — HUNTED FOR THREE

MONTHS, .

A warrant for the arrest of Albert Veloskie, on a
charge of murder, was sent to Inspector Iymnes
