THE JURY DELIDERATE FOR SEVENTEEN MNOURS—
CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE CRIME,

. i the case of William Conroy, who was
nTtlga“ll':r winder in the Court of General Ressions,
came into the conrt room at ten o'elock yesterday

sing showing uo signs of having gnffered by
ir n?ght‘a confinement. The court. rovm wos
~ well filled with lawyers, policemen and the usual
members of curious spectators to whom ever)
goene connected with the trial of a noted erimina
is attractive, Tho foveman of the jury handed to
Jndge Cowing a request for further instruction on
the subject o!‘ deliberation and premeditation and
“the length of time necessary for such deliberation
as wumgl‘ bring the killing within the detinition of
annrder in the first degree, Judge Cowing read the
sections of the Code defining morder in the first
and second degrees,  On the guestion of premedita-
tion and deliberation the Judge rv.-njl the opinions of
Judges Danforth aud Earl of the Court o J:EPMIN.
Ihe time necossary for deliberation necordiug to
the opinion of J udﬁ-' Earl wonld vary with the cir
custancees, Tuhtr ntimn wind acts quickly and a
Wuburt nnght suftiee,

with a verdiet, The prisoner, who is of a slight
framo and hus grown haggard sinca the trial began,
was called ou to face the jury, With o l'l!lth'sn [
pression he gured at the foreman, Mr, Whitchead,
while in answer to  Clerk Sparks's quest fou
the foreman said, “Guilty of wnrder in the
tirst dogree.” The prisoner gave a starf bt l:l‘mln
no demonstration.

The cxime of whieh Conroy wasconvicted wasthe
kiliing of Peter Keenan in’ Patrick Cody's liguor-
store, in East Thirty-ninth-st, l‘mm?' hiad been a
member of the police foree sinee list A ril, m:-l wis
in full uuiform and on duty on the night of Novem-
Ber 3. when the shooting took place, Couroy took
two drinks of sherey early in the evening and soon
after eleven o'elock was in front of Cedy's !t.!'u't_'. A
voung man, standing in the doorway, said: © Come
10, Tom Murphy has left a drink for you, Mur?hy
was then a eandidate for a local ottice,  The pelice-
man entered the store asd took a drink of sherry,
He then called for drinks for all the men who were
in the place. Fight or ten persons were served, and
Conroy quarrelled with the liquor dealer as to the
swmonnt due,  One of the men said he would not he
afraid of the policeman, if he did not have his club,
and Conroy gave kis elub to Keenan and Srul’umuf
willingness to tight anybody, Afterward Conroy
had a dispute with another mau, and later he drew
hir pistol, and while Keeuan, another wman nnd Ua-
dy’s wife were standing near the dour of & rear
yoow, Cnarey fived his pistol, shootin Keenan m
the abdomen. No provoeation had been given.
Conroy went out and afterward, whilo talking
with anothor  policemnn, was  culled in to
assist in taking sway Kennedy, who was lying
unconseions on the floor of the liguor store, 1t wia
suggeateid that an smbulance be called, but Couroy
said there was no need of that,  He took Keenon
muﬁlaiy hiy the shonlder and dragged him to the
station honse. He was seen to use his club on the

wonnded man, and Keenan's uose was broken and
his forehead broised. An asmbulance was callad
when Keenan reached the police station, hut the
wounded man died as soon as he reached Bellevue
Hospital, Captain Xyan, in whose precinet Conroy
served, arrcsted Lim and took his uniform off, Con-
roy was dismissed from the l)mluta‘ foree,
izonmy‘awnuwl in the tria] tried to prove that
he was jusane, They sbowed that e had sofferwl
from a fever in his childbood, and had heen once
prostrated by the heat of the weather  Two of his
relatives had been insave aud sowe of tho prisones's
acts were steange, Three pliysiciaus, ealled as ex-
rt8, said that Conroy was suttering from aleo-
lie mania when theshot was tired, «D'r, AL E. Mac-
donald testiticd thot the prisoner was sane. The
jury spent seventecn hours before returming tho
verdict. The first ballots showed ten jurors in
favor of conviction of murder in the first degroo,
while two others thought the erime was murder in
the second degree.  Assistant District-Attoruey
Fellows condueted the prosecution, ’
The inforwation that Conroy had boen convicfed
of munder in the lirst degree was received with
tinfaction by members of the Palice Department,
1t was said that the hangingof Conroy would bw an
act of justice, both to the public and to_the depart-
ment,  The Police Commissioners, who held a meei-
ing for the transaction of routine husiness, tolked
ahout the convietion iuformally and agreed toat
the verdict wus a just one,  Acting Superintendent
Thorne said that it was the tivst time that a New-
York policeman or ex=policeman had beon convicted
of wurder in the first degree. The man next to Con-
roy, he said, who had brought disgrace on the police
uniform was Julim Nugent, the bauk burglar,now in
Prison in New-Jersey, Anold oficer of the depart-
ment said that when the Metrepolitan Police Da-
srtinent was in existence, 3 policeman on duty in
rooklin sliot an cacaping prisoner by secident and
a jury brought ma verdiet of murder bo the first de-
gree, The verdiet afterward was shown to be fo
unjust that the policewan was pardoned aud be en-
Jisted in the 'mon Anuy,
Conroy will be sentenced on Thuraday. Assistant
Distriet-Attorney Fellows said that what he had
most desired was to break up the use of the “in-
sanity dodge™ in mnrder cases. e thought that
the indictment wonld be of lmportance in Jeading
eriminals to understamld that it wos ot envugh to
yet witnesses who wonld swear that they were cuf-
vring from some form of mania, while they were
sane enough for the ordinary ocoupations of life,
