Pooks of African travel are numerons ; but if any
apotogy were needed for adding another to the list,
tho fact that this work deals with a region and peo-
plo very litile known and is plainly the fruit of
wuch keen observation, wonld supply suflicient ex-
cuse. Mr. James, the anthor, is a Fellow of the
Royal Geographical Bociety, who finds scientific
pleasure m travel which is nndertaken more for the
sake of the hunter’s sport than of exploration, His
parrative 1s plan and nupretending, but none the
Jess sitractive on that account, and is often relieved
by apl t vein of b The book is the record
of three wintors' experiences among the Basé, or
Kunama tribe inhabiting the Sondan, which lies to-
ward the western porfion of the track kuown
vaguely in the geographies as Nnhin

The Basé tribe is the most uncivilized to be found
in that part of Africa. They are wuch nearer the
prre negro type, both in eolor and other character-
jsties, than their ueighbors. The only travellers
that preceded Mr. James into this conntry had been
surprised and killed by the Basé, who have always
had the repntation of being treacherons. Under
these circumstances, it required some courage to
penetrate that region, espocially as all the warn-
ings which came to the party were against the
duplicity of the natives. But the narrative shows
that thers was little trouble whena little discretion
and diplomacy served to convinee the Basé that
they came with peaceable intentions. The book is
fllustrated with abont forty engravings from pho-
togruplis taken hy Mr. Willinm James, the author's
brother. These add greatly to its intwrest by
peproducing striking features of the scenery and
the life in this portion of Africa,

The start for the interior was made from Sonakim
on the Red Sea. O the way the pariy, whioh con-
gistod of seven, attended by about the same number
of servaiils, came Ueross goveral bands of pilgrims
retarning from Mecea, Mr. James parrates several
strange iustances of {he harbarous andifference to
suftering to bo found among the people:

Among the Tukrooris who haod joined ns soon after
Jeaving the coust, were two women, one of whom
was rather lume.  As she could not well trndee
along with the rest of the party, they sioply left
Ter bihind to die in the desert ; althongh her hos-
bund was with her, it ap wared  that he was per-
foctly satisfied to do so, l'ufurlun:m-ly we knew
nol.hrng of it, until so long after sho had been left
behind thut it was impossible ana quite nseless Lo
send after her,  She conld quite well have ridden on
one of our eamels: but such is tho eullonsness 1o
suftering, and totul disresard of life, nmong theso
people, that no oue of the drivers had thought of

aaking ber to do so.

‘A sumilar event took place wlien we were erossing
the Great Nubinn Desert from Korosko, four years
before: then it wosone of the eamel-drivers that
had been left behind to die We knew nothing of it
fur several days aftor ; and, when we expressed o
Thorror at what had buappe ol, they eansiderad thoey
had behaved i a really generons mamer by leaving
b & small guantity of water and d' wrra-llonr,

At Cassala they enjoyed the hospitality of the
Governor iu this wise:

Oneevening we dined with the Governor, in T kish
{ashion, eating with our fi ors nstead of using
kuives and forks,—a not veiy delectable forn
entertainment,  The dinner wiis sel vedd on o laree
brass tray placed on a eirenlar table, ronnd whieh
nll sat, im»i’t’uiin;: some Egyptinn officers who had
just arrived after a long mwareh, and uml‘:m-ult)‘ bl
not fed for a considerable tune,  Bebind us, in-
movuble as statues, and holding lamps above thar
hends, were sowe tive or six White Nilo slaves,  The
gwest and meat courses altermated thronghont din-
yer, o rather trying ordeal for the Enropoin pabiatas
but on the shightest symptom of Hugeing on our
part, the hospit: ble Bey tmedintely msisted that
we did not like our fare, upon which we were
obliged to rencw onr efforts, W were provided
with un immense nnmber of dishes, taoenty-five
courses all told, including the inevituble shicep
roasted whole, Lead and all. Once, when assisting
at & similar entertainment, the attentive host

ged the sheep's eye ont with his thuwb and
g‘{:ugver. and was anxions to put itin m hrotlier's
mouth. a mark of uttention be liad some ifficulty in
resisting.

