There was such a rumor to-day,
and that be intended to withdraw in Mr. Erwin's
favor, but this clam <>t rumors is an old device in
politics to trow d out an opponent and demoralize
jiis followers. Mr. Littlejohn declare- stoutly that
lie does not intend to withdraw and i- confident
that lie will bO elected. Three Assemblymen, tlii.se
from Onondaga County, who have sometimes been
classed as followers ol Mr. Littlejohn, it la now be¬
lieved are actually supporters ozMr. Bheard. Mr.
Littlejohn states that he only entered the canvass
at the solicitation of over H hundred political
fmmis and that from the letters be received he
believed that be would be supported by a majority
of the Republican Assemblymen. Still if be should
be defeated he would most loyally support the
successful candidate.

County, who came here this afternoon and began
an energetic campaign for Mr. Erwin. E. H. Hoi.lu,
of Brooklyn, the treasurer of the Republican State
Committee, also arrived and did some work
for Mr. Erwin. Three of the Brooklyn Assembly¬
men were subsequently reported as for Mr. Erwin,
but an investigation of this report showed that
three of the Brooklyn Assemblymen, Messrs. Mason,
Hodges and Taylor, are yet uncommitted, and that
the lourth, General Heath, is pledged to Mr. Roose¬
velt.
Silas B. Duteher, of Brooklyn, ex-Superintendent

of Public Works, also awned, but he
stated that he did uot come in the interest of any
one of the candidates for Speaker, but in behalf of
Mr. Barker for Clerk. General George H. Sharpe
came from Kingston in order to support, it
is said, the candidacy of C. A. Chiekoring for Clerk.

London, Dee, 'J*..Information has just been re¬

ceived hero from llavovor that Colonel Henry R.
Rathbone, of Albany, N. v.. who with his wife and

children was sojourning in (hat city, has Ulled his

wife and attempted t<> kill himself. The Informa¬
tion thus far received shows that the tragedy took

plaeC on Monday morning. At that time Colonel
Rathbone, whoWM laboring under a tit of melan¬

cholia, entered the bed-chamber of his wife and

shot her thad, the ba 1 entering her heart. He then

stabbed himself. He is still living, but no hopes
are entertained that be will survive bis wound
Colonel Rathbone has shown signs of melancholia

for the pas! two mouths. On the night of tho

tragedy he went to the room where his three
children ami theirnurse were sleeping, and asked
to see hu children. His wife epiwued
immediately afterward, and. ordering .'','
maid to foch the door, led her husband bick
to their bedroom. Directly afterwards shots
were heard, followed by cries for help. Mrs. Rath-
bone's sister and a servant rushed to the
bedroom door and, finding fi locked, broke it in.
They found Mrs. Rathbone dying on the bed, wel¬
tering in nor blood. Colonel Ruthi. lay on tho
floor bleeding from five different wound-.
A slz-etooter with three empty chambers and
a dagger covered with g. were fonnd near by.
Doctors were summoned immediately, bul Mi^.
Rathbone died without bemg able (ogive sn ac¬

count of tho deed. Colonel Rathbone was able tn
roach tho bcd. end immediately became insensible.
When he afterward be. ame ronacioushi appeared
not to connect himself with the crime. He seemed
to believe tint a stranger had committed it. The
