Greater interest was nbown in the Republi¬
can primaries yesterday than ever before in

this. city. In the mnjority of thc Assembly Dis¬
tricts there was only one ticket nominated, and
naturally the voting waa light. But even under
these circumstances more members of the asso¬

ciations than usual tu'ned out. In nine districts
there were lively contests carried on with more

or less good-nature. There the voting was

heavy. Some specimen results are as fol¬
lows: In the IXth the party headed hy
.1. \V. Jacobus won by SOO votes against 874.
In the XlVth John H. Brady, a well-known
machine man, was defeated by the followers of

John Nugent. Michael Cregau and his friends
led by 40 votes, in a total of 894
in the XVlth. In tho XVlIlth District
the regular ticket was elected by a vote of 2*1

against 201. The Dowd ticket was apparently
elected in the XX 1st District. There was so

much scratehing at some ot her pollingphiccs that
it was late this morning before the results *ero

positively known.

Last October, when a new Spanish Mini.-try
was formed at Madrid, it was not believed that
tbe combination would last long, and it has not.

Senor Posada-IIcnem lias resiened and Senor
Canovas del Castillo, at the King's command,
has formed a new Cabinet. This is tbe ti iiunph
of the Conservatives. The Cabinet which baa
just gone ont was made up of the personal fol¬

lower* of Sagasta and of Dynastic Liberals, but

the hand which controlled it wa* that of Senor

Sagasta himself. Strong and shrewd as he is,
Sagasta has uot been able to goren Spain in

this way. His puppet Ministers represented
opinions too diverse to stay long united. The

Dynastic Liberals wen pledged to restore tho
Constitution of 1809, and they demanded uni¬

versal suffrage ; while tho Moderates thought
the proposed constitutional reforms too radi¬
cal. A Cabinet composed of such hostile ele¬
ments therefore could not ba expected to laat,
oi io have any influence on Parliament, The
return of Canovas tn power means a reaction
toward absolutism; but probably the reaction
will not be very great. Liberals even in Spain
exert a powerful influence.

It is impossible not to feel sonic hesitation

HOW J'i RESt UR OREELY.
Timohldal recommendations for tbe relief

of Lieutenant Creely are excellent. As

soon as the details of the Proteus dis*
aster were reported, we advised the purchase
of two steam-sealers, to be selected ai Dundee
rather than ai St. John's, and the organization
of an expedition under the cxclu.-ixe direction
of the Navy Department. This is the plan
outlined by the Secretaries of War and the
Navy and submitted by the President to Con¬
gress, As a naval officer luis been sent to

England to open negotiations for the purchase
oi suitable vessels, ii is probable that the
meagre resources of the St. John's flee! xx ill not

again be drawn upon, and also thal the Yantic
xxiii not be ordered North this season. The
pioprie-tx of leaving tin* army officers at home
and sending naval officers on a seaman's errand
oi mercy does not require any argument. The
two branches ol the service ought not to be
united in such an expedition. The Navy
Departmenl should be held solely responsible
tor the suooi ^s (>r tattara ol this season's work
offthe Greenland coast. Two vessels are better
than one, because one will serve aa a basis of
utica! and the resumption of operations ii any
accident befall the other. Steam-sealers like
Captain Adams's Arctic atc constructed with
special reference to cruising in the Arctic, and
consequently should be selected In preference
to a vessel of war like the Yantic. The official
recommendations are both adequate and wise
and Congress ought not to lose any time in
acting npon them. An appropriation should be
voted iit once, in order that there mav be no

delay in purchasing the ships and equipping
them for the expedition.
The Secretaries consider ii indispensable that

the vessels should reach the Danish settle¬
ments as early as possible. They suggest thal
the expedition shall have New-York not later
i han the 1st of May, so ao to arrive al Cpernavik
within twenty days. While it is important to
lon stall by vigorous action and wise preean-
lions delays whicb inevitably attend Arctic
relief expeditious, ii i- not prudent to incur
unnecessary risk bj being too fere-handed and
energetic. Thc Scotch whalers seldom attempt
to croea Meh ille Bay before the middle of .lune,
and ordinarily the waters above Upernnvik are

Ulled with icebergs and floes during the tins!
three weeks of July. The Polaris survivors
were rescued by the Ravenscraig on June 23,
when the ship itself was fa I in the icc twenty-
nve miles southof Cape York.

