bound by preconceived convictions. They sent
nubassadors to Kurope, he says, charged with tho
luty of expounding tho Declaration of Independ*
mce and proving that secession was a logical de¬
lia tion from tin- premises laid down in that instru¬
ment. They expected monarchical governments not

inly to accept the Declaration itself as infallible
md axiomatic, but also to enforce tho logical ap¬
plication of Ita principle! upon .tho Government of
liie United States. They expected to .secure help
from the enemies of republican institutions by
proving to them that secession was pre-eminently
republican.
A like obtuseness prevailed in all departments of

liushiess. Tho flnanccc were managed upon tbe
principle of blind faith in impossible luck.
