THE NEED OF AN ADDITIONAL CIRCUIT JUDGE-
MSTRICT-ATTORNEY ROOT'S VIEWH,

Importers frequently pay duties under protest
and them sue the Collector of the Port to recover them
Owiug to the vast nunber of Inportations st (hls port the
oumber of sael suits 1a luege aud 18 locrossing each year,
Thore wie cases of this natiure on the present docket of
tho United Biates Cironlt Court in this cistrioe whiel iave

Thera are ouly two tenas for ths tral of elvil ranacs
each year in the United States Cireoll Court, During
thvse tering private causes as well as Governoy nt canses
must be trisd,. Frequently a hondred sults agatnst the
Collector to recover duthes ars brousht on ths cuee day,
withough ot more than fonr or five beaes may he inyolyed
In i all, Upou the openlog of Court a dockig aneber-
ing from 30 to 700 cases ls calied, sad the common
praction Is for the Distriot-Altotuey o be peady whiila
the uttornecys for the lmporiers wsic for wn nadloarms
