The British reader, though a patient soul, does at
{imos venture on & remonstranco with the Olym-
pian beings who from their inaccensible heigmg flu-
clare to him what ha shall aud shall not read. The
" Olympian beings, whom you will readily recog-
nize as British publishers, have declared that he
sball, among otlier things, read advertisements.
To make sure of their ordinance Leing obeyed, they '
fnterpolate these advertisements between the pages
of other reading matter of which the current maga-
gines are composed. A page of Mr. Herbert Spen-
cer in followed by a page of eulogy upon a particn-
lar soap, and when the virtues of the soap have
been sniliciently dwelton Mr. Herbert Spencer is
allowed to resume his disconrse. This would not

seem 1o conduce to clearness of deas or
sgevenity  of mind  in the  remider, but
en the publishing Olympus that 18 mot

thonght important, One or two of these much en-
during readers have lately pablished in the
daily press thor protoests against this custom §
which is an increasing custom. Something is said,
also, against the practice of printing the table of
contents of the magazine on the back of an adver-
1ising shoet,

The way in which these complaints are met _hy
the publishers is instruetive to the non-publishing
mind. An answer which may be taken as official
appears in an organ of the trade. These advertise-
ments * pay,” and the more odions they are, the
more intrusive and impudently out of place they
are, the botter they pay. The advertisement con-
tractor, remarks the organ, would probably expluin
that a pago on the back of the contents "' fetohes
an extra price, “so that in effect the whole question
is vednced to purely commercial considerations,”
The frankness is refreshing—no hypocritical hom-
age from vice to virtue, in this case. The com-
plaint is that literatnre is degraded, and the reader
insulted. The publisher's response is that .h"
makes a profit by degradingliterature and insulting
the reader,and no complaint can be listened to.
The * whole™ question is * purely commercial.” He
might make a higher profit by print iug the adver-
vertisemont, uot between two pages, but between
two paragraphs on the same page. 1f tho question
is purely a commercial oue, why shonld he not?

He might advertise a brothel ! Why, again, should

e not, since the pay would be high and the whole
question purely commeroial 1 When the publisher
has onee put decency and morality on oue side, and
announced the principle that he will do anvthing
for money, where will ie stop? The only way to
make him stop is to make him see that hie wonld
Jose more than ho would gain, This is perhaps a
point at which even snch ninor considerntions as
morality and decency m.ght begin to have a com-
mervial value.

‘The publishing mind offers, in the same periodical,
other interesting and illustrative remarka apropos of
that ** Company of Anthors” which hus lately been
sct going in England. The object of this company
is to improve the relations between authors and
publishers; and this it proposes to do by advising
auiliors of their rights, and warning them against
signing one-sided contracts. The publisher re-
sponds that there is absolutely no necessity for
such intervention. From his own poiut of view
there certainly s not. “A good uuderstauding,”
Le cries, “does already exist botween the two
classes in the great majority of cases and does not
therefore need to be created.” This is what the
slaveholders used o say when the moral argument
ngainst slavery wasarged. Slaves kindly treated,
cruelty the exception, and so on. 1 must beg
the publisher to pardon me if my comparison
seoin to him offensive. It is not meant to be offens-
ive, but the cases are analogons,

‘The publisher, it canuot be too often repeated, is
aman of business; the author, as a rule, is not.
The publisher has set up certain customsin his busl-
ness which are not to the author’s advantage, and
of which be does not always think it necessary to
apprise the author. Let us suppose, for example,
that it is his cnstom to render accounts to the
antlior half-yearly, and to psy the account, should
tliere by chanece be n balance to the anthor's eredit,
{he next half-year. The author is kept ont of his
woney six months at least, often longer, Books
sold in January are secounted for in July, and the
autlor's royalty paid in the Jannary following.
Contracts are drawn, as o rule, by the publisher, or
by Lis solicitor; not by ‘the author. We saw in
the case of Mr. Clark Russell that Messrs,
Sampson  Low, Marston & Co. thought it
right to obtain his sigunture fo an instroment
by whicl he supposed himselt tobe sellingonething
aud they understood themselves to be huying
another and more valuable thing, What publisher
aginin, or how many publishers, render to the
author aceounts in sucha form that the facts about
khis book can bo ascortained from it? How many
authors look at the stock ledgers of Lhe pulilisliers?
How many have any real knowledge whether the
pumber returned as sold is the real numbor? This
Jast is o strong question. I neither say nor snggest
t1hat pul:]h]u'rs aw o tule render fulse nccounts of
the getunal sules, Buot in an arrangement for pub-
lishing ou what is called the hall profits system,
dloes the publisher or does hienot tell the whaole truth,
and give lis author the benedit, for example, of dis-
conuts? Does he pay one price for printing and
paper, and charge another  price  to  the
author? Does e pay one price for advertisements,
goid charge the author a higher price? Does he
exact, whether opeuly or secretly, an undae pro-
portion of the prolita ! Is the yonne inexperion ced
anthor able to deal on even terms with the experi-
enced publisher?

If avy of these questions can be answered in a
tense unfavorable to the anthor's interests, is there
not good reason why wuthors shonld form a com-
pany to protect their ivterests? The mgjority of
publishers may be honorable men, but thoe exist-
ence of even a few black sheop is enongh to justify
intervention in the author's bolialf, :

erson’s position and influence.  Yet he concludes by
declaring that “ when ! deductions have been
made and amply allowed for, FEmerson remains
among the most persuasive amd inspiring of those
whao by word and example 1ehuke our despondency
purify our sight, awaken us from the deadening
slubers of convention and conformity, exoreise
the pestering imps of vanity, and lift men up from
.Ilow thonghts and sullen words of helplessness and
implety.”

“The Waorks of Alfred Teunyson, Poet Luureate
Loudon, Macmillan & Co., 1884"—such is the
title of the first edition of Tennyson's poems which'
pees the light after his elevation to the peerage.
The volume 1s a crown octavo of 640 pages, printed
from new auld clear type, in rather pale ink, on
flexible paper, sufllciently opaque, of & substance
which, used in large quantitios, wonld enbance the
prlue.ol the staple industry of some of the South-
ern States of Awerica, There is a portrait in steol
by Stodart, from a photograph by Margall, in
which the rugged face of the original is missed,
Oz the whole, & cheap and good edition, and the
onm!tletu‘t extant.

Mucwillan for the first time in a
ecparate volume, three weeks hence, and the suthor
of them will be announced as Lord Tennyson,

The abuse of issuing books in parts and b b-
scription has often been commented on in En,;I::d,

_but it survives. Messrs, Cassell tempt the publie
