The only good which seems likely to flow
from the passage of the Trade Dollar
bill is that it has again aroused the country
to & realization of the danger arising from the
coinage of needless silver dollars, From every
guarter protests are heard. Yeaterday the Prod-
uce Exchange of this city adopted resolutions
declaring that serious commercial disturbance
threatened the United States as long as the
coinage law of 1878 waa in force ; that the peo-
ple were not prepared to receive into circula-
tion a large amount of silver dollars of uncer-
taln value. The Produce and Stock Exchanges
of this city certainly are botter fitted to give an
opinion on such a subject than the owners of sil-
ver mines and yet they seem to have much tless
infinence with certain members of Congress,
The attitude of the present House of Represen-
tatives is as amazing as it is dangerous.

1t has now been
in session four months, and has not been idle,
By no means ; behold ! the printed record of its
proceedings already covers 2,600 broad pages.
In all this Niagara of words, which threateus,
like Niagara, to go on forever, has there been
one slngle speech that the world will care to re-
member—one that has helped to make anyhody
wiser or better? Have we been remiuded at
any time, even for an instant, of the old days
when statesmen and orators met in high de-
bate? It has been a Niagaraof slops. If one
or two specches have risen above the lovel of
dreary inanity, were they not by me mbers of
the minority—who must be pardoued for trying
to exert some Influence by their arguments,
ginee they ean accomplish nothing by votes 1

Or have the proceedings at any thne reminded
one of tho later and perhaps better duys, when
stalwart and practieal men, withoat much de-
bate, carrled on the Government of the Nation
during the greatest civil war the world has
seen, in brief and busy sessions of hard work 1
Has there been uny of the spirit or the faculty
that used to meat tromendous emergencies with
swift qud stroug action ¥ 1 s0, I what lLas it
been shown?  This Congress has pussed one
bill that the conntry has noticed—a bill to put
into the army in time of peace a soldier who
was turned out of it in time of war, Has iv done
anything else! For four weary months the
conseless Ningara of slops has floated scarcely a
chip of real business,

have they found out that waus not known Lefore
to every intelligent man in the country 1 1t
canuot gven be said that the time has been spent
in instructive politieal debate,  The members
have been principnlly occupled in ‘trying to
make a President, it 18 time, but they have not
found It convenient to give the people any reu-
sons for putting elther paity in, or eithior party
out, It has been a torrent of talk as meaning-
less and polntless as the chatter of mwonkeys in
a forest of the tropics.

This is an American Congress—a Democratic
Congress, let ns hasten to observe, Far the
Senate, though nominally Republican hy a bare
majority, has been compelled to wait by the in-
action of the House, sud the few measures it
Lins passed are sleepiig unnoticed in the eom-
mittees or on the ealewdar of that congregation
of fncapables. 1i & wen wanted convincing
proof of the absolupe Lnbiity of the people 1o
govern themsclves, mizt he not tuke the
2,800 pages of Uongressonal procesdings (|
The very word, “procecdings” mnkes one
lnugh. For four months Congress has been
proceeding nowhither, There hias been nothing
half 8o tiresome since the last walking-mateh.

RUSHING BAD MEASURES,

The advantage which a vicious bill will some
times obtain over a good mensire hus been
freshly illusteated at Albany this week. On
Monday night Senator Murphy introdoced a bill

and other expenses incurred by a ¢ty ofticer in
defending his offielal conduct before n court, in-
yestigating committes or other body that may
have legal authority to ingnire into the same.
The ofticer is to be reimbursed, providiog he is
not removed from office as the result of this in-
quiry into his official conduct,

The mensure is a peculiarly bad one. It
wonld require the city to pay large sums for
connsel feesand “ expenses” of indicted officiala
who may perbaps escape becnuse of n jury's
disagreement or on some legal tlaw or techni-
cality wholly disconneeted with the question of
guilt or innocence, Other lirge sums would
have to be paid to city officials who employ
counsel to impede an mvestigation into their
ofticlal conduct. That would be the result of
about every such Investigation, the Legislature
having no direct power 1o remove a city ofticlal,

There Is no good reason why a commissioner
should require connsel before an investignting
committes, Such a body is not a court conduct-
ing wtrinl, but werely a commitlee guthering
information for the purposes of legislation, If

a city ollicial docs his duty there is not the

slightest being indicted, and he
will be in no need of counsel to defend himself.
And if he does not do his duty he ought to bear
whateverjexpenses he may choose to incur in at-
tempting, in the language of the bill, 4 to
Justity " Lis loficial eonduct. If there should
chanee to be a case where an exemption onght
to be made, it should standZon its own merits,
The vicious eftect of such legislation us is pro-
posed by this bill was recently demonstrated
when the Board of Estimate was ealled upon to
pay several thousand dollars to a speculative
Tammany lawyer who, on his own motion and
responsibility, began s legnl proceeding in 1881
to determine a dispute about the Surrogate's

term.

