The folly
of the Caimpbell bill is self evident, as the Bead
of Estimate now has the power to authorize
the appoiutment of additional patrolmen. Does
the Legislature know more abont the ecity's
peeds in that respeet than its authorized repre-
sentatives in the Board of Estimate. Inone
yoar the Police Board appoinfed a much larger
number of patrolmen than were authorized by
the Bomd of Estimate,  Tf that action was legal
there is cortainly no need of further leglslation.

It would be well for the conntry if Coungress
could tirn its attention, for a short time, to the
stide of the National finanees, Theorles of
taxation are proper in their place. But thero 1y

needed at present some appleation of practical
common sense to monetary affalea,

In April the decrease In the debt less cash on
hand was $5,232,075 29. There wna paid
$2,101,160 of the bonded debt, and the interest
thereon was reduced $2,648,150, and the bal-
ance was due to ohanges in eash on hund and
certificates ontstanding,

But, as to the eash on hand, tha comparison
of dally balaneas shows that the Treasury held
May 1 only $197,955,457 in gold, agninst
210,074,008 April 1, a 1osa of $13,018,611,
To balanee this, it has a gain of $1,722,675 in
gilver, the amount held having risen to
$164,010,731, and u decreass in the amount of
paper outstanding of varions kinds, The
change in amount of legul tenders and legal
tender eortiticates not held by the Treasury was
small—a decrease of only $1589,755, The de-
crensn In silver eortifientes ontstanding was
175,060, and {t 1z to bo observed (hat the
channels of eirentlation still refuso to hold any
larger amount of this Kind of carrency,  The
great change has been in golid certifieates, of
which £11,335,090 have boen redeemed hy ghe
paywment of the gold,  Thus tho Treasury has
cxpended $11,672,955 In redecming [ts paper
of vardons sorts, and $L730,540 In paying
other publie debt and interest thercon, and as a
consoquence of the month's operations it holds
®13,015,611 less gold and $1,722,575 more
silver,

The vevenue for tha month was very larzo;
oflierwise the loss of gold wonld have been
mueh groater, The receipts from customs were
$15,214,35%, against aboub F13,000,000 last
year, when buports were dolayod to takeo ad-
vantage of the lower duties soon (o go Into
eftect, The internal revenus was $10, 103,858
last month, against abont $9,600,000 in April,
1853, when payments on fobaceo were gener-
ally held back until after the new law went into
foree, But the fact that especially needs Con-
gressional attention is that the lavge revenne
has Dbarely sufliced to make the moderate pay-
ments on publie debt and interest for the past
montl, and has not provented a depletion of
the gold reserve owned by the Treasury.
Nominally the “ available eash balanee ™ has in-
freased R1LTSH000, hat  $1,507,685 more
sitver js included as owned by the Troasary,
in exeess of silver certificates ontstanding, aud
150,750 more of legal tenders on hand, The
daily budances show that the amonnt of gaold
held, in exceas of coviilicates ont=tanding, had
deereased during the month 1,650,521,
