the first ballot. There is no doubt
that Blaine men will lead; that is
conceded by Hie Administration men.

Blaine w ill also lead Arthur hy a great many votes,
bm not so many as might be the case if th. manage¬
ment wore conducted iu the same way as that of
tho Administration men. In tho latter case it is a

game of brag and show. With the Blaine
mon, it is au earnest canvass, where all
shadows are cast aside, and only the substance
sought after. Hence to-day, when representatives
of several Western States called at the Blaine
lieadiiuaitors, ottering large additions (o Blaine on

the first ballot, they were asked if the votes
would stick. The reply was that in

all eases that could not bo dependod upon.
" Then

wo don't want them on the first ballot," i.aid a

Blaine leader. " We prefer our candidate's vote to

grow, and not decrease. We want on the first bal¬
lot ouly votes that will stick Ut the end.'* That la the
Blaine programme, and all doubtful votes havo been
rlimiuatcd as far as possible from tho first ballot.
lt will Mill rise over 8tK), and it is growing.
The action of the Ohio delegation to-day

ranks they aided in the selection of Claytou. These
lignool disintegratioB in the South alarmed the
Arthur men, and to-night they have beeu panic-
stricken.Rumorshave been flyingtluck and fast.lirst
that Arthur would be withdrawn, and second that
Ins supporters would unite on ('eneral Sherman.
'i boM rumors cannot be verified, lt is known, how¬

ever, that to-night tue Arthur men ha v. beseeched
the l'.dmunds leaders to give the President a part
of the Kdmunds vote on the first ballot,assertiugthut
it is the ouly hope of defeating Blaine. The Edmunds
rn.-n are angry over the soled lon of Clayton nnd
are contemplating a union with Arthur men to de¬
feat General Clayton for temporary chair¬
man. But the Arthnr leaders fear
to antagonize the Southern men. '1 hey
ti i'd to-night to get tho Edmunds people to

unite on Register Bruce for temporary chairman,
and Theodore Roosevelt went to George VVUliiim
Curtis and asked him tomake tho nomination.

Chicago, June 2..Late last night there were

indications of a weakening among the sherman
men from Ohio. It scorned possible that the entire
Sherman hand would go over to Blame after the
first ballot. This morning the Sherman men de¬
clared their intention of remaining firm for the
Ohio Senator. A large delegation of Cleveland
politicians arrived herc to brace up the Sherman
men. Among those were Collector of Oust nus

Ooorge Howe nnd Postmaster Jones. They
rt 'unlined for some limo in consultation with
the Arthur managers, who desire lo koop
.sherman in the field to prevent Ohio from
going.solid!v to Blaine. The Hon. William McKin¬
ley, who tvas counted for Sharman, cann' out for
Blaine, however,and to-day proved an enthusiastic
worker for tho I'luun'd Knight. This was a serious
disappointment to the Sherman men.

OHIO m WHO WILL VOTE FOR ALAINE.

The Blaine men In the Ohio delegation held a

meeting In Judge West's rooms at tho ('rand Pa¬
cific shortly before noon. It was agreed to remain

steadfast for Blaine as long as his name was before
the convention. The following 21 delogntM
announced their intention of voting for Blaine,
tirst, lrfst and all the time : McKinley, Wert, Holler,
Pratt. McMahon. Lenert, Duncan, Locke, Luce,
Rico, Yan Voorll-OO, Halt/ell, PattoiOOn, Andrews,
Monaghan, Lampion, Conner, Loomis, Cowies and
Hard. Both the last named have been at times
reported as Arthur men. Five Sherman men. who
were present, declared that they wore really Blaine
men. but, representing a Sherman constituency,
would necessarily vote for hon on tho first ballot.
They, however, assured thu Blain*) element that
they would vote for Blaine ou tho MOOnd ballot.
This addition of live delegates, Messrs. Burkett,
High, Martin, Bundy and Eickclhcri'or,
will give Blaine 20. votes from
Ohio on the second ballot. The
only pronounced Arthur man in tho delegation is
"Shriver, of the XlYth District, who will cast his
first vote as a compliment to Sherman, and then go
over to Arthur.

Committee to-day In respect to the temporary chair¬
manship was a surprise to pretty much everybody,
and it greatly disconcerted the Arthur men, who
have openly boa-ted of their ability to control tho
.Southern members of tho committee. They were

talking yesterday of an alliance with the
Edmunds mori to give the temporary chairmanship
to i.eotue William Curtis. When the subject wai

brought up to-d.iy ex-CongTosinaii Morey, of Louis¬
iana, an Arthur man, rose and nominated for tem-

poiaty chairman, (ieneral Powell Clayton, of Ar-
kan-as, whom he eulogized as a gallant one-armed
Union soldier, and a Mod and faithful.Southern Ro-
publican. Mr. Morcv said this honor was demanded
by tho Republicans of the South as a recognition
of thejr loyalty to the party; lt was ahout all they
conld expect at tao hands of tho convention and
to so much t'iey felt themselves entitled. The
nomination was seconded by S.rgeant-at-Arms
Canada.v, of North Carolina, in a short speech.
Mr. lllinmill». of Iowa, nominated .Senator

Hoar, and Mr. Stone, of Michigan, presented
the name of Congressman Hun*, who had been

recommended for tho place at a meeting of the
Michigan delegUt-On this morning. Mr. Magee,
who holds the proxy of Senator Cameron, of Penn¬
sylvania, then nominated Qaluaho A. Grow, al¬
though it was understood ho waa not a candidate
for t he place. .
