Thenomination
of Mr. Blaine has awakened the greatest en-
thusiasm in all parts of the country. The
President has assured Mr. Blaine of his earnest
and eordial support.

The vote of
Now-York did not hear out the clalms of the Arthur
men, whose candidate received only 31 of the 72
votes.

THE SOURCES OF BLAINE'S GAINS,

The second ballot showed w gain of 141 for Blaine
and o loss of 2 for Avthur.
