Sir : For many years it has been my belief

that our planet is accompanied by two satellites, a visi¬
ble and a dark one, the distance of tbe latter from tho
earth beisg probably double that of the former. Tbo
librations of tbo moon, the irregularity of her motions ia
her orbit and the fact that her perigee seldom takes place
immediately on tho orbit of our earth In advance of the
earth's course, are strong evidence of tbo disturbing In¬
fluence, of a sister satellite. The variation In tbe time and
height of the tides, occasional tides of excessive height
w.thant apparont cause, an.l tbo frequent occurrence of
ds. .ile tides, cannot be explained on the hypothesis
that the earth is attended by only one socondary. Earth¬
quakes which are caused by unusual planetary attraction
frequently occur when lt would appear that too force
which pr.rduced them had not yet reached Its climax, and
could not till after the moon's conjunction with tbe eun.
The recent earthquake in langland occurred two days
before the moon was lu conjunction with tho solar orb.
and before she was in perigee, showing tbat her attract¬
ive power must have Joined with another and very
nearly equal fores before she reached (he line of her
solar conlan, lion. This earthquake, I predated, would
nina with laenoood violence on May 'JO. It did so,

causing the destruction of many villages and tbe death
of hundredsof people. On the same slay occurred fhesils-s-
trous cvclone ls British Burmah. Theaarthqiiake.uowever
did not appear in BBghtod, and I am convinced lt was

moved eastward by the Influence of tula dark planet. Ths
recent cold wave which passed over America, must have
bendoc to this source, an.l os nearly the same condt
Hons will exist on tbe'JU: li and 171*. of the present,
month, tbe sams cold wave wonld appear were lt not
for the changed position of this dark hor«eof the heavens.

All great storms should occur after certain planetary
conjunction*!, whereas they frequently precede them, and
lt ls for this reason that many meteorologists.smong
them Plr William Thompson -have denied that the moon
hoi any Influence whatever la producing storms on the
surface of our globe.
