The Aldermen are doing a rushing business
in the wuay of granting railroad franchises.

The seport of the agreement between Eng-
Jund and France, concerning Egypt, was fully
comfirmed yesterday by Mr. Gladstone iu the
House of Commons, This agreement 18 pre-
liminary to the Confercnee which meets next
Suturday., Unless the other Powers aceept
England’s financial proposals the agreement
will break down, and the financial proposals
and the agreement will both break down unless
approved by the British Parlisment, The
worst feature of the agrecment is the reucwal
in a new form of multiple control in Egypt.
That wny be expected to brivg forth renewed
discoutent and disorder.
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In their anxiety for an adjournment before
the Chicago Convention, the Democrats in Con-
gross are legislating in a reckless manuver, The
Sundry Civil Appropristion bill, which will
take from the Treasury 21,000,000, was rushed
through the House yesterday with only thirty
suinutes of debate. Although Congress has been
in session nearly seven months the bill was not
yeported from Mr, Raudall's committee until
late Saturday afternoon ; hence before its pass-
ayge there was no opportunity for the members
to acquaint thomselves with its numerous vro=-

visions. The plea is made that the Senate will
remedy the defects in the bill. Put the Senate
had before about all the work of that kind
whieh it could well do, in time for adjournment
next month, The eagerness with which the
Demoerats attempted to engraft on the bill an
amendment that would strike a blow at the
National banks, which are now snffering from
their negleet, is one of the many indications of
what they would da, i they had the power, to

injure the business interests of the conntry.

A THRONE AND A4 DUCHY,

Thegleath of the Prince of Orunge leavesndy-
ing King withont a logal successor. The P'rinee
wits the only ehild surviving from King Witl-
inn's first marringe.  The King married a
second tiwe lute in Life and there is a Princess
now in the royal nursery who can be appointed
i sneeessor under a regency. The Cabinet, al-
most before the Prince's ashes were  cold,
decided that the King's feeble health did not
admit of delay, and that a plenary congress of
senators and Deputies muast be summoned  at
onee to regitlate the snecession.  This congress
will be expectind to confirm the title of the
infunt Prineess Willhelmine to the throve and
to pominate Quecn Emma as Regent, and the
President of the Council as Chaneellor,  This
action of the General State Council will bfhased
upon the statutes of 1848, and will legalize the
succession, The child-princess berself, how-
ever, must have a successor in waiting, and the
House of Nussan is nearly exhausted.  The
next heir in the striet line of sueeession is the
present King's aged uncle, Prince Frederiek of
the Netherlands, a brother-in-law of the Ger-
wan Emperor, and his oldest child is the Prin -
cess Marie, who is wife of the German Prince
Zu Wied, If the regular order of successlon
In: followed the Netherlands in the event of the
Princess Wilhelmine's death will pass under
the control of a German fumily that is power-
fully influenced by the Berlin Court.  This Is
a contingency which the Datch Cabinet is
anxious to avert, It may, therefore, pass over
the claims of the Princess Marie, and nominate
the hereditary Prinoce of Nassan, son of the
Duke who sided with Austria in 1866 and was
dethroned by Bismarck. The Cabinet is jeal-
ous of German influence and 15 striving to
maintain the independence of the Netliorlands,

The question of succession is rendered wore
complex by the relations of Luxemburg to the

Netherlands, The Grand Duchy of Luxcmburg

is the sonthernmost provinee of Bolginm, Tt
gince the Congress of Vienna has been o de-
pendency of the Netherlnds, — Napoleon 111,
attempted to purehase it in 1567, condueting se-
eret negotintions with King Wilhelm T, which
wonld have resultedin an agreement i Bis-
marek hind not entered the lsts and threatened
to oppose the Freneh scheme of aggression by
foree of arms. War was averted by a Luropean
conforence which decided that  Luzemburg
whonld remain with the House of Nussan-
Orange and form a nentral state, The present
King of the Netherlands is also Grand Duke
of Luxenhorg, and if the Prince of Orange had
lived hie wonlil have inherited both the King-
dom and the Duchy,  The Princess Wilhelmine
may beeome Queen of the Netherlands, ot she
eannot inherit the other title,stnee the Salic how
prevails in Luxemburg, The General Conng il
will have to name a niale snecessor to the King
asGrand Doke of Luxemburg, and the heredi-
tary Prinee of Nassan scems ta be the preferred
candidate. Prinee Bismarek has long  been
watching the chanees of the Duteh suvcession
and will not e an indifterent spectator when
the General Congress of the Netherlands
holds its gession,  He has already given notice
to the Powers that the suecession is not a
European question and  that Germany alone
has the vight to weddle in the affairs of Hol-
land.
