"He was seen in the company of mome of the
ticket agents, and it was learned that he lived at
No. 28 Irving-st., Woodside, 5. J., and ocame to the
city nearly every night and transacted mysterions
business at the elevated stations. Among the ricket
gallers with whom le secmed to be familiar was
William Pinder, employed in the up-tawn station
of the sixth-nve, road at Twenty-third-st. Early
on Tuesday mormng Pinder was arrested after he
had started toward his bowe, at No, 2 Waldo-ave.,

Learning that Speth lived
at No. 1,573 Atlantic-ave,, Brookiyn, and that he
had partnersat No, 389 Maiden Inne, they suspected
that be did the connterfeiting at his home, A note
was sent 1o his office askin g Speth to meot Mr. Uole
in Brosdway. e left the offise at onee and syas
arreated. Dotective-sergeants Radford and ('Con-
nor went (o Breoklyn and searched Speth's houas,
finding four large lithegraphic stones and wix
smaller ones, o'l used for printing counterfeit ele-

vated radroad  tickets, a  printing  press, a
lurge number of connterfelt tickets
in  sheets and a quantity of paper.

property was seized, placed on'a truck and carried
10 Police Headguarters,

When confronted with the evidence of their gnilt
the thres prisouers made confesaons, The scheme
wus laid by Cole, who satd that while ho was un
agent in the employ of the Manhattan Company he
mide a false key for the drop-box in the station
where he wus emyloyed to sell tickets.  He stole
tiekets from the box, pressed out the punch marks
herween damp cloths, and resold the tickets,  Le-
fore Lie was diselarged-be made about §14,000 in
thut way, When he lost lus place he forimsea a new
pian of robbery. It was to procurs counterfeit

tickets te the amount of $100,000  and
have them sold by trosted contederates
among the ticket agents  who remained
wihe employ of the company, He knew that

tickets taken from the drop-hoxes!in the regular
way were destroyed every day after being counted.
W hen one of Lis coufederntes sold a lot of conuter-
{eit tickets he was to deliver to Cole an equal
number of genuine tickets. Cole expectod that the
counterfeiting business wonld not be diseovered
until be had genuine tickets worth $100,000 1 his
possession.  Lhen all waterials nsed 1o making the
coanterfeits were to he destroyed, and the inten-
tion o1 Cole was to offer packages o1 genmne tickets
for sale in the strects b rednced rates, He ex-
pm-g.-.i in that way to make ahout E30,000 in mx
mouths, after paying liberal eommissions fo the
ticket seliers and 10,000 to Speth, The confes-
stons of the prisoners fmplicated abent a dozen
ticket agents who probably will be arrested to-
dav. They and 'indar will be charged with con-
spitacy. Cole and Speth will be heldon charges of
furgery.

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INVESTIGATING ARMORY CONSTRUCTION.

DEFECTS IX THE ONE AT WATERTOWN—HOW DILLS
) WERE PAID.

The Assembly Committes on Armories, which held
a sasaion 1 Watertown on Monday, returned to the
city yesterday and resumed its investigation in the
Arsenial, at Beventh-ave, and Thirty-fifth-at. John
A. Wood, the architect who drew the plans nud
specitications for the Watertown armory WA CT0#8-
examined by H. W. Bookstaver, counsel for Colonel
M. K. Deegan, superintendent of armories who is
under suspicion pending the investi atlon, Mr.
Wood had previonsly testified that the building
was in many places mnot constructed ac-
cording to  his plans and gpodifica-
tions. Tis testimony was baaed upon
a photograph of the building, taven boefore it was
completed. e kaid yesterday that sines his last
examination he had seen the armory and had fonnd
that the benms supporting the gallery wers foo
small, and the gallery was weak anil shook at the
ends when he jnmped apon it. He would not swear
whother the breaking weight for tue beam used
was more or less than twenty tons, He also said
that the chords of the zoof trusses wore made of
spliced timbers instoad of Imnf in one piece, and
were sprung apart at the splicing, bot he conld not
tell whothsr the walla were out of plamb. With
regard to many deticioncies which the photo raph
showed, he sald that an inspection of the bullding
showed their presence.
