PLAGUE SPOTS IN NEW-YORK.
DAD SANITARY CONMITION OF QUARTERS OrCUPIED
BY ITALIANE, NEGROES AND OTHERS

A Tripuse reporter yesterday made a tonr
of some of the wmost Hlthy streats of the clty and found
thedr condition sadly inneed of betterment and most in-
viting for  the spread  of cholera, which
threatons a  visitation to  New-York. The lower
clement of Itallans, who lve In Baxterst,
wre naturaily filthy, sloggish in diaposition and lary.
Dirty, ragged and  slothful in their orowdoed tenements,
nothing but the strictest poliee surveillanee will make
them elean thele premiscs.  All mannef of refuse, slops
and fithy rags are thrown luto the streets at wnight, and
often during the day futo the gutters, which are recking
withdelngesh and loathsoiue seui. When the sun shine full
pon s plague spot, the odors that arise wre nanseating
Jur Ulie extaeue Lo any one exeept the acelimated Hallans,
Mulberry and Hayanl sta, are equally ns filthy ns Haxter
#1., and each may be sald to contain a hundred distinet
suiells, ach worse than the other, Children playing In
the sloppy gutters add to the general discomfort of pe-
destrians whoso business unfortunately carrles them
within n block of that pestilential and feverbreeding
quarter,  In the Bowery and the narrow streets in the
vielnity of Chatham Sqnare,  the Hilives”  anl
poer-shops mitke reservolrs of the streets aml cesspools
of thelir bsck yands, Sayerkrant, decayod sansage, onlons
and the refuse of the free-lanch table, are thrown lnto
the backyards aud steeets to bake in the mwornling sun

WRECKED ON A TROPIC ISLE.
HOW THE REINDEER'S CREW ESCAPED,

THE KINDNESS OF KING "LIJAH BALOCK—ARRIVAL
HERE OF TWO MATES,

The American ship Pactolus, which arrived at
this port yesterday from Yskohama, brought as
her second and third mates, Il W. Drohan and 11
¢, Perey, who formerly filled the same herths on
the ship Reindeer, wrecked on one of the Marshall
Islands,  Tho story of the wreek and the
snbsequent adventures of the officers and crew as
told by the mates to a Trine sy reporter is a8 fol-
lows :

The ship Reindear, an Amerfean vessel of 1,000
tous, salled from Philadelphia on August 1, 1883,
bonnd for Japan with a cargo of oil.  She was
commanded by Captam” Morrison,  There were
thres mates and a steward  in the eabin
and  twenty  men  before  the  mast,
She hai fair winds around the
Horu and entering the Sonth Pacifie lad her course
for Japan, The night of January 2, 1844, was a
dark and stovmy oue, and the ship beiag ont of her
coutrsy, strick on a reel near one of the Varshall
Isiands. Taking to their boats, the oficers and
crew escaped to the land,  The island upon which
they landed was eal e Ejal, and lies in latit
7980 north, lonetude 173 300 west,  When the
morning hroke the shipwrecked wen found them-
selves on an istand eovered with palms and other
luxuriant vegetation of the troples. A party of
natives whose skin was of the enlor of 4 new saddle
and whose only elothing was a prece of matting
fred aronnd the waist, came ont of the palm geoves
and down to the white coral beach to weleoms the
sailors, A stalwart native of middle age and
comumanding presence was the leader,  He was the
king ot that and all the adjzeent slands and called
Biwsel £ "Lajah Balock, This name he had ovidently
derived feom the Ameriean traders whose vessels,
he sudd, came at rare intervals to lns wland king-
doun
