Profossor Gosse deliverctl tbe necond leciure
of hia eeriea ut the houae of Mra. Vincenzo Rotta, lo We*|
Thirty ecveutb-at., ycaterday. Hla aubject waa "Wallei
and 8..e.-hari_.aa." The lecture waa prefa-'od by a few ia-
n.arka iij.on the po«ltion occupiod by Wallerln the oc-
rclopmeiit of Etigllah poetry. Mr. Ooaae aaid thal
Wuller'a mlaalon waa to OOtab and Imprlaon the poeila
I'.-a -'in-.tum, and to blnd It ln fettera froai whieh lt did
not eacnpe duiing the han.lred and flfty yeara that
claaalcal mo.l.-l.a reiguedaupreuie In thedomatn of Rngllah
poetry. A oentury and a 'i.ilf after hia death Waller
waa atill apoken of aa tbe greatat lyrie poet that Kngland
haa ever produced. For hla contemporartea Waller
had tho eharm of commonaenae of clearoeaa and of pre-
cialou, which waa fuhy appreclatcd by thoae who were
wearled by the over-excitcuient, the axuherance, and tho
almoat hyaterlcal activlty of tho prccedlng romautlo
perlod.
The lecttirer peooeeded to give a ahort aketch of Wal¬

ler"* life. Ofgentle blrtb, an.l bleaaed with an Htnple
fortune, he had none of tho trlala to contcnd wifh whieh
huve emblttered tho llvea of ao uiany poeta. On hla
moth.-r'a aide ha waa conneeted with the leadera of the
Rebelllon, for John Hampden waa hla malernal unolo
und Ollver Cromwell hta cnualn. He waa cducated at
r.i.-n and at < ambrldgo, but left Klng'a tolloge
to take .. -.-.it in Parliament and take part In tbe atlrring
polltlca of the day. Of the early poriod of Waller'e pnb¬
lic life a ourlous anecdote retnaina. Oa Deaacmber JIO,
1091, tha day oa whlch tho Kiug had practlcally dlv
