London boliday have once more come and gone.
To the Londoner, or to anybody who bappens to be
ohligod to stay in London, there is no more melan-
choly period of the year than that berween Good
¥riday and Easter Monduy fnclusive. On the
intervening Suturday, it is true, some of T.ha shops
are open and most of the thoatres. Dut Baturday,
st best, is only half & day, thanks to the Early
Ulosing philanthropists whose aim in lifo it is to
limit the hours of wape-esrning industry, and
whose wleal of cheerfulooss is an unbrokeu streteh

losed shintters.
."I?Iln wholo of Passion Week must here be passed
peneath the shadow of ecolesiastical gloom. Par-
linment adjourns, and the wdiournment of the two
Houses is the signal for a general flight into the
eountry or abroal, where the gloomZis considerably
lightened, Tliere aro eircles in which it is deemod
sinful to dine out during these days. The general
curront of social life flows sl nggishly. Not the
least curious of the varions religious phenomens
pow occurring ia the retirement of Miss Mury
Andersen from the stage for seven days and seven
nights. Beruples of conscicnee or priestly probibi-
tion stand in the way of Ler acting at Easter, and
Mume. Modjeska had to bo called in to keep the dovrs
of the Lycenm open. [ was told by a manager
that the ordinance of the Lord Chamberlain for the
shutting of theatres on Giood Friduy extenids even
to their box-offices, To sell a Licket during the day
{s a8 wicked as to lift the curtain at night, and the
leszee who committed either imguity would visk the
foss of his license. Not even a rehearsal is tol-
erated. 'The Music Hulis closo; whether in obedi-
euce to the edict of the magistrates who license
them, 1 capnot say. So do the transpontine
theatres.

The only places of nmusement not sealed up by
anthority are those where it is deomed profitabie
to give what are called sacred concarts or 0rRLOTIOs,
The Crystal Palace is accrssible to the public on
this pretence, and 1 suppose yon may stare at the
boathen statues in vhe nave, as well as liszen to the
musie of Handel, trom the orchestra and orgun and
chorus. The Messiah is given at the Albert Hall,
and thess hilarions entertainments aro largoly at-
tended by people of robust faith. in the conscien
tious conviction that they are enjoying theinselves,
as perhups they are. Atl the ehnrches are open, and
gome of them are thronged. Bome of the best musie
in London is to be heard at St Paul's on these oe-
casions, and only less good at Westiminster Albey.
Whether the Dissenting Chapels fall in with the
fashion | eannot say. Time was, certainly, when
they would have been strictly elused in protest
against Papistical observances,

That sineular department. the Dritish Post Office,
might be snbject to Rome itself, so cargful is it to
Jeave its enormons staff free to go to church en
Good Friduy. There is but one delivery of letters ;
giat porformed, Mr Shaw Lefevre's army of
earriers may listen to sermons or drink beer, as they
choose, for if the churches are open, the publie
houses are certainly not closed. On Easter Monday
the condition of things is much the same—I do not
mean with respect to places of worship, but the
Post Office, and to places of drink. There is a
morning and evening delivery and an evening dis-
patch of letters. Most of the telegraph offices are
olosed ; the official mind is not able to ronoceive the
probability that a public busy with worship or hnsy
with pleasare shonld care to send telegramsto
itself. A similar notion poasesses the editors, or
porhaps it is the proprietors, of newspavers. No
evening journals appear on Friday or on Mon-
day. If they did, they conld hardly be sold. ‘The
ordinary maehinery of distribution is paralyzed. In
London it is the loeal stationer on whom the
reading public in great part depends for ils regular
supply of papers, both worning and evening. Dut
the local stationer has awarded himsolf a holiday,
the more readily sinee, though he supplies you with
no paper, he will hardly think it worth while to
disturb the symmotry of -his accounts by deducting
the price of the missing journals,

