If he aupplies nothing hut bakod
abeeps* -flflfl. tha oostennouger will bo delighted,
bal the npicnre will be dtsgusted. Probably the
dlsh that will be acoeptablo to tho lnrgesl niimbei
of every elass ia rump steak aml oystor satice. which
ia after all, a capital thing iu its way. and may bn
