Some thousands of peaple who went to Mon-
mouth Park yesterday came home with worn-
out voices and nching heads., They spoke in
hoarse whispers because they had shouted so
long and lustily over the result of the great
match that they had no londer tones left,
There has been excitement on Enstern race
tracks before aud hosts of spectators have
greeted the trinmphs of popular favorites with
tumultd of eothusinsm, But the seene of yes-
terday has had no parallel for many years in
this part of the eountry.

Ths petion, exeept wioen he s fully
extended in bis stride, is rather awkward, Huat
when Lie is flymg up the homestreteh at the
finish of a fast race, his movements are smooth
and easy, while they display marvellous power
and swiltness, His ankles are swollen and

THE LAW'S DELAY.

The American Bar Assoclation, now sitting at

Saratogn, has grapplod with a real difeulty. The
discovery and sxecution of the best methods to
lossen the present delay and uncertainty in Judielal
administration are deservedly attracting serious
publicattention. Yesterday two of themost eminent
luwyers fn the country presented to thy Assoclation
in the form of a committes's report their views on
this sulject. They pointed out the complications
in which suitors find themsolves who seck redress
for wrongs in the courts: the dilatory habits of
counsel and judges in the trial of couses; the ex-
pense and delav of ropeated trinls, prolonged ap-
peals and reversals for slight eanses; the erowding
of calendars so that onch court is along way behind
its calendar and constantly falling turther to the
rear. The rebuke administered to those, whether
on the beneh or at the bar, chiefly responsible for
this condition of aftairs wos as emphatio as it was
desaryel.
i But when the statement of the remedy proposed
is reached, there 1s a vaguoness about it that Is
disappointing end leaas to the snspicion that
oven Mr. Field and Judge Dillon sre m doubt as to
the procise machinery to be put in motion to accom-
plish the end desired. It is very well tosay, in a
general way, that appeals to the court of last resort
in the State 4 shouid be so limited as not to exceed
the capucity of the conrt to haar and declde them
a8 they arrive.” But how shall thoy be limited 1
Shall it be by the smonnt involved or shallit be
left to the diseretion of the court helow as to what
is of sufficient importance to be carrfed further?
In respect, indead, to one means alvooated to re-
movo the present * uncerta.nty " of the law, it mnay
mpu; Le admitted that Mr. Field is sufciéntly ex-
plicte, nnmely, the codification of the common law.
But so long aa it continues to be true that the great
majority of the most jntelligent and thoughtful
members of tha American beneh and bar disagree
with him s to the wisdom and practicability of
that remody, we are not likely togsce it put into
operation,

The fact is that the evil as it exlstais not one
that can be legistatod ont of esistence. The remedy
lies, not in the making of new laws, but in the
cours themsslves.  If all our judges, from the low-
est up to the highest conrts, were as good asa the
best of them, the present difleoltive, or the most
sacionis part of them, would quickly disappear. A
healthy, earnest public sentiment on tain subject
shoulil not only render the solsction of wniit judges
i possible, bat shoald wmake itself folt in  impress-
ing npon thoso in judictal ollice the full obligation
ol their position,
