FISH MAKES WARD WINCE.
“fE CROUCHED LIKE A WHIPPED PUPPY.”

TUE EX-PRESIDENT DESCRIBES WARD'S CONDUCT
WHEN HE WHIRLED A CHAIR OVER WIM,

James D, Fish bore the burden of the Ward
trinl yesterday. Although a few other witnesses took
up a part of the day, the ex-president of the Marine Bank
had the witness-chiair aimost wholly to himself from 10
a. m, to 6 pom., when an adjonrnment waa taken. The
most stdiking Ineldent of the day ocenrred when Mr.
Fish with heightened volce and elenched fist recited the
Listory of the inteiview between himselffand Ward in &
room over the Marine Bank a few days aftor the fallure,
when he denounced Wird sud sdvised him to connmib
sulelde.
