THE COLDEST DAY OF THE SEASON

BLOCKADES ON THE LONG ISLAND RAILROAD—MANY
PIOPLE FLOSTBITTEN.

“ Coldest day yet,” said everybody who had
to go out yesterday., ‘This statement is beginning o
have a somewhat maaty fiavor, and 1s lomng 1t8 rank
among the naveltles of the acason, bt it was a stern
uncompromwising truth yesterdny. The Httle instrument
tn the breezy structare ou top of tbhe Equit-
able Bullding, whose duty 1t s to mark
the * bottom figure * of the temperaturs Tecord, looked
the observer stralght in the eye in tho worning and andd:
«Two degrees below zero,” wilh an atr of truth and
innocence that froge the firat susplelons of douht.

Down 1B the streels people wero wearing for caps and
two patrs of gloves and all tho extra clothing that could

be aceominodated. The statement of the weather burean
tho cold wave 8 now

tnat  *the centre of

resting  over the middle Atlautie Btates " was
univeraally  condemined s week and  Inade-
quate,  The general fmpressfon wans that  not

ouly tho eentre, but both edges of the wave were rest-
fug over this city sud bearing down sbout as liard as
they knew how, Inthe afternoon the clear sunshioe
fuised (le tompernture teu degrees, and loorencdgthe
mwonnds and eorniees of SNOW on awnings and buildings
po that they conld drop off when o partienlarly shiny
silk bat came within reach. Further than this, how-
ever, nothing was effected in the way of reforming the
weather. Ths loose snow that had been removed from
eonted with &

Proadway left the pavemont
frozen tiiwn,  half e and hnlf ADOW,
that  made physical uprightness extremoly

difficult of proservation. Trucks and wagons slipped
about and ran sgalost one another. Oue driver in upper
Broadwny was sitting on hls high seal, nursing his
wraih agatnst the lnst man who had asked him I It was
eold enougl, when a trock caught his rear wheel. The
shock threw lim down upou the footboard, whers ho
bung untll sowe one stopped his horss, and then he
diopped balf ltotheg d. Rlockades were num-
erous, and the labors of the policemen whose duty it was
to keep thiugs woving in West and South st were by no
means Ught. Over-worked furnsoes that vainly tried to
Reop the cold north wind out of the houses rendered the
wutmost vigilunce ot the flremen necessars. Bursting
water pipes wrung the housewifv's sonl with anguish,
and natnral.y the plumber eaught all the plinos dls-

tributed by the cold wave.

The Street Cleaning Department last night eontinued
the work of cleanlng the moro teavelled thoroughfares.
Op Thuarsdsy night o large force of Italian Ia-
borers was cmployed iu  gathorlug the soow 1o
beaps, naud as exira force of borscs and  carts
earted It away, The ecold was lntense, but Dopoty Coiu-
misstoner Seyboll and Superiuteudont Green kept tho
laburers at work uutil alter midulght, Over 3,500 loads
of suow were thken away from Broadway und the side
streets nod dumped in the rivers. Broadway was cleared
of suow from the Battery to Twenty-third-st The
streets in the dry-goods district were then attacked, and
by wlinight Lispenard, White, Fraoklin, Ihomass, Reads
sl Dunne sia wero cleared from Broudway to West
Broadway. The ferry stresls wero cleared by the con-
tractors.  On tho cast shle Hanover Square, Wall,
Fulton, Hroad, Beaver, Chambers and Custham sts.
and Park How were well cleared.

The rivers anl bay were covered with ay unbroken
field of lee, 1L was bronght dowu both rivers by the
ebb-iide in n continuous solid mass, and was carrled
down into the luwer vay aud past Eandy Hook.

RESULT OF A QUARREL AMONG WORKMEN.

OlL DOWN A CIHIMNEY TO CAURBE

AN EXPLOSION,

81, Louvis, Feb. 5.—A shanty in Enst St
Louls luat night was snddenly envelopad in flames. The
glure of light attracted tho attention of all the railrosd
men who buppened to be out, They ran toward tho
place, and as they (il so they heard the most plarcing
shrioka. Tle door was foreed In and two men staggered
out waving thelr arms wikdly, Their clothes were
abluce.  Other men were draggod ont unconscious, The
vietima na they were brought ont were sorgod and rolled
on the gronud in the snow. The faces of the victims
wore blackened and  long strips  of flesh  peeled
off their bodles. They were taken to the Relay
Depot, where thelr injuries  were  attendsd to,
Six men wers ftaken out of the shanty. They
mannged to explain that while sittlng asround the
stove talking It scomed to burst open and Names poured
ont upon them before they could e-vape Blinded and
dazed, they struggled to reach the door, It seemod an
eternity before they heard the eries of those who cawe
to the rescue. Near the back of the shanty, on the
ground, was found atin can, that evidently had eon-
talued coal ofl, Bome of the rallrosd men who ran to
the reseno sidid the Hght of thy baralog shanty disclosed
the fgure of & wan ranulng away. The names of the
unfortunaie men are: Morels MeGiynn, James Donohus,
Wilttam Gilky, Pat Boyle, Scott Sanderson, Josoph Mo-
