London, Feb. G..Thc new Cabinet is popularly
known as the Gladstonc-Morlcy Cabinet. The two

decisive facts about it arc that Mr. Morley ts in as

Chief Secretary for Ireland, and that Lord Harting¬
ton is out. Mr. Morley's was the first appointment
publicly kn»wn. It was universally understood to

signify that Mr. Gladstone had resolved to favor

Home Pule. Mr. Gladstone's sole chance of a ma¬

jority in tin- present House lies in securing Mr. Par¬

nell's -support. Mr. Morley is his first bid. Mr.

Parnell nods approval. Mr. Morley's brilliant

abilities, singularly rapid rise iu public life and ex¬

treme radicalism on tho Irish question explain Mr.

Gladstone's departure from all precedent in ollering
the most important of all the Cabinet olliccs to a

man wholly without official experience. Lord Aber¬

deen's Viceroyalty brings anottior new man to the

front, whom his friends know to be able, devoted,
conscientious, and likely to win tho good will of

the Irish W opie.
Energetic efforts lo induce Lord Hartington to

join the Ministry failed. Mr. Gladstone's partial
fcunonder lo Mi. Chamberlain on agrarian policy
partly explains Lord Hartington'* refusal. Home

Kule is tho chief reason. Lord Spencer's acceptance
of office provokes some surprise ; Mr. Trevelyan's
much more. Mr. Trevelyan's recent declaration
that there is no half-way house between separation
and absolute imperial control remains uncancelled:
eo does his advice to keep the care of law and order

iu all departments in the hands of the central Gov¬

ernment. Both declarations are irreconcilable
with any Irish Parliament scheme. There is an in¬

teresting pnz/le in a situation that compels Lord

Hartington to decline office in a Cabinet which Mr.

Trevelyan linds himself able to enter. The solution

probably is that Mr. Gladstone when offering office

to his colleagues abstained from all exposition of

his Irish policy. Lord Hartington'* position in rho

party entitled him to ask for explanations, which

piovcd insufficient to satisfy his scraples.
i Mr. Chamberlain's friends say that his connection

with Uris Ministry binds him to nothing new, but

gives him a free hand in local questions he cares

most for.

Gosi lien, Mr. Forster, Lord Selborne, the Duke of

Aiiryll, Lord Herby and .Sir Henry James. Not one

of these former colleagues of Mi. Gladstone would

enter a Cabinet in which Homo Kule was an open

question. The two most populai ar pointrneuts are

bil I'arrei Herschell (Lord High Chantdior) ann

Lord Kosebeiy (Loreign .Secretary). Sir Farrer

Herschell is regarded as among the First lawyers
and has a high reputation also in the House. Lord

Posebery is welcomed as Lord Granville's successor

in the Foreign Office by both parties. Tho German

press dwells on his friendship with Primo J5is-

marck. The Trench papeis respond with their

ubuai tri owl. Lord Kosehery's experience in ollire

is slight, but the public believes that his abilities
sri equal to any post.
The distribution of Gie other offices is almost ec¬

centric. Sir William Harcourt has his apprentice¬
ship to liuuuee to servo, while framiu« a stupendous
budget. Lord Ripon is without experience in the

Admiralty. Lord Granville as Colotial .Secretary
revives the traditions of neglect and alienation of

the colonies. Lord Kimberley is not more than a

respectable Secretary for India, though familiar

with the office. Mr. Childers it is hoped may make

. passable Home Secretary. Mr. Campbcll-Pannor-
oiau owes his promotion to the War Office to the

dearth, oi Ministers of thc first rank, but gave evi¬

dence ol' sterling qualities while Irish Secretary.
Mr. Maudella rfas tamed the Presidency of tho

Board of Trude by hard and good work.
Altogether the Cabinet, though able, is a make¬

shift, Jt could not bc otherwise when so many

Liberal leaders hold aloof. They will form neither
a cave nor a cabal. Lord Hartington and his
friends will support tho Government where it is

possible to do so, but nobody ventures to predict
the result of a test vote in the present House on

Home Pule. The Parnellites express hope rather
than contidcnco« In the meantime they will do

what they can to strengthen the Ministry by dis¬

couraging outrages in Ireland, and by moderate
.oursos in Parliament. The Liberal press in Eng¬

COMPELLED TO LEAVE A SINKING BRIO.

