SECRET SLANDERS T0O BE REBUKED.

The Senate Republican eancus has decided
rightly in regard to the refusal of information
by President Cleveland. The President has
placed himself in a position utterly iweconsistent
with his professed desire for Civil Service re-
form, and for conducting the serviee on busi-
ness principles, Ie has pretended to sclect
men, not to reward them for partisan services,
but on account of Hitness. His stubborn refusal
to give any information regarding the removal
of a great number of eficient and worthy oifi-
cers who have been removed can have no other
reason than a desire to concesl from the publie
the fact that snch removals were maide contrary
to his professions and pledges, in disvegard of
public interests, and for ne better end than to
veward partisan workers,

The well-known and disgraceful truth is that
the President has allowed sveret slanders
against worthy Republican ofticials to serve as

pretexts for their removal or suspension, and”

now does not dare to place those slanders in the
daylight, where they can be eonfronted by the
men wronged, because their falsity and foal-
ness would be proved and would disgrace his
influential supporters and advisers.

TOL HARLEM £IVER BRIDGE REPORT.
The report of the Harlem River Bridge Com-
mission, sent to the Assembly in compliance
with Mr. Hamilton's resolution, and prioted
clsewbere in this worning’s issue, is by ne
means a eandid paper. But thongh it fails to
nuke clear several points upon which the As-
sembly demanded light, it will serve to show
the taxpayers of New- York that Tue Trinuse,
by its resolute exposure of this job in spite ot
the extraordinary things said and done by the
Commissioners to coneeal tneir performances,
nas raved the eity trom being bound by a mon-
sirous contruct. The deninl of the Commis-
sioners that such o contract had ever been
signed wade in this public and responsible way,
way be taken as suflicient evidence that the
city is not now threatened by it at all events,
Yet David James King told a Trisuse reporter
in the presence ot Veroon 1l Brown that the
contract had been *signed, sealed and de-
Livered,” and this statement was repeated the
Clirk, of the Union
Their wotive for such mis-
representation is not altogethar clear.

It is coneeded, however, that such a contract
was drawn up and signed by the Dridge Com-
pany, and that the rosl reason why it was not
ultimately carrded ont was because of a doubt
a8 to whether an artificial stone would be legal
under the get, It is not depied that the Com-
missioners were practically committed to this
2,650,000 plag until that question arose, and
such indeed is known to be the fact. Why, theu,
did they not candully answer the Assembly's
questions, nud give their reasons for proceed-
inge wholly irregulur and unusual ' Why,
kuowing all along that the pressure of publie
condemupation as expressed through Tue Pieis-
vyt was the foree which stayed the job, did

| they not muke a square and frunk defence !

Tle reason is apparent. They wers caught in
the act of doing au unwholesome and extrava-
gant piece of business amounting to a betrayal
of the interests committed to their charge, nnd
naviog now got out of it by alegal quibble,
they bave carelully evaded all questions which
seck to discover their real purooses and their
fituess, in view of such purposes, to continue
the work so badly begun. Additional Hght is
thrown upon that subject by their acknowl-
edgment that they never consulted any eoun-
gel whatever until Toe Trisrse reviewed
their proposed contract and showed that by its
provisions every aafeguard for economy was
abundoned.  They had presumably left all
those things to the Union Bridge Company's
counsel,

1aving saved the Commissioners from an aet
which would have added grealy to their
burden of discredit, we feel warranted i giv-
ing them a little adviee which may Le of value
in their further work. Let thew abandon their
secret and mysterions ways, and open their
doors and their books to all citizens who scck
information. Let them eive up the service of
the Harlem River estates and devote their
eflorts to the best interests of those who will
have to pay for their work and who are already
grosning under a load of taxation causod by
Jjust such jobbery as that which, with onr assist-
auce, they have finally escaped. Let them
abandon all these schemes involving
$2,000,000, or more, snd, If this superfluous
and unpecossary bridge mugt be built, let them
adopt a plan that will not cost over §1,200,000,
Let them ask the Leglslature to define their
powers and place a proper limit to their re-
gponsibilities. Let them make competition
open, and, above all, let them consult o good,
discreet, practical lawyer before they commit
themselves to any more arrangeincnts with
shrewd contractors,

FOR BIMETALLISM ALWAYS.

