SOCIALISTS IN HYDE PARK.

AN ORDERLY GATHERING OF 00,000 MEN.

YTHEIR TEMPER SORELY TRIED BY THE POLICE—
HEROLUTIONS OF INDIGNATION,

Loxpox, Feb, 21,—Socialists marched from
all parts of Londou to-day aud musaed, 50,000 atrun:ﬁ.
in Hyde Park. The leaders arrivedat the Reformer's
Tree al 3 . 1N WRKODELLES, Monuted police patrolled
the entrances of the park sod strong rescrves were hold
fn remdiness for auy emergency. At one Hme
2,000 rutians guthered In Girent Stanhope-st. :
but they wers vigoroasly ounrged  and Aisperanil
by the police. Spreclies were made from three platfors
and resvlutions were adopied expressing indiguation at
the delay of the Government 1o peginning public works
for the relief of men ont of empluyment, Huros sald
e doprecatod any attempt at wooting or rlotiug. ntirib-
uted the previous riotiug to mockeries of elubmen, and
appeiled to the audienes not 1o tuke thefr ransom pro-
maturely, nor give the pollce aples o chanee to traduce
them. Hyudman, Willlams apd Champion also spoko
withont using vielent [RUIUGES, althuugl earnestly de-
manding a soctsl revoiution.

When the mesting wns over the erowd moved in an
orderly manner to the exit at Iyde Park Corner, There,
without warsiug, bodles of wounted police wade a furi-
ous rush on the wagonettes of the leaders, Many

lows were dealt and the police were liooted, The tem-
per of the crowd wue rising, bBat i response to the
appeals of the spenkers they belinyed admirably. Large
numbera of people escerted (he wangonettes to Vieto-
rinest., the police continuing thelr attempts 10 dlsperse
them. By the time Westminster was reached the erowd
haid been seattered. Tuere was no attempl at rioting.

About mid-
night on Junuary 20 flnwmes were seen Issuing from (he
foroeastle, where two of the crew were anlesp, The
watch on deck rushed Into the barniug part of the vessel
and succeeded to draggiug the wen on deck. Both were
unconscions, and were terribly burned sbout the fuce,
hewd and Bands.  They bad to be temporarily noglectod
while all hauds fought the rapldly spreading Names.

THE LOSS ESTIMATED AT A MILLION OF DUOLLARS—
VESSELS DESTROY YD,

The Hatnes were notander control until nbont
9 o'clook to pight, It became necensary to telegraph to
the anthorkiles at Goldsbors, n town  elghty-Tour miles
poeth of Wilmington for nelp, which was promptly
furnished. At o o'elock thls  evening "
specind tratn with the thre department of Goldaboro was
gotten 1 reidiness, und left Imwediately for tha scene
of the fire,  After the burning of the Clyde Steambost
Compnny's warchouss aud wharves the fire spread up
Watcer-st, consuming most of the valuable buildioes on
eachi side ¢f the atreet, tncluding the depot amd frelght
balldings of the Atluntie Cosst Line of Kallroads, with
the telegraph oMes of the company. rom Water-sg it

NEW-JERSEY RAILROAD TAX,

THE DECISION OF THE SUPREME COURT

REVERSING THE PRACTICE OF HALV A CENTURY=
PROBLEMS YET TO BE SOLVED,
[FROM THE REGULAR CORKESPONDENT OF THRE TRImmm)

Trextox, N. J., Feb. 21,—The railroad tax
deelsion of the Eup Courf,, b, on Thursiag
last, has thrown the people of the €tate Into a chaos of
uncertainty, much of which Is dus, it is to be feared, to
& misunderstanding of the lssue. There Is vexstious
dlsensalon and difieult work ahead ; but the smbarrasse
wents are loss serfons than some indisereet utterances
have led many to believe, and the problem of the tax
question §s open to ab easler solutlon at present tham 15
wis when the subject was consldered in the Logislatare
1Wo yeats ago,

Tue history of the tax difieulty runs back to the con-
srruction of the firet rallrosds In New-Jorsey, fifty-four
Fears ago, whet the Loeglslature granted the charters of
the orignal companies, Thess charters contalned
clauses limitlug the amount of taxation, and the encour
acement of the new enterprise seemed to demand liberal
terms, The concessions werey howoever, underatood by
the legtalators of the day, and they were advocatad and
opposed with the same earnestness that nas marked
more recent legl on the subjest, Soon after the
granting of the first charter others were vored, and uns
til 1573 every rallroad company construeting a line la
the State trst obtalned the consent of the Lagislature,
anit they recelved privileges of o widely varying natare,
The system of taxation from the first wus by the com-
pany to the State direct, and the tax question was
naturally suvordiuate or merely Ineldental. Sabse-
quently it gained In importance as railroad property
incrensed In value, and at length the State made an at-
tempt ta change the rate. The companles then set ap
the ¢lalm that the regulations of the char*ers concern-
ing taxation formed u contract between the State uud
cuch company, and an appesl was taken to the courts,
The New-Jorsey oaurts snstained the State, and the rase
at {ssue, that of tha Morris and Essex Rallroad Com-
puny, was earried to the Suprome Court of the United
States. Bubsequently the churters of the unitea rall-
ronds wers subjected (o the same lecal tast. Thers are
differing views as to the manocr ln wiich these cnses
were prasented to the National tribunal, but, however
that may Le, the court decided that the clause
lu reference to the taxes was in the pature of
» contract between the State and the companies, and
gould not be eh d without | dring the valldity of
eontract, and violating (he faith of tho State. The opin-
jon was accepted as law, and this branch of the subjsot
droppod out of discussion for the thae,

In the year 1573 the agitation for compating lines of
railrond, the feeliog agatnst the old *head tax ™ form-
erly lmposed upon esch passenger crossiug the State,
and n vartety of other causes, some of anclent origin
and others more recant, resultad In a populur demand
for sulne genersl statute governlng the cunstruction of
railioads, The Legislature lad been corrupied by the
ineessant struggle to obtaln rullrond clarters, and toe
existing companies became exhinnsted in their attempts
to dofeat suoh legislation, The Pennsylvania Railroad
Company was takiug control of the uulted rallroada,
and with the sid of toat conpany und o obediones to »
loud populsr demand, the geueral rallroad iaw of 1873
wis passed, [t reguiated the construction of radtroads ln
& liberal manuer, and 1t provided for an anunualState tax
of oue-half of one per cent upon the cost of the ruliroada,
The cowpanios also pald some local taxes on property
ot used for rutlrond parposes.  They carefully rotalned,
however, nll the rights they had possessed in thele
cliarters iu the matter of taxation, #o faras thelr legal
advisers were able, althougn it 18 a question now with
