A CAR RUN WITH TROUBLE.

< BERIOUS OBSTACLES IN GRAND STREET.

4N ARMY OF POLICEMEN CALLED OUT=LITTLE
RIOTING, BUT MUCH sHOUTING.

1t has been many years since New-York has
witnessed such scenes as were enncted along Grund and

Lreal LILA day. For hours thoss strests were
practically in the hands of o bowling wiob, and probably
ouly the firmness und moderatlon of the polioe vre-
vented an open riot. The Dry Dock, Eaat Broadwny
aud Battery Ruliroad bnad determined that it wonld run
& cAF over Ita tracks at all hazards, and the striking em=
ployes were equally determined that this sbould not be
fone. Early iu the mouruiug crowds, couslsting privel-
pully of strikers at first, began to assemble aboul the
compauy's stables In Grand-st. As the day ad-
vanced the crowds incressed, uutil Grand-st,
from the Ewst Itiver to the Bowery was lined with men
and women. The pollco had received aniotimation that
there wus likely to be trouble, and Inspeetor Steers with
o 6gqnad of 120 men, taken from the down-town pre-
clncta, was at the siables early. Captains Petty, of tbe
Thirtecuth Precinet, Allaire, of the Tenth, Meakim, of
the Fourtesuth, MoDouuell, of the Eighth. aud Fakiue,
of the Fifth, through which the Grand Strest line runs,
hiad thelr reserves posteain a sort of skirmish lins all
alang the route, and the crowd was kepl In pretty good
order for tho nnat part.

Not until sbout 11 o'clook were thoere any riotous
demonstrations. At that time Presldont White, of the
pry Dock line, told Tuapector Steers that he intended to
Tb @ oar over the Grand Streel line. Mr. Bteers sald he
would sse that the car went through, At 11:10 car No.
155 was haulad out of the stable. It was driven by He-
ceiver John Brodie, aud & man named Odell acted as
eonductor, Four stalwart polipemen goarded the driver
and conductor, sud escoried by a squad of twenty police
men under the cowmand of the [uspactor, the car started.
A howl went up from the erowd, and A shower
of missiles fell upon the polieemen.  Inspector
Eteers wias cooland gave his orders like a man who
meant bustpess. Captain Potty, after cautloning his
men to use tho elub as sparingly as possible, charged the
crowd and drove them back. Slowly the ear mudo its
way up Grand-st,, the throng, which by this time num-
bered thousands, Looting and yelling aud oceasionally
throwiug @ stone or brickbat st the lttle squad of police-
men surrounding It

PILING OB3TRUCTIONS ON THE TRACK,

Just befory reacling Goerck-st. car No. 18of the
Fortg-second Street Line was wet, The mob gelzed it
aud in @ second had it swong across the track. A dozen
policemen caughit hold of the car and righted it, and the
Grand-st. car went on, Midway of the block werea
number of trucks and befora the car renched them they
had been torwed luto & barrleade, The police nitacked
the obatruetion vigorously and soon Lad n passage open,
By this time both sides began to get their blood up and
the npimmber of woweu on  the sireetl notloeably dimin.

Inspactor Steers lhind telographed for assistance and
the reserves from all the stutions soun Legan to arrive,
At Lawls-st, the police had ngaln to act as sappers and
miners and clear the track of plles of coal, trucks and
other obstaeles, No soouer wns one barricade demols
fahnd thay wootherappearad, Cars were upsel; wagons
and trucks disabled and turned over. After Lalf an hour
of hard work East Broadway was reached. Tt was found
that the switeh-plate had been removed, and theattempt
to make the ron was abandonad. When at 11:35 Brodle
anbitched his horses and put them on the other eud of
the car a yell of trlamph went up from the crowd. No
phstraetions were plauced i the way of the ear's return,

Menntime s stendy stroam of policemen was pouring
mto Grand-st.,and whev,a little after 12 o'clock,Superin-
lendent Marray arrived to take commuand, all of the re-
serve sections were ready for duty. Joseph O'Donnsll,
Andrew Best, Jamea Canningham and other meumbers of
the Exeeative Board of the Empire Protective Assocla-
won went among the inoreasing crowd and used every

affort to prevent aets of violeneo, though they oxpressed

The people gattiered fo the greatest numbers about Grand
st. aud the Bowery., The polico arraugements hore woere
wenk, aud less than & dozen bluscoats were to be seen

A BRCOND ATTEMIT TO RUN A CAR,

Aft=r s ¢ saation of hostilitios for two houra, Preaident
Whlte applied to Superintendant Murray for sufliclent
pulice protection to carry a carover the lHoe. A sguad
of 100 policomen with drawn elubs was formed across
the street; then followed car Noo 150 with
Diriver Brodie and Conductor Odell, guarded by four big
polteemen on tha platforms nud twenty others on each
side. Mr. Murray, in full guiform, followed with 150
men, The whole of Grand-st. was Jammed with people.
EBome timid shopkecpers bad locked thelr doors aul put
up their shutiers, Nearly every window was crowded
with spectators, and the elevated ralirond statlons at
Allen-st. and tue Bowery were filled. The police ar-
rangements secmed to cow the throng at first, und when
at 2:30 o'clock the car sturted they contlned thewaclves
to yelling with an occasional shower of stones that did
Ntitle or vo damasge. The police marched steadlly on.
The crowid seattored befors thew, aud while thers wore
eceanlonal barrieades, no serious tronble was met uutil
Allen-st. was reached, Car No. 125 of tlie Secona Aveuuo
Mue had just turoed from Chrysiie-st. juto {irand when
& shout went up from the erowd: “Take out your
horaes,” The driver healtated, and theu unbitehed lis
teaw and 100k them to u place of safety, Iu & moment
the car wus placed neross the atreet, ohstructing both
tracks.

Thila seemed to be the signal for general nctivity,
and @& rvush wos made for the Bowery.

THE RETURN TRIP,

Car ¥o. 155 continued on its way slong Grand-st,, and

Gunarils
had to beleft on the cars which had beon deserted by
thelr drivers to prevent the wob from turuing themover
agnln.
