Berriy, May 1.—The Countess Schwanen-
feld is the name of the womun hinted &t Ly the Tage
Bluff in the soandalons narcative cabled to the United
Stateson Mareh 6. This story related that at the baill
civen in Berlin o countess duzzled everyhody prosent hy
her display of diamonds, espocially of a large dlamond
dove worn u her headdress. This was lost unnoticed by
the owner, toward the elose of the entertalnment.  The
loss was extensively advertised. One duy a gossip re-
ported tothe polles that her mistress, a rival conniess,
possessed 4 dove likae the one lost and a detective soenred
its return by threatening to publish what e had learned,
namely, that the second counteas had stolen the jewel
from her rival's bead. This was the story publisled,
with imany hints, bt no nanmes.

DISORDERS IN CHICAGO,
STRIKERS INVADING FREIGHT HOUSES.

ANARCHISTS DISPLAYING THE RED FLAG—OXNLY ONE
RAILROAD ESCAPES THE DLOCKADE,
[0y TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIDINE,

Cricaco, May 1. —Whatever may be the ul-
timate outcome of the Chtengo labor troubles, this will
probably pssa into  local listery as  the great
#iriico day.  There 18 no  oxaggerstion o
the  statoment that  soarosly an industey In the
eity  ham  eseaped  belng  merlously affoctod,
It not erippled, by tha demands of employes for n work-
fug day of elght hours. More than two-thirds of all tha

After the
striko of the Burllngton men yasterday afternoon, &
eall was lsansd for a mass-meating of all the rallroad
frelght hasdiers In the olty at the Harrson-st. visduaot
at 2 o'clock this morning. A numbsc of atrikers, relo-
tureed by a vonsiderible body of sympatiilzers and
Illera, sathored before that hour, There were ono or

TWENTY THOUSAND MEN IN UNION SQUARE,

AN ORDERLY CROWD—THE POLICE HAVE NOTHING
TO DO=—X0 INFLAMMATORY SPEECHES,

The Central Labor Union gave theshort-houe
movement fu this eity o good start yesterday and nearly
20,000 people in Unjon Sguare last nlght listened te
sposchies In favor of tha shortening of the hours ol
labor as the tlist requisice for improviug the condition
of worklvgmen., [t was an orderly, good-natured
crowd, and the police had little to do exooph
to atand on guard awd lsten Lo the speechos. Farly
I the aftarnoon George Biste bogan the work of bullds
Ing the stumilds for the apeakers, Oae was put up at tha
Fourth-uve. ond of the placs aod anotber at the Browds
wiy slde.  There was no excltemont §u the squars until
a little aftor 4 o'clook, whon Sergeant ~ehinitibot ger, of
the Twenty-ninth Precinet, with thirty-seven stalwark
policemen of Captain Wiliams's comwmand, marohed
into thoe square awd took position pear e placa.
Thelr presence attracted & ecrowd ot onee,  This
continued to grow uutil the whole plaza In Seveateenti
b, was packed and the passage through Fourti-ave. and
Hroadway wasdechlodly uncomfortable, Policsmen from
other precinets aerlved in squads untll thers wers nearly
SO0 ln and about the square.  anspecor Sieers had com-
