The gathering in Westminster Abbey last Friday
for the service in commemoration of Mr. Forster
was among the most numerons and distingaished
of recont years within those venernble walls.  Mr,
gnd Mrs, Gladstone were of the eompany, and The
Fimea, departiug from 1ts usual stilfuess in such
matters, records how Mr, Gladstone, pausing in the
procession, took Mra Forster's hands and prossed
them in silence, while Mrs, Gladstone beut down
and _kissed her. Tt will not soon be forgotien how
scrupnlously the Prime Ministor has foltilled, sinoe
Mr. Forster's death, every oblization of conrtesy
and friendship to his ex-colleague’s memory. The
Awerican Miister and Mrs, Phelps were among
those who assembled in bonor of the stanch friend
of Ameriea. _

Of the rest of that brilliant company I ean name
only Lord Grauville, Lord Se'borne, Lord Rose-
bery, Earl Spancer, Sir Wiliam Harcourt, Mr,
Goschon, Lord Coloridge—ull names woll known to

The ser-
vioe was sumple, as bofitted the oharaster of him
over whose body it wassaid. Then the cofin was
taken to the hearw. and so by ruil to his homa,
PBuriey-in-Wharfedals, and there he was buriad on
Raturday. Many thonsands of persons hiad come
from Brudford, from Leeds, from all the neighhor-
dng towns and many distant places The coere-
mony at the grave was that in use by
the Soctety of Friends, for whom Mr. Forster
had vever lost his atrachment. He had desired
to be buried iu a vlain grave and among his own
people, and his wish was striotly obeved. Thero
was a praver, thers wore a few senfenoes of homage
40 Lis nobulity and steadfustness of eharacter, aud
then the earth tell upon one who was among the
truest Englishmen of his time,

The nomnation of Mr. Shaw-Lefevre at Rradford
will misiead those who bave not followed the his-
tory of the Bradford Canens, and its relations with
Mr. Forster. Those relations were simply hostile,
Mr. Forster's independence of character was sach
that he always refused to be dictated to by the
wirepullers,. He would not snbmit to the constit-
nency itself when he thonght the eonstituency
wrong. His wdea of the duty of arepresentutive
was that be shoald uee his best facnities and jude-
uent for the beuelit of the country. Over and
over agam  be declined to  go  to  the
House in the cavacity of a mere voting-
machine to refleet the caprices of his constitnents,
The Radieals.someof wnom dislitad Mr, Forsrar for
other rensons, resented this independence, They
tried to diseiplins him and failed.
