LITTLE TROUBLE FUUND—CANDIDATES FOR THE

As su Justsnce of Lue very
swal! margios on the production of axes, it s sald Lhat
there in G4 cente’ worths of raw waterial iu s axe for
which they ouly reseive 50 cents as It leaves the Iactory
in » foished state  This leaves 16 cents tor the cost of
produciivn, & process thst requires & great dosl of
bandliag by skilled workmen, Both of (Less great con-
eorus huve lnsugurated weekly payments Tuers has
been in the coiton, woollsn aod small ware muaoulsct
ures thet so lurgely pr C tlout eaplsal scaroely
any !sbor troubles worth meatloulug.
