PROSPECTS IMPROVED-ASP WITT.
There are moie hopeful prospects. Industry

and trade are not yet out of the woods, so

to speak, but the dangers have diminished, yix
months ago, wiren Congress assembled, theie
weiethicats of taiifi agitation, fcais that the
eui iency would speedily fall to a silver basis,
ana just apprehension of destructive legislation
afreet ins the interests of all railway and other
invested property. The spirit of tho dema-
arogui¦ was dreaded, and with good reason.

The spirit remains, but its claws haw been cut.

Six weeks Bgo, when threatened strikes for
eight hours wcic reported from all parts of the

country, while riots nnd armed resistance to

law seemed to mauy to threaten the stability of
free institutions, there waa much alarm atnonp

persons who did not understand the temper of
the American people toward anarchy and riot¬
ing, and much real reason for apprehension
among those who did understand how industry
would lie effected hythe great changes pro-
rosed, lt is worth while inst nt this point to

review the situation, and see what has hcen
gained* and how it has been gained.
There is, first, no present fear of the silver

basis. Credit for this is due to President
Clefeland and Secretary Maniiinir, the mote

because they have been obliged to defy their
party in order to defend the country from
harm. N'o credit therefore is due to the patty,
hut no IiVpublicun will hesitate to thank the
President1 and Secretary for their adoption of
stops to keep pood the gold reserve, and to
prevent dangerous expansion in the circulation
of silver notes. Congress has been in session
six months, lt has done nothing to deprive the
President Ol Secretary of powers which they
an employing and have shown that they mean

to employ. The Democratic House, powerless
for good, is also Impotent for evil. Bat it is

iiiii otent only because, on this as on other
'piestions, nearly the entire Republican force
stands linn In defending the interests of the
country. Months ago Tm Tirrill nk showed
that it was entirely within the power ot tlie Ad¬
ministration to render continued silver coinage
harmless fora considerable period. The coin-

try trusts that the Administration will not fail
to exercise that power.
Tlie fear of disastrous changes of tariff has

passed away. It is true, Mr. Morrison still pro¬

poses to have a vote on his bill. Hut he is not
in a hurry about calling it up, and says he
means to ¦ Wait till tho /-louds roll by." Ile
will wait a great while. It has become known
that there are enough Democratic members,
with tlie Republicans, to defeat the measure.

Agitation and uncertainty have already done
Brreai barm*and the uncertainty still does barm,
for there is .-till a chance that Democratic poli¬
ticians may change their purpose. Bat it will
be observed once more that tlie country* iu
saved from this danger also by the fact that the
.olid body of Republicans resist any mischiev¬
ous legislation. Hail the Democrat*! alone
power to decide the matter, a far worse bill
than that of Mr. Morrison would have been in¬
troduced and passed.
The danger oi communistic legislation la also

pretty well out of the way. There are still
-uni''bills i\ li'iii ? lu* House may pass, and which
ii passed would do harm. Hut tlie Senate has

greatly lessened the danger in one direction by
passing the Cull un Railroad lell, which, with
all its faults, is immeasurably better than the
Reagan lil! favored by Democtatsin the Houso.
The chances are that the two bouses may dis¬
agree, and that nothing .till be dunc, winch is

perhaps not the worst result conceivable. The
Arbitration bill passed by the House, a measure
not well guarded, ia entrusted toa committee
in the Senate headed by Senator Logan.

Finally the jrood sense of the American
people has substantially overcome the dangers
threatened by tlie ...b.»r agitation. The eight-
hour movement, as itjprovt-d, obtained the sup¬
port of only a small traction of the porkers.
That was enough to condemn it in the estima¬
tion of a free people. There is no sens.- fa com¬

pelling millions of free men to work only eight
hollis because a fen Of them do not want to
work ten. lt was a fortunate thing for the
country, and for wotkingmen themselves in
the end, that tlie agitators displayed their in¬
capacity, recklessness and wii kedneea bo chally
BJ they did in the Southwest strike and riots
and in the Chicago massacre. The common-

Mt. Ulaine's speech on Home Rule rank' with

Mr. Gladstone's oratory la argutMutative skill
and elevation of tone. Tt is incomparably tlie
calmest, most reasonable and most judicious
American address on this, subject that has been
made since Mr. Parnell became the leader of
tho trish cause ; and it deserves to bo widely
read in r.tigland ns an authoritative expression
of American opinion, lt is remarkable alike
for lucidity of exposition and moderation of

temper. At tba stitne time it is bold, incisive
and origma', and contains passages of gcuuim>
clofiuimcc as well as aiguineutative power.
The simplicity with which the general ques¬

tion of Home Kule and the land is presented is

perhaps the characteristic feature, of this
speech. Mr. Wiiinc contends that Ii ela nd, with

only 10j representatives in a Parliament of
G.r)8 members, cannot do tho slightest thing
that implies legislative power. I*, is as helpless
so far as Home Utile is concerned as Maine

would be if it wero linked with thc State of
New-York ami allowed representation at

