TIE FOLLY OF AN ANGRY ATTORNEY.

EMPYTING HIS PISTOL INTO A CROWDERD STREET
CAR—TWO OTHER PERSONS WOUNDED,

Kaxsas Crty, June 14,—A sensational shoot-
Ing affray occurred shortly after 5 o'clock this evening
at the corner of Ninth and Msin sta, In this city,
In which Dr. Morrison Munford, proprietor of
The Times, aud two other persons wers shot by W. A, Car-
Wle, an attorney.

SUICIDE OF KING LUDWIG

THE MAD MONARCH DROWNS HIMSELF 1§
LAKE STARNBERG,

DI, GUDDEN LOSES HIS LIVE IN TRYING TO SAVE
HIS PATIENT=EXCITEMENT AND GHIEF IN
MUNICH—0OTTO 1, PEOCLAIMED KING,

BUT INE REGENT TO BULE
IN BAVARIA.

Muxien, June 1), —Ludwig 1T, the deposad
King of Bavaria, committed sulelle yestorday by throw-
ing Limself into Lake Starnborg, a amall Sody of water in
the grounds surrounding Berg Castle, whithor he had
bean taken. In the morning the mad tweaareh prow-
enaded and quietly conversed with lis attendant in Dosp
Park atapoiot of thoe lake whore a plucard s posied
forbidding persous to land.  Late fu the ufternoon he
diued with his physiotau, Dr. Gudden,  His wanner was
eompaosed, bat po ate rapllly, Onisking the meal in half
an hour. Then e and the doctor left tha Castie for e
walk, the attendants belog orderad to remain indoors,

The King, awasiting a favorable moment, made a dash
for Lake Starnberg.  Dr. Gadden sprang after his royal
eharge, but the nevlmnn outran him and reaching the
lake threw himself luto the water, Giving the alarm the
physiolan pluoged fo after the King in the hope of
reseiing bim. A violont stroggla followel between the
two men which ended in the drowning of both,

At 11 o'elock thalr hoties weee fonnd in the lake some
fifty yurds from the spot whers the Insane King mads Lis
plunge,  Dr. Gudden muast have bean foreasd beneath the
water 1 the death steagele, as the King's footmsrks
wora traeed furtlier than thoss of the physlelan, Taa
umbrellina of both and the King's coat aml overcoat,
which bad evidently been torn trow tls body, were || ing
on the bank of the lake, Thers ara several brutsos on
Dr. G on's fuee whioh wora probably wade by the
King's tinger-natls, na the lutter axaotiy fit the seratehe.

Dr. Mueller and Habert, the King's steward, had the
bodies of Ludwig and Dre. Gudden conveyad to the Bara
Caoile and placed on bheds,  Although there was nelther
any pereeptible resplration nor piles ovement in
either body, Tir, Mueller and his assistanta of the stboe
lance corps attemptedl to restors animation in both, and
only ceased their offorts at resuscitation atmidnight,
when Life was pronounest extines i bothcases,

King Ludwie's suicide has cast a deep gloom over
Munieh, Now it ls seen plainly that the people wore
deeply attached to the King, and evidences are every-
whero manifest of the popalar sorrow caused Ly Lia
troglo doath.

The ehnrch hells Lo hasn sanding forth muoMled pesls
tivonghout the day. Excited and sorrowing erowils of
people thronged the strects, in despite of the heavy rain
that has beon falling.  Thousands of oitizans surronn ded
tho palaes awaiting the 1ssae of proelamastivns in recard
to the succession o the throne,  The town ia draped in
mourning, The troops were beld within tLolr barracks
to-day.

absolutely deprived the King of frea volutlon, and that
1t would praveat his goverulng for the romatniter of Lis
lite. This deposition was siguad by Doetors Gudilen,
1lagon, Grashey and Hubrlel,

An hour before his death Dr. Gulden sent the follow-
10 telegram to Baron Vou Lute:

Doctors Hogen and Hubrlen have been summonsi for
Tuesday ot ¥ a. m. to @1ive an oplnion respecting Prinss
O, They will probably be able to glve their decislon
on Tuesday evening. Hera all 18 golne wonderiully
well, A personal examination, [ may wdd, bas ouly
contlrmed my written oplolon.

Tue wateh worn by King Ludwlg and which was om
his person when his corpse was recoverad from the lake
had stopped at G:04 o'clock last evening,
