FURTHER PARTICULARS OF THE DISTRESS IN
LABRADOH.

Br. Jouxs, N, F., July 26.—Further particu-
lare_of the dlsiress amoug the Gshermen of Labrador
bavebeen recsived. In Astoris outof thirty-fve or forty
famllies, or & total of 200 persons, over 100 hova died—
moatly all women and ohildren, In Naln the ocateh of
fish has not besn suflclent to afford food to the Inbabl
tanta. The season which opened on May 1 was bauok-
ward, and had it not been for the seal industry, which
waa tolerably good, not s soul would be liviag., Along
Hamiiton Tnlet and Sandwich Bay there ls not so much
sufferiog, although wany have disd In Webuok and
and Indisn Harcors flah is the only food beside a small
quantity of cora meal.

TWO ARREBSTS FOR FEAUD.

ABUSES IN THE CHICAGO POST-OFFICE.

OVERCHARGES ON SKOOND-CLASS MAIL MATTER—A
LONG-TRUSTED EMPLOYE ACCOSED OF TAR

CRIME,

Cmicaco, July 26.—Colonel’ W, H. Bolton,
ohief of the divisien for handling sscond-class matter at
the Chieago Post-office, was arrested shortly after noon
to-day sharged with ihe embesslement of publis funds,
by megns of false returns. The post offies inspeciers
clalm to have traced a shortage of $4,600 from Novem-
ber, 1884, to November, 1885, and intimate thad the
total shortage will be from $50,000 to $100,000. The
inspectors say they have found that The Ohdcago Deily
News Company paid him nearly $1,000 more from N
vember, 1884, fo November, 1885, than the amount
which be turned over 1o ithe Government. They alse
allage that in the aame period the Weatern News Com.
pany pald him about $3,600 more than he returned teo
Washington. They bave still to inspest the accounts of
all tha other newspapers which bad papers malled there
during Colonsl Bolton’s Incuambency. Colonsl Bolten
‘was appointed by Postmaster Palmer in 1877. The ln-
spectars have discoversd & private memorandumn be-
longing to Colonel Holton, which they say implicates &
number of Federal oficlals sad even private eitisens
Bolton was one of the most frusted of ex-Postmaster
Palmer's and Postmaster Judd's saslat-
anta, As superintendent of second-class mal
ter be recelved mll the checks and Xept the a0~
eounta of ali the newspapers which were sent Ahrough
the nfoa. In the course of s munth, he handled bank
ohecks for thousands of dollars snd It was supposed
that the system of ebecking the matter handled was
such that o loophole existed for falsifying the mo-
oounts

The inspectors have been examining thas department
of the post-office for several montha. They found all
the books, “tabs,” oto., seemingly straight. They kept
up a still-hant, however. Three or four days sgo they
demandnd of him somn of bis booka.
