GRANT IN PEACE.

GRANT AS A PUi.sIDKN ITAL CANDIDATE.

to the great soldier asa probable candida''- i"t

tho Presidency, 'mt to Lim nothing could bo
inure disagreeable than the thought. Probably
no man has over been nientioneiT for the since
uho was more unwilling to accept the honor.
Ile WR8 plain sad unassuming for all hut eleva¬
tion : entirely satisfied with his position at the
lu*.id of the Btw and gratified with his pris..inti
popularity. He had received no training in poli¬
tics, and" hail no aptitude for the career ; he
disliked the ways and arts of politician* BRO

preferred his soldier friends and his reputation
sw a solilier to political associates or political
fame. He knew, too, that he must lose some

of his popularity when he Uranie a candidate ;

must give up much of his cu>e and offend many
of his friep.ils when once in offloe. Besides all
thin, he had tasted the bitterness of poverty,
and ho was now placed t«eyond pecuniary
anxiety, while if ho neranie President he must

relinquish the income of $JL.',0<X) a year that
wan settled on him for life. He hail little to

look forward to afterward, no resources to take
the place of those he would lost and he was

still young, only forty-three when tho war

closed. He considered all these circumstances,
and he has told me since that he looked with

positive apprehension at the probability, which
by degrees was converted into a certain'y, of
becoming a Presidential candidate.
When he was first approached on the subject

lie resented 'he liberty and repelled all discus¬
sion of tho theme. I have of'en seen men who

hoped to draw him out receive very mortifying
an,! unexpected rebuffs. They would make

jierhaps an elaborate little s|iee< b, devise a

snare into which they thought he must eertatnlv
full, invent a bait that 11111*1 tempt him to talk.
Concord a remark that rn ide a reply unavoidable,
but Urant would simply look at them with DO

expression whatever on his face, and say ti"t a

single word. If he lind uttered anything a' all
they mighl have continued or renewed their
wiles, but tins absolute silence WM
tim mos! embarrassing answer possible
It md only entirely baffled them, but was mer¬

ciless in ita way. They stammered and blushed,
no matter bon bcd ot- adroit ; then they at¬
tempted to change 'he subject, mid invariably
icfnie many minutes took their leave. Some¬
times as til* (bur closed 'bate would look
tip at me with a quizzical exprcssii ti (hal showed
be enjoyed their confusion, Tor a man unused
to the stratagems of pence he waa the most
skilful and 'he most snoeessfnrin these repulses
I have eva seen.

I'.ut the course of Johnson made it Incumbent

a* last on 'he soldier to accept the political
situation, however unwelcome. The people
"hom he had led in the war naturally looked io

him to guard what he hud won, and for a year
before the actual necessity fm- decision there
could lie no mistaking the signs. Still (irani
lived in the hope 'hat the necessity might !..
averted. He would not admit to himself thai
he must take up the new role. The approach of
'.he crisis av.oUe no ambition in him. Indeed,
the spectacle of Johnson dishonored, impeached,
alni"-' deposed, waa not calculated to make
one ulm s'""d so ne;ir af all eager to lavinie
bis successor The struggles whose inner his¬
tory Grant knew so well, the troubles with
Cabinet Ministers, the distracting feats and
anxieties of Johnson.perhaps the fate of Lin¬
coln.ail conspired to dispel the illusions which
men further ott might entertain, (irani saw

for himself that the lot of the President was a

hard one ; and I do not believe he ever ad¬
mitted to his own heart, l.-fore the final
rupture with Johnson, that he would accept
the nomination for 'he Presidency.
This repugnance doubtless helped him 'o con¬

ceal sn long his differences with the President,
and made him submit to more from Johnson
than he otherwise would have endured. Then,
too. Grant saw not a lo tie in the conduct of
Congress and of individual members of the
Keimblican partv that he did not commend.
(»f course, with the general policy of the party
he wax in ace rd. bu* he disapproved many par-
ticulars and disliked many men that as a can¬

didate he must in some sort indorse. Besides
all this, he had many admirers and si,me warm

personal friends among the Democrats whom
11c was unwilling to lose, and the influence "f
his wife's family, which went for something,
was decidedly hostile to the Republican policy
and sentiment. Thus he deferred to the last
moment taking the decisive step.

Put when he wrote the lotter that defied
'lie President ho identified himself with th"
President's enemies. The country looked upon
the step as signifying his willingness to be COR-
sidored Johnson's antagonist. Johnson himself
at the tune and even af'erward ho|»'d to lie ihe
nominee of the Democrats He was at this
moment acting in unison with them ; his only
friends wen- of their partv; he was their rep¬
resentative! and though he dui many things
that many Democrats disapproved, they were

forced to uphold him. Thus when Gran' was

tbrusl into a position of personal and prominent
hostility to Johnson, the Republicans claimed
h in and ralli«^l around him. He knew himself
that the die was cast.
He was nominated by acclamation at Cincin-

na'i in May, 1868. Stanton carried him the
rews. I was with Grant al his own headquart¬
ers when the Secretary of \\ ;lt entered the
room. I had never seen Stanton theie before,
tut this time he did sot Bend for Grant. He
came hurriedly un the stairs panting for breath
!' si some one should precede h'm. He had
ricived the first telegram of the vote, even

in advance of (Jrant, and as lie rushed in he
exclaimed: "General! 1 have come to tell you
that, yon have L-cn nominated by the Repub¬
lican party for President of the United States."
Grant received the InteDigence as he did every
important announcement of his lifo. There
was no shade of exultation or agitation on bis
face, not a flush on his cheek nor a flash in h:s
eve. I doubt whether he felt elated, even in
th"se recesses where he concealed his inmost
thoughts. At that moment I believe he was

e v fa leave his position in the Army, and
d silked ns minh as ever the prospect Of new

