Mr. Clark's visitor decided to “ drop up” and see
for himself.

appetiz'ng qualities, found no plaes in the bigh-priced

barrooms, aud was left alost eatirely to the
Gorman bosr-shops and the fraie stands. A year ago,
however, u small protzel was introduosd by & (ew
fashionable drinking resorts, takiug in » moasure with
them the place of the erackor. The substization was
o sucosssfil that, In this redoced form, the pretzsl
beonme an eatablished barroom deli cacy.  This cansed
a great increase 1o the demand, and now a Third-avs,
balker is bullding a h;ﬁ pretzel mill i Fast Seventv-
tifth-st., which will be equipped ‘with apparstms
enpable of turning ont 600 pretzals & minue,  The
mill wiil be sunoing in 4 few woeks and then Phila-
dolphls pretzol bakers may well get aown their
snckeloth and ashes, for their glory will have departed
from them,

To the oye of an experienced police offi-
olsl the work of a olever forger or safe burglsr in as
charnsteristic aa the style of a well-known suther to a
compstent eritle. Fence Inspoctor Byrnes's book will
be to the police what m literary dictionary Is to the
studont. Bat one of the chicf nims of the work is to
protect the publie.  This object is admirably accom-
plished by the introdaction of heliotypa reproductions
of the features of the most notorions criminals ns they
appear in the Rogums' Galley as Police Headquart-
ers, The valne of thesa portraita to the public may
bo judged by the eonsternation which their publica-
tion spreads amons the eriminal classen. A notorious
thief, who had returned to the country after a sejourn
of several yeuss abwosd said to the Inapeotoer the
other day:
