STEADY PROGRESS OF CREMATION.

SIXTY-EIGAT BODIFS BURNED AT FRESIH POND IN
TEN MONTHA,

The crematory at Fresh Pond is mo longer &
povelty. Three or four bodies are now burned
there almost every week and the (act attracts no
more atteution than the birial of handreds in Mt
Olivet, the Evergreens and the other cemeterios in
the neighborhood. Indeed, it may be fairly said
that cremation as a means of disposing of the dead
has already passed beyoad the expesimental stage,
al least in this part of the country, and become an
established institution. [t is not yet ten monuths
since the crematory was openad, bat already sixoy-
eight incinerations have taken place. and tha ore-
mation company is upon a firm if not paring basin.
The first body, that of Engene Lievrs, was burned
on December 4, and sioce then nearly avery month
has witnessod an inoreased namber of incinerations

Natirally there isagool dealof carosity felt
a8 to who are the people that prefer this method,
which met with snch a storm of iudignation when
it was firss proposed here a few years ago. An ex-
amination of the list shows that fifteen out of the
sixty-sigkt crematel were Wwomen, whose bodies
were burned at their own reqnest. One ladly was
the aanghter and granddaoghuer of Protestant
clergymen, and ner hrother, also & elergyman, was
present at the incineration. Only two of the list
were Catholies, eremativn being condemned by the
Holy See, bot a namher were Protestanis, and the
rest reprosented every shade of religious halief.
['be oldest person crematod was eighty-elght vears,
the youngeat nine wecks. Amoag the professions
the medical, civil engireering, journalism, the
military and the dramatic wers representad, like-
wise banking and mercantile pursuits, besides a
number of the trades.

ERPECIALLY POPULAR WITH GERMANS,

Although the advoeares of cremation are not ton-
fined to any particalar class in this conntry, yet it
is more papular with Germans than with any other
nationality, a8 ont of the gixty-eight thirty-thres
were Germans. Of the others twenty two were
born in the United States, five iu France, twn in
fngland, while Scotland, Ireland, India. Austria,
Huneary and Switzerland pro {need ona  each,
Among the prominent names on the list are those of
pr.

The expenses of the
company are eonfined to the cost of condnrti ng tha
eremutory, offize rents and the pay of employes
I'ne officers of the company give their services
gratnitonsly, finding suificieal Teconpanss for
their labors in the saocesa that has attendml the
introduction ot ‘what they helisve to he s gTRst
reform.

THE COMPANY AND THE BOCIETY.

Nearly all the
bodies bronght to these thres crematnries come
from & distance aod 108 DPALIMINALY Arfuueemen ts
are made by lettar or telegrapn.  This ailowas ainpla
time to fire the farnaces an/l eugage wen tem-
porarile, rendering unnecessary the rotenuon of
regnlar saliriel attenaants, as has to he dons by
the munagors of tha Fresh Pond institntion. It is
sitnated fve miles from the eity: it has to be
watehied and eared for all the time, and its neces-
«ary supplies, such as fuel, are brooght fron a
Histanne,

Nearly all applicationa for incineration eome
from withina radios of ten miles, aud wore than
twanty-four honrs' notice prior to the time of incin-
eration isseliom mven. e sl days may pass
withont an applicstion snt tuen several may come
together.

GROWTH OF THE CREMATION [DEA

The growth of the cremation movemeut continnes,
despite the opnogition shown toward it When the
sociaty was started here tive years ago. there wers
only four crematories in exiatence,the one ut Wash-
ington, Penn. and turee in Europe, and the total
nambar of incinerationa ut the four did mot then
excced 200. In Enrope io-day there ara over a
dozen crematories, [ondon, Paris, Romse, Brussels,
Dresden, Floerence, Copenhagen and otber smaller
cities baving societien whics have put the theory
{nto pructice, ln ghis conntry there ars active cre-
mation societies in nearly ali the large cities
Four ersmatorics have been bulit and others are
aboit to be srectod in Philadelplia, San Fraoeisco,
Detroit, Cincinnati and Lonisvilis.

The bealth autborities sud the medical profession
geuerally wre hecoming more pronounced o their
views (o regard to the adoption of cremation, at
|east to a eor'ain extant. lne committes on the
aubject appointed by the Society of Medical Jur s
prudence in their anninai report declared cremation
to be * a sanituly necessity,” and recommeniled the
pussaze of & bill by the Legisluture requiting that
all parsons dying of contageous diseases shoald be
frem;ucl auder direction of the medical author-
ties.
