ment in takin: the most extreme measures which
may be necessary to secure the complete triumph
of law and order in lreland. Mr. Goschen has pre-
pared a stronz peech in woich he will declare the
Jlome IRule movement to be neither political nor
pational, but an agrarian movement, and on this
ground he will make a stronz appeal to Lhe peo-
ple of the United States against it.

THE FIRE RECORD.

THE ROOF OF A BIG ICE-HOUSE AFLAME.
ONE OF JACOR RUPPERT'S WoRKMEN TRIES TO
THAW A PIPE AND BTARTS A FIRE,

A stupld workman went upto the top of the bg ice-
house connectad with Jucoh Enppert's brewery nt Third-
ave. and Ninoty-first-st. soon after 1 p. m. yesterday and
tried to thaw out a frozen water pipe with a eandle. Ho
worked close to the woollen ceiling, which was separated
from the tin roof by four feet of granulated cork and ahav-
fnis,  Although he fulled to set the water running, he set
fire to the ceiling. Mr. Ruppert tried to prevent the flames
from spreading beneath the roof, but he soon found his
private tiro extingnishing apparatns uscless. The fre-
men bad great difienlty In getting any water on the
fames, which continned to spread along  the roof, When
Becond Asslstant Chlef Rellly nrrived he seut ont a
sovond alarm. He learned that the structuore was fire-
proof helow the roof aud secnrely separated from the
main brewery. Holes wore cut in the roof of the fee
hoase, but it wis linpossible W check the progress of the

fire fn the cork aud shavings

The force of the pent up fAames caused an explosion at
2 p. 1., and the shieet-iron cornles was blown away from
the front.  About o ton of aheet iron foll with u crash (o
the stlewnlk, where a crowd bad been standing a few
minutes before,  For an hour afterward the chief paint of
futerest was the top of the tull fingstaf, which swayed
ominously on the roof of the bullting -

Five hours aftor the fire was discovered the flremen
were still working away patiently on the roof; but the
fames were under control and conld do no more than de-
stroy the roof, Mr. Rappert snid bis loss wonld be about

20,000, The damssge to tho loe-honse prosably woild
not excood $3,000, Snee Mr. Buppert introdioced leo
mnchines futo the hrewery severnl yoars awo, the ive-
bonse his been used chiefly us a storuge place for beer.