The first Basé enconntered were in great torror of
the invaders and fled at their approach.  They wem
mueh blacker than the Arabs even up to thut time,

had very negro-like features, and theirsole clothing |

eonsisted of a piece of skin fastened round the
waist. They not only iuspired terror iu the hearts
of their neighbors, but were evidently in dread of
every one else, They have a curions methiod of rest-
ing, quite comtion amoug many of the tribes on the
White Nile. They place the sole of the right fout
against the left koee, ** a mode of pepose which to
a Epropean seems wost uncoufortabls and alwost
fwpossible,”  Mr. Junes gives a picture of
two Basf, calmly standing like storks,
aud savs that the men *had no idea at the time
that they were being faken,so that position is » per-
fectly natwal one.” | Le women were particalarly
shy, “All wore beads and cownie shells, if hey
had little else; a few wore ankleta mide of the skin
of some wild aniwal; oue carried a skin cross-belt.”
The party were generous with litile gifts, in order
1o conciliate the people. I offcred one wowun
some needles aud thread; a gift she declined, say-
ing very sorrow fully that they were useless to ler,
aaslie bad vo clothes” Her remark was almost
Yiterall. trne. The deseription given of the eager-
wess of the Basé to swooy down hike vultures upon
any proy of the hunters, tearing the body 1 pieces,
devouring all par s with equal relish, and cleaning
1hie boues as swoothly as jackals might have doue,
shows a real savage type.

It is impossible, of course, to follow the jonrney
in detail. A fow interesting incidents and observa-
tions may be quoted.  Mr, Jumes desenbes the .
tense beat in which he found himself atier stulking
an vstrich one day, 1lis clothes were literally satu-
rated with perspiration, and he sat under the shule
of a tree while lie took them off and dried thew in
the sun, He continues:

We never folt oy i1l effects from the heat,
althongh constantly taking vielent exerciso duriig
the hottest bours of the day: in fact, we wers
always better when ciunping oul, shooting it
wilds, thun when stoppiig 1 towns Whero thers
was wery little inducoment  to take exercioe,
Taking plenty of oxercise is the only way o keep
well ina very hot chimate. Although we pover
fewred the sun, wo always treated it with proper e
speet 3 our pith helmets were the very Uuckest thiat
ecould be bought ; wmine, un immsusely thick one, |
hadl got four years proviously at Benares, servesl me
for two winiers in the Sondan.  We wore bestiles,
down our spines thick puls of cotton walding

o, & goudl inch or wore thick ; tlhese wore but-
toned iute vur coats,

The duys were intensely hot, and very dry. 1
have secn us many us thirty-five degrees diflerenes
between the wet and dry bulb; for sume Ly
every day the thermometer woulid rapge from 55° w
057 in the shade, unuu..lﬁ nearer the latter than the
former tem pormture, ad n thermotneter made ex.

ressly by Cisclla, of Holborn, for testing the heat
of the suit’s ruys, which, like all my therometers,
Liadd breeny vorrected at Kew ; nodd T have seen b rise
dmﬁhr day to Lude Fahrenbeit, the ususl mnxi-
mum being from 1509 to 1589, The nights weie
xfry cold, especially in tho early moruings, Alter

puer_in the Mareb, we frequeatly Liked tosit
yuund o bluziog fire.  About dawu 1 have seen the
thermometer go down to 377, and m&lu alter night

An interesting picture is drawn of the difficnlties
of caring for herds in this country of scarce wator.
Mr. Jumes is near Toadelook, near the hesdwiters
of the River Mareb. He says:

over five {housand head of eattle alons, and the
pumber of sheep and _must have bem far
gieater. In a country like this. the labor of water-
ing these large flocks and herds is very great, Wells
o 1o bo dug in the bed of the o, often to the
depth of from ton to twenty feet, with the bands,
for they nossess no snch implements as spaddes ;. and
to prevent the soft sand from falling in. they have
to[:n lined with houghs, palm-leaves, ete. When
the wells are linished, 8 quantity of dry elay in
brgnght from the bunks; and wfter being carefully
knended and puddled, it is finally made into huge
Dusing witl raised sides, much resembling sponge-
baths,  These hawing are, of course, Hage at the
monh of the wells and filled with witer, When ihe
cathle and gonts srrive, instead of rushing inmedi-
ftely in @ budy to quench their thirst, which wonlt
of conrse mufl in the trampling-down and destraoe-
tion of these clay drinking-tronghs, the animals are
frained to approgen tne witer m tnri, oo mer he-
i allowed to go at s tine than can conveniently
drmk together, 1t was 2 most enrions and imterest-
me sight to wateh; and, if I had not seen it with
my own eves, I should be slow (o helwve that these

sist herds could bo kept under sneh control,
shepherds, instead of driving, *lead their
and all esrry the proverbisl erook, which
in Lheir ease i8 nsed to shake down the dry pods af
tive mimosa, amd the fruit of the hedleck nud il!bbafl’
trees, of all of which the gheep nmd gouts aro very
fond.