CHEAPER FOOD.
fiiaiu has been falling, though the decline

prior to this week bad led many to believe tbat
thc, bottom had been reached. On the 1st of

December, wheat deliverable iu February sold
at Chicago for 9H*g, and May wheat at over

$1 05. On Thursday, February dropped to

8U78, and May to 0C,'\. It is noteworthy, too,
that tho decline has been well nigh continuous
for several weeks, that it has not been attrib¬
uted by observers to the power of speculative
cliques, but to influences which such cliques have
proved powerless to resist, and that corn h;w

¦lao declined, while pork and lard aro rather
higher than December 1.
This fall in prices involves severe losses to

many dealers, of necessity, for the stocks in

the hands of dealers have been unusually large.
It istothcciedit of those engaged in the trade that
the pressure hus been borne with very few dis¬

asters, but it is not possible to regret that tho
public is to bave cheaper food. A sadly mis¬
taken etimate of tho commercial situation has
been corrected by inexorable events, and those
who insisted that tho official and other standard
information was false havo been obliged to pay
for t heir error. But it is a good thing for the coun¬

try that the curso of artificially Inflated prices
is not to bc added to the other trials of indus¬
trial depression during a severe winter, It is
alsoagjood thing thal the asarfcetingof Ameri¬
can surplus products is not to bo arrested by
manipulation at a time when thc foreign de¬
mand is light and uncertain. Especially is it a

good thing that tho producers of this country
have less of the. loss to bear than is usual, because

tho proportion of tho crop already moved to

commercial centres is larger than it has been for

several years before, and because the "visible

supply" of wheat is nearlx 1 1,000,000 bushels
larger than it was at this date last year, and
nearly 18,000,000 bushels larger limn al this

date in 1SS2.

THE K.l'ERT BILL I 0MPR0MISE.
The Ilbert bill, about which there luis been so

much discussion in England, appeara to have
been compromised, though not with thc good¬
will of Lord Ripon, The Borea resistance made
by the Auglo-Ilillians to this measure shows
what peculiar ideas they hilve of thc duty of

England in Jndla. 1'ho Ilbert bill was origi¬
nally intended to gix c to the highest class of na¬

tive magistrates and judges the juriadicUon
possessed by Europe injudgesof the same grade.
They wen- entitled to try men of all laces, with¬
out distinction. This it Was that SO incensed
the Anglo-Indiana. They could not tolerate the
idea ol being tried by a native judge, though
the lmli in Government bad confidence enough
in the native judges to trust them n ith the most

responsible positions. The Government re¬

fused to give way on this point, howexer. It
felt thal ii was necessaryV tia so much as a

recognition of the fidelity and good services of
the Indian officials, Hut it has accepted a com¬

promise which practically Invalidates the pur¬
pose of the bill, by agreeing that all Europeans
who may be bi.night before native lb-hid

Magistrates oi Sessions Judges Iwho are the
onl* native officials mentioned iu the bill) shall
be entitled to demand a jury trial, and that
seven out of twelve jurors shall be Europeans.
As tho Anglo-Indians would be tolerably cer¬

tain to cling together at times of danger, it
seems probable thal cone but crimes against
prop. ii;, will be punished under this arrange¬
ment.

But ii- chiel significance is that it sets up an¬

other bairhr iiml distinction between thc na¬

tives and their rulers. It ls the natural tend¬
ency of the situation, perhaps, bul none the less
is it a mischievous tendency, England's
weakness In India consists maiuly in the fact
that she has never gol close to the people, The
Norman conquerors treated the Saxons woree,
bunin} Intermarried and became fused with
the conquered. The English in India have
always remained proudly aloof. The) have
neither forgotten nor allowed the Hindoos to

that the latter are a subject people.
Though they did not conquer India they have
mled it as ii they had, and with peculiar ar¬

rogance have comported themselvi s throughout
aa superiors by birth. The consequence is that
the people of India do not love them. Some,
Indeed, detest them very cordially. All resent
their superciliousness ami theirassnmpUon of
superiority, And should the Indian Empin be
assailed by i Formidable foe from without, Eng¬
lish offldals in India know well that they need
expect no help from the people of the country.
It l- ihe policy of wise Indian statesmen to re¬

form this state ot all.dis, and so (ar a> possible
to hiing tin* mien and the ruled into more in¬
timate relations, This policy has led to the
gradual opening of tho Civil mix icc and the

bench to natives, and tho results have fully vin¬
dicated lt. The original Ilbert bill was a stop
In the same direction. It was intended to re¬

move what was a manifest (Trievance. It was
an net of simple Justice to the highest classes of
native officials. No harm was to bo apprehended
from it. But tho alarms, tho selfishness, the
stupid arrogance of the Anglo-Indian com¬

munity, acting npon the ignoranco of tho great
mass of peoplo in England, havo brought the
Ilbert bill into disrepute, and at length forced
tho Government of India to make a compromiao
which virtually emasculates the measuie.

Anglo-Indian public opinion ia shown by this
agitation to bo not only untrustworthy but mis¬
leading. It is a strongly prejudiced opinion,
formed amid disqualifying conditions, and it
ought not to have been accorded the weight
conceded to it by tho English press. The truth
la that Lord Kipon's policy has been a wise and
far-sighted one, and that the Ilbert bill was a

measure from which only good (fleets could
have proceeded. Hut the Anglo-Indians are as

panicky and unreasonable in regard to the na¬

tives as are the white people of Mi.tsissippi, and
their ideas of tho way to govern the peoplo of
Hindustan are hot much more valuable or en¬

lightened than those of the citizens of Yazoo
concerning the treatment of the u niggers.''