But this viclous bill has already been favora-
bly reported to the BenateZand is now ready to
be ruslted through. In a eimilar manner that
body passed Mr. Cullen’s ridieulous Streot-
oleaning bill, and other bad measures, such na
that introduced by Mr. Pluukitt, to create n new
civil district court, and Senator Campbell's bili
to provide for the payment of the claims of
janitors who were illegally appointed nearly ten
years ago, But Senator Gilbert's Civil Berviee
bill, introduced early in the session, has not yet
been brought before the Senate, M.
MeCarthy’s bill to abolish nnbalanced bids in
clty contracts, Senator Gibbs's measure to im-
prove the Binking Fund, and other good bills
have long been awaiting considerntion, The
Senators cannot aftord to neglect such important
legislation or good-naturedly to allow Demo-
eratio Senators of the Murphy and Campbell
kind to push through their viclous bills,

ENGLAND AND THE SOUDAN.

The news from the Soudan ls confused and
contradietory, and needs to be closely seruti-
nized, The British campaign ig at an end. Ong
regiment lias been left at Suakim ns a temporary
garrison to bo replaced ether by Indian or
Egyptian troops. The remainder of the force
has returned to lower Egypt. Lord Hartington's
recent declaration in regard to British control
of the thonsand miles of Sondan seaboard means
practically little more than this: Suakim is to
be permancntly oceupied. The withdrawal of
the army has been followed by anarchy and
eivil war, Osman has taken the fleld against
tribes that were friendly to the invaders. If
snecesafil he may be emboldened to threaten
Snakim with the remnant of his brave foree. 8o
long #s he isin armms the revolt in that quarter
cannot be said to bave been suppressed.

The prospect of opening the road from Suakim
to Berber isnot encouraging. The chlefs whe
may be approsched by the Dritish agent will
greedily necept the bribes oftered to them, bug
1o dependence ean be placed on any guarnntee
which they may give. A more serious attempt
of a diplon:atio nature is the misslon of Admiral
Hewett to Massowali. King John is reported to
have offerod to relieve Kassalu with a foice of
5,000, or even 10,000 men, provided cach
soldier shall ba paid at the rate of two English
shillings n day and two ports ghall the ceded to
him., Admira] Hewett is now in Massowanh for
the purpose of proposing an alliance of some
gort botwoen Great Britain and Abyssinia
whereby the insurgonts in the Soudan may be
reduced to submisslon. The value of such an
alliancs is problematical. Mr. Rasanm, whoso
rescue from prison at Magdala] was the olject
of the Dritish expedition to the mountains of
the Blue Nile, declares with strong emphasis
that the Abyssinian kingdom merely exists in
name, that King Jolin's word is law only in o re-
stricted territory, and that tho tribes on the
border lands of the Boudan are nbsolutely Inde-
pendent, Ho understands Abyssinia batter
than any other Englishman does, and he says
that no help is to be expected from that quarter,
8ir Samuel Baker has recommended diplomatic
intrigues and the establishment of anew fron-
tier along the Atbarn River, and the cession of
Massowah and Zoulls, Mr. Rassam ridienles
these proposals, General Gordon when he left
Londonj warned Englishmen not to plaee any
relinnoe upon the King of Abyseinis, at [OTE
ontside his own mountains, There I8 every
reason to belisve, therefore, that the negotin-
tions upon which Admiral Hewett has ¢ntered
will be unproauotive and disappointing.

‘The buttles with the Arabson the coast hnve
not effeeted the deliveranoe of Khartonm, The
intrignes with the tribes betwesn Synkim and
Berber and the negotiations with the wily
Abyssinian monareh promise to be equally
abortive, The dangers and difficultics, mean-
while, have multiplied at Khartoum. General
Gorden has been defeated by a horde of rebels
and openly deiled by the Mahdi, whom lie had
proclaimed Sultan  of  Kardofan. Kusaal,
Sennaar and the garrisons in the Bahr-Ghazelle
he is powerless to relieve, and his own position
ginece his defent has been most unenvinble, Ap-
pavently he is looking toward Calro, or rather
London, for rescue, Any expedition that is sent
to Khartowm must go, as he went, ncross the
Nublan desert from Korosco, and thence by way
of Berber and the river.  Such a marvch involves
military diticulties that are apparently ingirs
mountuble, The heat would be as intolerable
in the Koroseo desert as on the ronte from the
coast to Berbor, From April till the middie of
November the thermometer averages {rom
pinety to ninety-five degrées in the shade
thranghont the Enstern Soudan. It is o most
unhealthy sewson and European soldiers would

be exposed to the ravages of typhoid fover and
dysentery. Weeks would be required, more-
over, for the organization of o baggage train
and the rransportation of nn army by wnter
fion Abou Hammed to Khartonm. These con-
widerations render it very lmprobable that the
British suthorities at Cairo will advise the
Home Government to attewpt a rescue by way
of the Nl Valley.