As yon ses, the points of similarity between Good

Friday and Easteg Monday are numerous enongh to
ereato confusion in the minas of the millions, with
whom the sicred and profaae are notdivided by
s clear and broad line. A great ecclesiastical
solemnity in which Christendom takes part is one
thing. A Bank Holiday, the creation of an Act of
Parliament, is another. But the omatcipated toiler
perceives that, as a matter of fuct, the banks and
public offices and the great houses of pablic and
private businoss takefa holiday to themselves on
both fons, What tters it to tho civil
servant whether he is let looss from s desk
by the Pope or by Bir Jonn Lubhock? The
cockney in either case betakes himself to the greon
fiolds. The villager comes up to London. On the
great lines of saburban railwavs, the trains that
are leaving and the tramns that are entering London
are cqually full, and full of holiday-mukers.
) 1f yon are neithor shiopkeeper nor artisan, it is at
the peril of yonr social repatation that yoa remain
in London., Society has decreed that tho Easter
Holidays are to Lo passed in the country. Tho
blinds are drawn in the mansions of the West End.
That the Queen shonld set au example of fiight
aliroad is something, but Fashion has long since
lJeurnel to look rather to Marlboreugh IHouse than
to Windsor Castle for its watchword and itecx-
amplo, The Qoesn's journcy to Aix-les-Hains and
her month's reaidence there are known to bave
been preseribed by her physician as & condition of
health.

FEATURES OF T#E FALL OF A FAMOUS
ARTIST.

A crowd ol men sinok-
mg. women chattering, noise, dust und naked prore
in the sanetuary of art and culture anid good 1aste!
‘[here s no desecration which impresses olie muré
pamfully than the changes which houses anid rooms
undergo. A cultivated Eoglishman with whom I
pald a visit to Makart's studin, in coming away,
siil s “'This was gquite the thing best worth seeing
in all Vienns.” But it is us dithicult to describe as
au-y to remomber. Lnagine u little wan, who by
the work of lis hands, which is to him enjoymens,
not labor,earus hundreds of thousandsof tlorinsovery
yuour, who is endowad with a light-hearted, carvivss
nuture, not dreaming of the wmorrow, aml who
sqqunnders his easily scquired woalth in the munner
ol prineos of old.

per husband, went to Makart with her beantiful
head of golden hair, which trailed on the gronnd,
Ho allowed Lier to cut 1t oft, and gave her one thou.
sund (orins for it, cortainly o better price than a
hairdresser would have pad. Wien Makurt sent
out invitations 1o a taucy ball, ho gave tho date and
stylo with which the dresses to be worn must
coincide, and when his gnests came to consult bim,
ho made drawings of costumes for them, and when
he had & doubt whether the expense wonld excoel
the means of soine provty women whom e especially
cared toseo in his house, he ordered the ilress of
his own costamer, and sent it to the lady with a
sketeh by his own brush. This is the reason why
thers are several hundied fine old costumes among
the thiugs leit bekind, all of whick at the very
first glance prove thut genius diroctod the hand
thut made them,

Costume was Makart's Lest featnre, and he often
delightsd in *makiog up” famous actresses for
their parts in pioces where the dresses were lis
torieal. Thus hie once arranged Charlotte Woltor ns
Messalna, (ho painted her i the part afterward),
and be came on the boards of the Burethestre to
give the last toach to her  folds,” as she lay hall
veglined on a couch. But poor Wolter had trasted
too much to hisable flugers, and forgot the fact
that no man can stick a pin into anything without
{ts coming out ot the wrong mowent. When she
rose from her coush to address hor Emperor, all the
pins in the bodice gave way at onoe, and abe bad to
run off the scone as fust sa her Roman garmcuts
would sllow ber, :