TUB CAPTAIW, HIS CREW AND A I'l-INCKIt BBS*
CCKD API Kit UKI Ml ADKI1TT Inn a DAY.

The steamship William Burkitt, which ar¬

rived yesterday from Rio de Jenero, brought the crew of
the brig Ada I. White of Portland, Me,, whlcb wa* aban¬
doned at sea last Monday. The Burkitt left Kio de Je¬
nero ou January 10 with a cargo of cof-
.'". ter New-York. When cff tbe Cape
at. Rogue, on January 16, abe lighted
tho wreck of a full-rlggod ship, ashore on tho rocks. Tbe
captain waa unable to make out the name of tho wreck,
but he think* that lt bad been ashore for aome Ume.
From Cape Ht. Kouue the Burkitt had varlahle weather
until whe arrived off Ht Tbomas.whcre she took coal. Sba
left there on January 'J7 for thl* port and bad
bad weather uuttl February 1, when an ob¬
servation wa* obtained which showed tho ship to be la
Latitude 3iVJ0 north. Longitude 7J.50 west, About noon
tho lookout sighted something lu thc water several miles
to tue eastward of the ship. The otilcer of the deck, with
a glass, found lt tc ho a ship'* boat couuiumg several
men.
Tho steamer was Immediately headed for thc boat and

in a shor time wa* alongside of it. Il proved to be tbe
long-boat of the Ada L. White, which had been aban¬
doned the day before. Tho mon In tho boat were trana.
ferred to the steamer and a* the boat wa* too heavy to
bo hoisted ou board lt wa* ca»t adnft. There were eleven
men. Captalu White, two otlicers, seven men and one

passenger. Captain White said that the
brig left Rio de Janeiro for New York wltb
u cargo of coffee ou January Kl, and had had weather
during tho trip until she wa* abaudoned. Lost Hunday
she met with a heavy galo from the west, which lu

cteased in fury arid raised a heavy sea lu which the bars
labored heavily. Just before sundown sho was fotiud to
bo leaking and the pump* were Immediately manned.
The crew pumped for awhile, hut the pumps finally ba-
crme choked with coffee aud would not work. Tbe water

kept pouring Into the brig, auo lt was necessary to

throw overboard a part of the cargo to keep ber
afloat until morning. All night the *en

broko over the vetsei aud tbe water

poured Into the hold. Tho crow could only walt fur
morning, wheu lt was decided to leave the brig.
As hooii as the day broke the long boat wa* launched,

and hastily throwing lu some provisions and a small
breaker of water, the crew Jumped Into tbe boat and
pulled away from the wreck. They had uot got a great
di -tain io from the brig when sho went down stern first.
The men wero twenty-nix hour* in the boat
aud suffered muob from thirst and exposure. Tbe
water wa* continually breaking over thc boat, and they
hid to keep balling in order io keep lt from belan
. wauiped. w nile baning out tue water so .ne oue blt tbs
bung of tbe breaker whiob contained their fresh water,
aud before lt Wa* discovered the breaker was empty.
Tbe Ada L. White wa* built lu Yarmouth, Me., In

1370. Sho was of 170.tons register, aud was owned by
J. S. Winslow, of Portland. After ptcklug up tbe ship¬
wrecked men the Burkitt again laid her course for
New-York. On Tuesday she encountered a heavy south,
easterly irale which raised a hlgQ se*. The ship iaho rod
heavily and the sea (wept her deck* fore and aft,|w**b'
tug everything niorahlo overboard The next day the
m.nv hegun to fall and the speed of tho shtn wa* ra.