Here is the old falsehood again: The Trin-
uvNE is “for gold monometallisn.” Perhaps
it deludes some who do not read Tne Trinvxe
at all, or do not read with the spirit and the
understanding also. The truth can be stated
in very few words.

Tue Trisvse has never favored momo-
metallisin of either sort, It does not believe
or sny, and hns never believed or said, that it
would be better to use gold separately, or silver
separately. It opposes, as it has always op-
posed, an attempt to diive gold ont of use, or
to drive silver out of use, and thas has always
been in favor of bimetallism, Hence it op-
poses measures which, like the present coinage
net, .tend to drive gold out of the country by
forcing into goneral use a silver coin actually
worth far less than its nominal value. The
ratio between metals in colpage should be
governed by the indisputable facts; and if
412 1-2 grains of silver are in fact worth only
eighty cents, no good can be done by stamping
that coin one dollar,

Broadly, mothing ean be gained by eon-
tinuing to coin a currency that pretends

to be worth what it is not worth, or by
trying to settle the silver question without the
assent of any other eivilized nation on a ratio
of coinage botween the two metals, That
cotrse only tends to drive gold ont of the conn-
try, and hence is not bimetallism, but naked
silver monometallism,

JUHN B, GUOUGH,

John B, Gough, the famons temperance nd-
voecate, is dend, The ecarcer to which he de-
voted himself has not hitherto been regarded
by the world as equal in importance to many
others which eertainly yield less practical bene-
fits to the race. Yot the difficulties of peresp-
tion in this ease are comparatively slight, For
whereas the minister of religion must appeal to
the eye of faith for recognition of the perils
whieh he seelis to save men from, the preacher
against the drnk evil deals only with tem-
poral concerns, and points his exhorta-
tions and warnings with pregnant exam-
ples deawn from everyday aflairs, And when
it 18 considered that drink i§ so intimate
an element of modern civilization as to be in-
separiable from any sound view of domestic lite,
or polities, or business, or society, or police, or
charity, or penology ; when, too, it is seen that
all its influence is sinister, brutalizing, corrupt-
ing, paralyzing and poisonons; it is surprising
that the men who, possessing such power of
exposition as Gough had, give themselves to
the warfare against this great evil, are not con-
eeded much higher positions in the general es-
timation.

Whoever seriously studies any of the proh-
lems of the time is specdily confronted by the
drinkevil. It awallows up the savings of oper-
atives. It furnishes the foundation for a
political corruption which threatens disaster to
the State.

VIRGINIA AND THE TARIFFE

When Speaker Carlisle framed his Committes
on Ways and Means without a single member
trom Virgicia or West Virginia, he did great
injustice. Virginia has as deep an interest in
the maintenance of the tarift which defends
Ameritan industries a8 any other State. De-
pending upon agriculture almost exclusively,
under the old Bourbon régime, Virginla was
like a splendidly formed athlete with one hand
tied behind Lim, The State has a wealth of
minerals and ot other nataral resources for
manafacturing which very few States in the
Union can equal.  Dut, thongh one of the old
States, lying elose to the Atlnntic coast, it has
pever fairly developed those resounrees, Under
the protective syatem that development has
grandly begun within the past fow years, nnd
the inpouring of eapital and enterprise from
other parts of this country and from Europe
has eontribnted groatly to its new prosperity.
Tue farmers in - wany counties know well how
wuneh more valualde menufacturing establish-
ments and mines have made their farms, and
the Liboring people of every sort have reason to
bless the protective tarift for the increased
wages they have realized,

This sort of thing is not approved or compre-
hended by the Bourbon Democracy, aud is
hated beeause it threatess the political power
of the old leaders. The new men, whether they
como from the North or from England, know
that it is not the interest of Virginia to favor the
old policy, under which the State neglected its
mineral resources and its rare manufacturing
opportanities, and hence feel that the Bourbon
politiciaus are their enemies, In return we
shall see the Boonrbon members of Congress
voting for any tarift bill that will strike down
the new industries of Virginia, prevent the de-
velopment of its resources, destroy the value
of property in which wmillions of capitul have
been invested, reduce wages and the demand
for labor to the old level, and render farma
worth ne more than they used to be. The mar-
vel is that Virginia stitl blindly electa such
men and upholds so ruinous a policy,