Albany. Legislative autonomy as an abstract
proposition lie considers reasonable aud natural
apart from the historic bearings of centuries of

wrong and oppression. Without ciitically ana¬

lyzing Mr. Gladstone's measure he sympathizes
with any bill that rights the wrong and hands
over tho government of Ireland to its own

people. That Home Rule is essential to tho re¬

vival of prospciity in the island he demon¬
strates on economic grounds. He cites recent

statistics attesting the wonderful productive
capacity of Ireland and then explains why in
the presence of this abundance the people are

poverty-stricken and often in want of food, lt
is because 729 men own one-half of the soil
while the remainder belongs to only an in¬
significant fraction of the 1,2."jO,O00 adult
males in the uland. It is because $ 110,000,000
in rentals and tuxes is wrought out of the bone
and flesh and spirit of tho pcaPint that ho lies
crushed.
Mr. Blaine with marked dignity of manner

justifies the attitude of Americans toward the
Home Itule cause on broad grounds of philan¬
thropy. Ho coutends that it is Hie attitude
which thc English people themselves have
maintained for the last lilly years in extending
sympathy to Kossuth, toflie Italian Nationalists)
and to every race and nationality cherishing
aspirations for self-government; and ho warns

tho members of the British Parliament that
while they can vote down Mr. Gladstone's
measure they cannot defeat the public opinion
of the world. At tho same time ho gives wisc
nnd wholesome counsel to Irishmen, reminding
them that by acts of t iolence and by lack of self-
restraint tliev will divide ihe consolidated senti¬
ment of the Christian world that believes in
free government. Ile entreats them imt to
create a revulsion of feeling by any act of im¬

prudence, and to place their whole reliance
upon moral influence. He warns Irish-Ameri¬
cans especially against forming political alli¬
ances here and bids them u to mark any man as

at enmity with their cause who seeks to use it
for personal or for partisan advancement."
Throughout this statesmanlike address .Mr.

Blaine speaks not only as the sympathetic
friend of the Honra Kale cause, but as one of
the wisest Counsellors of the II ish p. opie. His

eloquent words are well-timed. The crisis of
the longatrugcle lor Home Rule is approaching.
In the storm and stress period which will follow
the defeat of Mr. (jtladatone's Government
Irishmen at home, and in America will need all
their resources of patience* moth ration and
self-control.the very qualities upon which Mr.
Blaine assures them they must rely in order to

achieve their well-merited triumph.

Tho good news of the Allan Line steamer

Siberian's safe arrival at St. Julia's was re¬

ceived yesterday. The dispatches indicate that
she was in great peril, and it can scarcely be
doubted that her preservation is due only tu
the precaution exercised by her commander. It
has been stated that this was his first voyage
mi that inhospitable coast, if so, a more unpro¬
pitious season for his Introduction to those
treacherous waters could not have been chosen.
So much ice has not been encountered fur many
years, and while the sea for hundreds of miles
is swarming with bergs, the weather has ben
so thick that it aral almost impossible io keep
clear of them. The experience of the Biberian'fl
passengers was terrifying. After the vessel had
been feeling lier way for some time in a dense
fogi it suddenly lilted, showing her to bo sur¬
rounded by sixty great bergs, contact with any
one ot which would have been fatal.
Thenceforward progress could on ly be made

by fits and sturts. The fog cloned in again, and
presently a ber- was discovered dead ahead and
only a hundred feet distant. The engines had
tobe reversed at tull speed to avert a collision,
and .similar hairbreadth escapee occurred subse¬
quently. Tlie captain kept the bridge faith¬
fully all the time, according to the reports, and
iiidei d it is dear enough that in aneh circum¬
stances it would not have been safe for him to
leave the deck even ten minute.-., while with ihe
weather so thick the keenest lookout might
have proved unavailing tn prevent diaaster,
Ti.e Siberian being safe, however, it remains to
he ascertained what steamer it waa that the
Alice Curler saw firing rockets aud whistling,
and which vanished BO suddenly nnd on m. nisi v.

lt la evident that in a tea filled with ice and ob¬
scured by fog the chances of disaster nen very
great, and it can hardly be hoped that all Hie
vessels in the dangerous region at the tiree es¬

caped. Unless it cm be shown tint tl e captain
of the Alice Carter Invented his story, there¬
fore, the ground bu apprehension that soma
steno er baa gone down, possibly with all on

board, still remains, and can only be removed
hy accounting fur all the craft ol the kind
known tu have been in the Vicinity at or about
tin- ir e mentioned.

.1 jier cents constitutes the only other alteration
in the amount of bonded d«bt The amount of
debt ou winch Interest has ceased has Increased
ai ont $1,21 »i»,oiio meanwhile, and the Increase
in amount nt interest duels about 12*300,000.
Bot for the decrease In amount ol eertificatea
outstanding, therefore, the decrease in debt and
Interest would have been about $6,300,000.
The receipts from custom* were large because
of tho large import*, which cannot be consid¬
ered aa entirely favorable circumstance lu view
of the recent outgo of gold from the country.
As to the eaah account, moreover, the state¬

ment is decidedly unfavorable. The Treasury
has reduced the amount of outstanding gobi
certificates |xt,595,200 during tho month, but
the amount of gold held hu* been mdnced
sH,165,798, so that the gold owned is only
!r4fl'J,4<>2 more than May 1. Bot the stock of
silver on hand hat increased $2,514,7*2, while

the retirement of $1,5 10,012 silver certificates
swells tho Increase in silver owned to

1*1,061,794. As to legal-temlers, l!io Treasury
has gained $2,040,924, but hythe increase of

$2,410,000 in tho ninouiit ot certificates out-

stniiding this is s:i1»ptuutlally neutralized, so

that the Treasuiy holds about tiio amount held
u mouth ago.