responsibilities and unfamiliar cares. Put of
BB, when he was in a figh' he desired to

win, and since hs name had ls.cn pl.iced before
the public arith his tacit sanction, he would
have been disappointed had he nol received tho
nomination. < >f that, however, there had hat div
been a rues,bile v. The next nigh) he made hs
first, political ¦peech, In answer to Governor
RoutweTI, who publicly congratulated hun on

his nomination. The address was entirely un¬

prepared, like almost every s|leech he e\er

made, bul I took it down at rite time. It was in
these w< rds: "Gentlemen, ticing entirely an¬

ne iistomcd to public speaking, and without the
desire to cultivate the power, it is impossible for
me to lind appropriate lanmiage to 'hatilc yon
for thia demonstration All that I can *.,.,- <

tl al to whatever position I may be called by
your will, I shall endeavor to discharge its

dunes with fidelity and honesty of purpose.
if my rectitude in the performance of public

duties yon will have to rodge for yourselves
by the record before

With all his modesty Grant was eot*sciotr*
of his own character. He felt the weight of
the services he had rendered, and dared t0 al¬
lude to them without humility.
Indeed he had been told 80 often 'hat he waa

indispensable af this crisis that he migs, be
pardoned it be believed it. He thought at any
rate that he was as imp.,riant to the li' publican
party xs the party waa to him He had not

wanted the nomination and the party had
wan e<l the prestige Of his name at the polis
He wai no1 non grateful to the party, fer he U-
lievcd that if the party leaders could have done
without him 'hey never would have nominate'!
lum. And it is true 'hat he was not the choic*
Ol the leaders, who doubted his political abil
itv and dietru«tedevon yet bia political fidelity
he was fop til upon them by the rank am

file. Stanton, Chase, Greeley, Sumner si
would have preferred a purely political man

Grant knew this.

He refused from the first to take any activ

He was without orders or express sanction frnaa
t'l-ui- for tins course, bul (iran! knew thai
Rawlins was acting in his interest, (ssl aa ho
knew that I had written Ins history foi tho
campaign. Comstock, one ,,f tbe aides-de-camp,
was plan al Galena, bu! he abstained scrup¬
ulously from politics. Ho prided himself "ii

being a soldier, pine and simple.
Two instances of Grant's persistenl deter¬

mination not io lan a partisan I eas now recall.
General Prank Blair was the 1'eui-crt':, can¬

didate for the V'ice-Presidency, and in hs
speeches made repeated and offe rive refecn e

to Grant, pronouncing him a military dei
a tool "f tio politicians, etc., eu eti bub
Grant refused to resenl Inc language. He I ea

been a warm personal friend if Bl and
runed the heat of his cxpressioi 1 in a political
campaign, though there were mnv military
and political associates "f each wh" fhouahl
these expressions unpardonable; for Plait badi
received advancement and recognition from
Grant, ami was thoroughly ennsciou.1 of tho
purity of Grant's intentions. All this mule no

difference in their personal rel itiot 1 and wbcR
Grant fust mot Blair after the canvass waa

over, be re Rived him sa cordially as ever.

The other circumstance relates to Sherman.
Many of (Inuit's friends thought thal an ex-

preasion of sympathy from sherman, the ut¬
terance of a wish for Grant's nie ess wools,
have great weight with Sherm.ut s Ora sol¬
diers, aa it eertsinry would have had: but
Sherman was determined ts keep himself en¬
tirely ont of practical polities.

no way lessened Grant's confidence. Vet I
am sure that Grant wanted tho expression thal
Sherman withheld, both as a matter of feel¬
ing and hecause he knew the weight it would
carn-. He was disappointed when the ex-

esisJon did not come lsit I heard hun defend
herman for ii"t uiving it. Their friendship

During the political campaign Grant vent

about ne country very little. Once he vis¬
ited St, Looia and once Chicago, but attended
no political meetings He staved at the lion^s
of intimate friends or relatives and avoided
political demonstrations. There w.is a polit¬
ical meeting in Galena, but he was not pres¬
ent. His mornings were passed in reading
and answering Inters, or giving me dinv-
tious or information for such as T was to re¬

ply to, though he often I lid : M8sy i.o'hing
to that. If ron do not answer, the letter nil
answer itself." II- was alwavs clever, and
BomcfiiMoa adroit in his reticence.
Hr read the newspaper closely, and faisetMBBfl

public affairs, even the ch.11.ces of the elec¬
tion for with all hm taciturnity, wi'h all his
apparent inaction, he would have been pro-
foundly mortified at defeat. In the afternoon
he drove or walked, pud visits to his old
friends shout Galena, sat in their oflnes and
w arch oiisea. and tool,- tea wi'h their families
in turn. He had many transient I ritors, ana

enterlnined them in the same simnle fashion,
to which he hal bees an astomed before his
greatness; pe rh. rps wi'h a more liberal hospi¬
tality but with as little ci'rem nv.

On the day of the election I accoini'iinienl
him to thc polls, where he voted for W.ish-
burne for rncmher of (oncres* ; ard indeed
cast his ballot for 'he entire Republican Itches.
«.-rept for President He was a eitiren si
Galena when the war broke out. and had not
lost hs frat ehi^e.

A» shout 10 o'clock in the evening he wen!
to Wa>h bunns hi use. not far from kia Barta,
Arrangements had U«en made there to receive)
the news. Wires were laid 90 conned wita.
tlie 0fl iee of the telegraph, ami by '(use tho
messages cann whit h were to announce the name

of 'he next Prevalent. Then> weie tn Ute rOOBs
a down or more of the eitirens of Galena, «'i>,o
or two correaoondeiits of the Republican preSBj
and a few political people, but except Wash¬
burn© none of national importance.