The Basé have no religion and no God, and yet are
not withont customs judicating a beliel in ufnlufrn
state of some kind, One custom parrated by o sheik,

tending to show this, rescmbles that of the North
the weapons

American  Indisns  in placing
of the dead warrior in his grave, together
with food for his joumey fto the happy

hunting grounds, When » Basé dies his wife,
or sowe other relative, places the fruit of
the basket-tree or tobaceo, or something of which he
was fond, upon lus tomb. If the wind carriea it
away, or it disappears through some haman
ageney, they beheve that the dead man has con-
sumed it and perhaps shared it with his neighbiors
in the surronndivg tombs, 1 these offerings disap~
pear too rapidly, it may give rise to dowestic dis-
sensions among the surviving rolatives of those
buried near fogether. It will be charged that some
are neglecting to provide for their dend relntives,
and their neighbors in the tombs are compelied to
take care of them.

Mr. James formed the impression that thelasd were
the remnant of the original inhabrtants of the
country, being settled thers before the Arabs camoe
over from Arabia.  1is acconnt of a peaple so littlos
known will be found interesting aud valuable.

chord of condemnntion, and advocated the hest vir.
tues and most valnable characteristios of women,
To o great extent she is perfectly right, amd 1he wer-
vice she has done m ridienling the eccentricitios of
the modern strong-minded woman in pursuit o
what &he enlls her rights deserves o Loty -
knowledgment, Soys Mra Lintow:

One of the modern phuses of womanhoad—harl
nnloving, weresnary, wabitios, without doinestio
frenlty atul devoid of healthy putuml instinets, —is
still to e a pitiable mistake and agrave uationl
isaster, .-\mll I think woas T thought when |
wrote thise papers, ot prililic and professionasd
life for womwen is incompatible with the dbisebr g
of their htghest doties or the caltivition afl then
pollest qualitics. 1 tlnnk now, us b thought thvn,
that the sphere of human action is determinad by
the faet of sex, and that there does exist hoth ot
ral limitation and naturs) direction.

The very eddest of all
the remedies for misery yet suggestoed s bis, in The
Actional Keview for December,  [le discourses, in
that cock-sure and ex eathedra manner w liich is his
apecialty on Rich Men's Dwellings, explaining that
be means to include under this title rich men's ex-
penditure, their eomforts, their lnxury, their osten-
tation, m a word their general mauner of liviog,
He declares “ the principal canse” of the existing
socisl diseonteut to be not 8o much the poverty of
the poor or the lunited waged of the industrious, as
the extraordinary and ever-waxing splendor of the
rich and the sstounding ostentation of the idle.
And what be proposes is that a eonsiderable number
of the leaders of English society should form them-
selves into 8 “ Company of Wise ana Heasonuble
Men,” should set their facex againat profuse expend-
itare, frown upon nnbridled Inxury and ynlgar and
offensive ostentation, and impose & return to sim-
pler and wobler ways upon their wives, their
daughters, their sons, and all who are dependent
on them. A raving wounld be the result and a sar-
plus, and with this surplas of the Company of Wise
and Reasonable Men would come the means of abol-
ishing rookeries, buying land, and erecting dwell-
ings to be let to laborers and artisans at a reason-
able and yet sufficiently remunerative mte. And so
whould the interferenes of the Btate and Government
Loans and all dangerous experiments i State So
cialism become unnccessary. In short, there is to be
a New Atlaptis, Mr. Ruskin bad very much the
same rose-colored views when Le fonnded the St
George's Boawty some ten years ago. But whers is
the Bt.

any of the others at half price.” What this means
may be seen from a onrsory comparison of nominal
and renl prices, The Dickens, for inatance, wis
published at $150, 1t wis quoted at $225, It cost
the bookseller, I think, a little over £100.  And he
is now ready—nay, ho woulid be g ad—to soll it for a
litt)e over #050,  And so comes to an el several ill-
judged bookmaking speculations.

Apropos of prices, 1 aee M. Gonso's % LAt Jap-
anais” advertised in New-York at 00 for coples on
ordinary paper, $120 for copies on Japanese paper ;
of whieh latwer the Fronch publisher gives liis enm-
tomers to onderstand that but 100 eopies in all
have been printed for sale,  The price of this book
in Paris is 200 francs, With the disconnt the New-
York importer pays certainly not more than $150
frates, or #30, The duty is 25 per cent, making the
cost #47 603 leaving to him a profit of 22 50, or,
if we deduct freight and other expenses, of $20, or
gome 60 per cent,  On the Japanese paper copies it
would be still more, Truly the business of book fm-
porting m New-York isone of those that leads to
fortone if not to fame.