General Gordon will be left to lLis own re-
sources. This is the natural inference from
the facts of the sitnation as they nre ontlined in
the dispatehes, Necessity seems to dictato this
eourse., No English Minister will venture to
advocate sending aun army into n pestilentinl
district in the hottest season of the year to e-
eongner the Soudan, General Gor don’s fate,
humauly spenking, s in his own hands, His
genins may save him, His good fortune may
pot desert him.  The Malidi mny be st nside in
Kardofay, where
broken out in his eonuncil and s powerful tribe is
in revolt ageinst him. The rebels now sur-
rotnding Khartoum may be inclined to make
pence with the herole Englishmun who has
onee won theiy aftections and contidence and
given them the best government they have ever
known, Nothing is impossible in the changeful
Fugt. But the chanees when coolly counted are
heavily against General Gordon und In favor of
new disasters, The Home Government cannot
sond reinforeements to him and will not allow
Zobehr, the SBultan of the slave-traders, to take
his place. 1t leaves him at the post of danger
and dares not strengthen his hands by prociadi-
lug the permanent ocoupution of Khartoum, Ho
long ns the Boudanese are convinced that the
country is to be given up, their loyulty to Gens
eral Gordon must remuin o species of troncher.

This was what Robert Toombs, once a Dem-
ocratio leader, telegraphed the other day to
Willismn R, Morrisou, now n Demoocratio leader
in & Democratic Congress, “ Nulla vestigia re-
trorsum’”; uo stop backward, What wonderful
fitness of things is there here!  With what ad-
mirable judgment was the vehicle of this sepul-
chral utterance chossn! ‘The age In which Rob-
ert Toombs lived and moved and exercised an
inflaenee scemsa so long gons, so far back in the
mista of the past, that the dead tongue he chose
to speak In seems somehow little more dead
than he. Both are 8o obsolete | Aud William
R. Morrison, startled by the ghostly inter-
ruption, might very well have drawn from the
same source to express his own emotions, mut-
tering “ auum oulgue™ as ho recognized tho ap-
positeness of the language to the man.

But does the living leader know what this
political ghost meaus when from Stygian shades
he wires him in the mother tongue of the Cresars
the Injunction to take no backward step? It
seems plain enongh that he has reference to the
tarift question, No one living or dead has com-
municated with Mr. Morrison on any other sub-
joeet for many months. Does he mean that Mr.
Morrison is to take nostep backward on that

the Itobert Tonmbs who survives in the memo-
ries of somo of the older members of the press
ent generation,  We incline to the opluion that
this, notwithstanding the obseurity of the
language nnd the smbignity of the phrase, is
what he did actunlly wean. For this was
always his fashion: to lead his party Intg some
utterly untenable position, and then conjure
them in all langnages, living, dead and profane,
to stand fost, not yleld an ineh, take no step
backward, die in the last ditch., DBeocanss of
snech ocounsels, and thelr being followed, the
Demoeratic party hes been where it has for
twenty-five years, and he himself is where he is
now, mumbling Latin to a generation that has
forgotten him,

Tuke no step backward! Why, that 1s the
cry set up years ago by the slaveholding olig-
archy that controlled the Democratic party and
a0 long governed the country. Entrenching
themselves in the dootrine of State Rights they
met the eftorta made by Southern men to get rid
of slavery by gradnal emancipation with the de-
termined purpose not to yleld an tneh, The
slave power—of whose domineering spirit and
hullying disposition Robert Toombs was for a
dozen years prior to LEB0 a congpictous rapra-
sentative—not only took no step backward, but
beeame nggressive and each year sctits foot
with dogged persistence s little turtlier to the
front. At length 1t lald ita hond on Kansas,
By the violence of Border Ruffianism, the
frands of Federal officials and the econnivance
of the Buchanan Administration it held Kansas
by the throat, and for the moment was n pos-
spaslon.  ‘Then above tha gale of Southern
pasgslon nnd Northern protest the veice of Rob-
ert Toombs rang in the same old Roman * Nulla
vestigia retrovsum.” “No atep buckward ™ was
the order given the Border Rufflan invaders.
But they fell buck all the sume, and Kansas wos
aaved. *No step baokward I” eried the slave-
driver as he cracked his whip over the Demo-
cratio party when some of its leaders, alurmed
by the symptoms of a revolt af the North, hesi-
tated and wounld have temporized. *No step
backward 1" howled Toombs and Wigfall and
the whole mad gang who had threatened
seepssion in the event of Republican suceess in
1560, Whip and clamor did their work.