All the protty, rare and costly things, as well as u
pnmber of Makart's pictures, and of paintings pre-
sented to him by brother artists, are now being sold
off to the bighest bidder. There i3 a saving that the
most aulikely things are always sure to happen, and
1 this case the saying comes true, It ia imposalile
to give the reader an adequate idea of how Vienna
honored aud epoiled her darling Makart during his
litetime, Ludies of high aogree courted him, and
wen of all classes wore lis slaves. At the timo of
the great procesaion held in honor of the Emperor's
silver wedding, there secmeld but one name worth
mentioning in all Vienna, and that name was Huns
Makart. And now, five months after Lis death, this
wealthy city does not munster persous enough to
buy his pictures aod valuables at the price at which
they have been valned, so that nn art publisher who
directs the sale buys the best things at prices ixed
by bimsell, and there is uo oue to diapute his right.
It is true Makart forfeited public sympathy on the
day—four years ago—when he murrisd s ballet-
duncer, no louger young and by no means in the
odor of sanctity. All the many women with whom
he bad had love alluirs, and whose hearis ho had
broken without a pang of his conscience, Toso up
against him like an army, nod lmmnuml yablic
opinton. But his pietores wero g tired no less on
that necount § the ﬂlll?( difference was, brilliant, fine
and clever peaple no longer weunt 10 see him, and Le
who loved splendor and noisy festivities, and had
always roigued among his guests Lke n Florentine
priuce, was redoced to a quist gamne of whist in the
ovening with his wife for a partner, and his wife's
uncle tor a third, Wedlock seems to have beon the
very worst thing for Makart, He went ont of his
mind very soon, & painful physical muludy fol-
Jowed, aud betore the ead ecame on he withdrew to
a qaiet corner of his wplendid lonse, with his
mother for Lis sole companion, und even refused to
seo s wife, Mukart leaves two children by bis
first wifo, 8 boy and a girl,~ans and Grote—~and
as there 18 no provision for them, everything loft is
gnld and will bs divided mto three equal parts, one
for each chili, and one for the widow.

Yestorday Makart's last picturo, “Spring.” a
eolossal palnting with about twenty gracefui lifo-
slzed fignres on it, was sold for nbont $0,000, to

return for a life-sized portrait which he painted of
her. The famouns actress did not inspire him mach,
for her portrait, In yellow damask, is one of
Maknrt's worst, and was not ldmﬁ-ﬂ] Lien it ocon-
piad a prominent place in the exhibition.

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HAIL BISMARCK!

THE IRON CHANCELLOR'S SEVENTIETH
BIRTHDAY.

PROM AN OCCARIONAL COMMKSPONDENT OF THE TRIRUNE.]
¢ Benrin, April 3.

The festivities in honor of Prince ismarck’s
seventioth birthday bore the character of s Na-
tional festival, and the people scemed to feel tha_t in
doing honor to the Iron Chancellor they rejoiced
at the same time In the re-cstublishment of the
Empire and of Germany's unity and greatness.
The programme had been discussed for a long time,
and presents had been arriving for & wholodweek
before the great day came. The ovations began on
the eve of Bismarck's birthday. In the course of
the afternoon all the strects through which the
torclilight procession was to pasa were decoratad

with evergreens und flags, and the Lhuge stands were
over-filled long befors dusk. The first to oller
{leir congratulations were the veterans, 3,600 in
number, most of them representing soldier nocietien
in all parts of the Empire, The majority wore even
ng dress, bnt eack bore a sword and gnn. The flng-
bearers and the mosic bauds enteced the front gar-
den of Prince Bismarck’s pulace, and the * Wacht
am Rheiu ” was performed.  Bismarck, followed by
his family, eame out to them in his enirassier clonk
and helmet, and thanked them for their kindnaess.
Bt when the first man in heartfolt words deseribed
Bismarck's merits he refused to accept the praises
and told them sll was due to the Emperor, who was
the true founder of the Empire.

When darkuess had ot in, began the torehiight
procession, which wus beautifully organized, so
that it traversed the strects in porfect orler, al-
though it was formed of mo fewer than 10,000
torchbearors. the greatest number that have ever
boen seen together in Germany. As they passed
tho Imperia’ palacs, they saw the aged Emperor at
the window, and the 10,000 cheerad Lhim onthns-
astleally. ‘Tne procession was healod by heralda-
at-arms In pieturesque dress, who blew trompets,
and were followod by a large nunber of elegant
carriages containing depatations of students from
the Universities of Bonn, {Breslan, Friebnrg, Gies
wen, Greifswald, Halle, Heidelberg, Jena, Kiol,
Konigiberg. Leipsic, Marburg, Mnnich, Munster
Rustoek, Strasburg snd Wurzburg, At the first,
sonud of the tronmpets Prince Bismarck appearad at
the window 1n his helmet and cloak, swolking a long
pipe.  The numberless torehos waving past In
broad mosses made a most impesing pletore,  The
most glrik ng feature of the procession was a large
galley bearing o figure of Germania, bafors whom
the German peoples from North and South, from
East and West, do homage., The galley was pre-
eeded and cseortad by students on horseback, by
heralds and torchbearers, and was deawn by sis
tall horses, The wheels of the cart upon which it
wis placed were concoalod by purple drapories and
the arns of German ecitisa, On deek] thers fwere
soversl groups of men aund wowmen o Nationsl
ocostames, soliliers amil students with flags and em-
blema of war, and the whols was surmonnted by a
splendid Germania, throned nndera purple canopy
surmonnted by a gilt sprewd eagle of colossal
dimensiond. Then followed a group of sobdiers in the
dress of the Thirty Years' War, a colonial grong
with Cameroon negrons dancing to the sonnd of
drams an cvmbals, aud African explorera with their
escort of natives and eamels, The Chancellor
lnughed immoderately ut this practical allusion to
his coloninl polities, but his attention wes immedi-
ately afterward monopolized by the representatives
of the trades and industries, the thirty-tive guildaof
Borlin, for the most part drossnd in medueval cos-
tumed and with emblems of their work, amony
which I noted & ealossal horse’'s head, and a large
pane of gluss with inseriptions in brilliant eolors
Last in the procesaon eatne a crowd of factory men
who bore magnesinm  torohes, which gave a muel
better light, and had none of the inconvenloness of
the old plich torebes with their amoke and dirt and
soot. Prines Bismarck econeluded the eve of his
birthday with a hearty asapper, to which the
Princess biad invited all the ofoors of his regiment.

On the following morning the Prince was np be-
timeu, to recelve first of all the congratulations of
his wifs, his two sonas, his daughter, the Conntoss
Rantzan, with her three little boys, In the moan-
time earringes bagan to stop in front of the honse,
and when the Chancellor was ready to recsive
them, hundrels of persona eager to offer their
heartfelt good wishes wers nasembled in the large
dining-hall, tae walls of which wers half-coneealed
beliind the numberleas prosents ofterel by a grate
ful Nation. On one wall was hung s eolosaal piet-
nre concealed behind & eurtain,  As the Princo was
conversing with ;the trand Duke of {Haden, the ar
rival of the Emperor, the Crown Prince, and all the
Princes of the Imperinl family then present (st
Borlin, was aunounced to him, The Chancetlor
hastensd to mest his Emperor hall-way on the
stairs, and taking his hand, bowed low to Kins it
But the Emperor threw both arma round his nock
and kissml himjrepoatodly, st the asme time sobbing
aloud. When they had re-enterod the room, the
Crown Prines drew back the eartain from the
pleturn covering an entire wall, which was the
present of the Tmperial family to Prince Bismarck.
Itis n copy by Professor Werner of his petars of
the proclamation of the Emperor at Versailles, and
gives good portraits of all the celebrities ot the time.
The next to appeat wors the Generals of the Army,
who had been ordered by the Emperor to be
presont, although Bismarck I not sven a General.
Then followsd o deputation from the Berlin Unl-
versity. _One of the last to step forward was Prince
Ratisbon, who gave tha I'tinee s simple portfolio,
suying at the same tiwe that the Naticn was proud
to retarn to him lis ancesteal home, after he hnd
roturued to the Empire Alsatis and [Lorraine. The
portfolio  contatned  the deeds of purchase of
Sehoonbausen, which was bought for a uullion and
o half of warks of the man who fifty years ago
bought It 1n troublod times of Bismarek's father.
The partfolio also contained a reocvipt for 1,200,000
marks deposited in a bank, and placed at His-
marck's disposition to be devoted to some publie
purpose. Bismarck thanked heartily all aronnd,
and told the Emperor that what pleased him most
wos Lo gift of bis forelathers’ Lomo—-bocauss ho
wis now no longeronly Bchoenhausen in name, but
wus mustor of it in good earuest.

When the Emperor had dopartod, Bismarek In-
vited all his visitors—thoy were wore than six hun-
drad In namber —to luncheon, or to use his own
words “to & morning piot,” which was taken in
rure good bumor, in the great conferesuce hall. The
Empearor and Prince Bismarck were the toasts. anid
the students present im‘u vont to their feslings by
drlnklng to Bismarck's health in the pecaliar
{:ahmn enlllﬁln“mtlu’mnn'lﬂr." ;vhh-.h in o simul-

neous rabbing and thumpiog of the glasses upon
thamle. The Princess was much amnssl by this

onw, und smiled at hor husband, and when a State

Foremost among the presents is an engraved and
embomsed silver tablet sent from Munich, whieh is
a rure work of art and will be an ornament for the
Bismarck side-tulile for all time to come.

Wasmisaron, April 18— Are we then so
soon forgot 1" might well bave been nskod three days
ago, wheu the twentieth auniversary of Abrabam Lin-
coln's death passed ot the National Capital with scarce
o slgn or ontward observance of that darkest hour in the
Natlon's history. 1 looked to see the Dugs ou the publie
balldings at half wast, but thoy were not. In the aven-
fug thers were a few gatherings, mostly of colored
poople, in some of the small halle in the oity, and a fow
specclied in remembrance of the day were made. Per-
hags uot more than balf a dosen persons now here had
personal kuowlsdie of the tragedy.

During Mr. Lineoln's first torm, four membora of the
matropolitun pollce wern detalled at the Whits House,
whose duty 1t wis to guard the person’ot the President
at all twes, but especially on his walks to and from the
War Departmont.

Of this number Pomdle slone bav-
penad to bo lu the houss whon the news that Presldent
Lincolin had boen shot was brought to the door by the
sergennt of tho guard stationod sbout the White Housa.
1t b fallen to Wlm wore than to any sne of the uthers
to escort the Proslident on Nis dally walks to the War
Departwent and also to the house of Becretary Btanton
on K-st. Penlle always went armed as carefully in
dagtime as at night, wooen walklog with the President.

THE DOWNFALL OF FERRY.

THE LANGSON DISASTER-BOURSE RIGGING
-M. DE FREYUCINET,

[FROM THE REGULAR CORRESPONDENT OF THE TRIBUNE.]

Paris has had an exciting wukf,‘o.!'::’n:’:: %hc
sudden and ignominious fall of M. Jules Farry, the
unfruitful attempts of M. de Freycinet to compose
a Cabinet, the unconcealed eofforts of the ex-Min.
1sters to return 1 triumph to power with the aid of
the Opportunists, the Bourse rig executed by the
Paris on the day of the monthly settle-
ment, and the snxiety as to the fate of the little
I"rench army in Tonquin, whose leaders are branded
a8 traivors and cowuards by M. Ferry's majority.
While the Chinese were negotiating through Kir
Itobert Hart and his friend, Mr Cumpbell, for peace,
they actively drilled and threw overwhelming forecs
across the northern frontier of Tonquin, drove
the French out of Langson, and obliged them to
beat a hasty retreat to Chu, a fortified point in

the swampy delta, wnd, not far from
Hanol.  Negrier was  wounded, Colouel
Herbger, who took his placo, had to

distwount his ecannons and destroy the mum-
vions, which the state of the roads,
or rather monntain tracks, and the waat of horses
and mules rendered it impossilile to got away rap-
idly, ‘I'he Black Flag chief, at the bead, also, of a
groat force, deseended from Yun Nan, General
Bricre de I'lsle in o telegram anvouncing his erit-
feal situation at Hanol, and that of the corps up
cotntry, sald in a depressed tone : ** Nevertheless, 1
still hope to save the delta,” This dispateh arrived
on Salurday night, after the brushing Clemencean
had given the Mimsters in the Chamber on the
altervoon of the same day for their systematic fals-
iflention of telegrams, As they all agreed that the
truth would probably eome out in a few days they
decided to give the message from Hanol in an un-
adulterated form on Sunday, But they first took
measures, knowing what an eflect it would produce
o the publie stocks, to speculatoon a fall at the
Bourse, There ure three outside brokers nearly
ruined by this finaneial maneuvres, which was ac-
complished by obzoure ngents of the Ministers,each
of whom, it is believed, buttered his crumba riohly,

It was decided that Ferry shoutd put on a bold
face in the Chamber at Monday's sitting and de-
mand there 200,000,000 frunca to prosecute the
campaign with vigor, In the meanwhile, the Gum-
bottists, who divioed in him vaulting awbition and
a wish to cancipate” himself from subjection to
therr belests, agreed if things went il when bLe
was1u the tribune to desert bun, They expected
to go ont with him and come in withont him.

Parls was on Sunday evening aud on Monday
morning in o state of bubbling eflervescence,
Fathers and mothers who have soos 1 (Tongnin
on the latter date wont to the frout of the Cham-
ber of Depulies to insult the Promier, and if possi-
bis fling him into the Semne, M. Hochefort was the
stormy petrel of the tempest, and after giving to
s readers an article Leaded * Down with the
Assassin,” by which e meant to say “ Lynch
Ferry,” went to the Palais Bourbon to witness
the bursting  of the  hurricans, He
was  enthusinstically acclaimed as he made
lis entrance and Lia exit, ns were also Clemencean,
whe ** executed ” tho Cabivet ; Paul de Cassagnae,
who liss habitually, in and ont of the Cbhamber,
“ glanged it"” with Billingszate, and Marshal Mag-
Mahon. ‘The poor old Murshal was told that there
woulil be a breezs, aud throngh o friend obtaived
a plaes in  the diplomatio box, where he
fell aslosp and was disappointed, when he awoke,
to find that the Cabinet had been knocked over
wnd ignominiously retired. The collection of pub-
lie favorites was sitnlar to the wax-works ehow at
Madame Tussaud's, where Plutarch, Neptuns and
Nieodemus were on view togethor. What was ap-
plavded io MacMalion was lus integrity. Though
the tool of knaves at Versailles and the Elysée, he
was disinterested and clean-handed thers, In-
stead of making a fortane in office, he was obliged,
on resigning the Presidency of the Republie, to sell
the half of s mansion in the Rue de Bollochasse—
a torrible privation for an old gentleman who likes,
when o country consn arrives in Paris, to spare
bum the expense of going o an hotel. Roohefort
waus applanded beesuse be has habitually flayed
Ferry and shown up the Bourse [nterests which are
hidden tehind the Freoeh flag in Tonquin, Cle-
menceau la upiversally respeeted. His eloguence
eommands admiration, and the passion he dis-
played on Saturday has found a responsive
echo among all honest Hepublicans, Bonapartists
and Royalista. His apsech on that occasion was
ons of the most telling plulippics ever deliverad in
the Chamber, and as it waas brief it circulated
rapdly. On Monday he disdained to aak ecxplana-
tions about the state  of things the
telegram from Hanol fudicated. The Ministers
were slmply eriminals and it was beneath the dig
nity of the Chamher to transact business through
thom. When M. Clomencean was in his place he
goomed a prey to violent excitement. DBat 1a the
tribune, up and down which he walked, be Lept
down mtemperanco of feeling—or at least did not
gufler bis emotion to harry him lnto an intemperate
forim of oratory ur gesticulation. The sombre hlack
eves wore foarfully intense.
