THE ARCHBISHOP AND DL W GLYNN.

The statement given to the press by Arch-
bishop Corrigan goes far toward removing the
obscurity which has rested upon the relations
between the prelate and Dr. McGlynn, but it
cannot be said that it explains the resolule re-
fusal of the latter to obey the summons either
of the Propaganda or of the Pope. The pub-
lication of the main facts, and of so much of
the correspondence as bears direetly upon them,
dissipates the rumors which have been in cir-
culation to the effect that the Archbishop had
acted harchly or despotically in the premises,
So far from this being the case, it is made
plain that the head of the diocese procceded
most cautiously and gently; that he is in no
way responsible for the summons to Rome;
that he has given Dr McGlyun ample oppor-
tunitics to pwge himself of his contumacy ;
and that he has even endured what can only
be characterized as disobedience indistinguish-
able from mutiny with a tolerant patience and
good femper by no means reciprocated.

It is not necessary to await any further
comments Dr. Mefilynn may chome to make
upon the Archbishop's statement 1o arrive at
a conclusiun regarding the central point in
this case. All doubt on that point isremoved

Ly Dr. McGiynn's  brief explanation on
another page, nas well as by his ex-
plicit, unambignons and  final declara-

tion to the Archbishop in his letter dated

December 20, 1856, In that communi-
cation the priest informs his spiritual superior
that he means to eomtinue teaching the doctrine
that private ownership in land is wrong, and
that the confiscation of all landed property is
vight. Now that is a doctrine concerning the
character of which there is happily little room
for doubt. It is, in fact, an immoral doctrine;
so immoral a docirine that not only the Church
of Rome but every other Church, and not only
all Churches but all Governments, and not only
all Governments Lut all schools of philosophy
recognizing any cthical principles, must unite
in econdemning and rejecting it In fact, if
Dr. MeGlynn had told the Archbishop that he
intended to teach, so long as he lived, the jus-
tice and expediency of highway robbery, or
burglary, or pocket-picking, he could barlly
have announced a more radical departure from
the rules of condnet which laymen no less than
ecclesiastics hgve held to as alike just and
necessary since the heginnings of ordered so-
ciety.

Dr. MoGlynn's precise language in his letter
to his Archlishop, dated December 20, 1856,
refusing to go 1o Kome, was as follows :

I iave taught and [ shall confinue fo teach, in speeclics
and writings as long as I lice, that land {s rlghtfully the
property of the people in commou nud thut private owner-
ghitp of land 18 againat natural justice, no mabter by what
eirld or ecelesiastical laes it may de sanctioned ; nnd 1
would bring about lustantly, it T could, such change of
laws, all the world over, ss wuuld oconflscate private
property in land without one penny of eampensation (o the
miscalled owneras.

THE MAN LINCOLN,

The public has never shown a sign that it waa
weary of reading about Abraham Lincoln, and
no fact conld show more conclusively how close
be was and is to the hearts of the people.
Among the scores of articles for which the re-
cent revival of Lincoln lore has made a place in
print we recall none which savered more keenly
of the man than the one which appears on
the ninth page ot this issue from the pen of the
Hon. Augustus Brandegee, of New-London.
Entering Congress as a Representative from
Connecticut in 1863, Mr, Brandegee found easy
access to the White Honse, and was evidently
permitted to cateh the President in some of his
most eharacteristic moods. And this was only
natural, for Mr, Lineoln always felt a peculiar
affection for the little Nutmeg State which,
nnder the lead of Governor Buckingham, re-
sponded so steadily and heroically to every
demand of the War for the Union,

From the reader’s point of view at least, Mr,
Brandegee made the best possible nse of his
opportunities.  I}is reminiscences are filled
with flushes of light which bring before theleyes
the very essence of the man whom they illumi-
pate. Nothing droller has ever been said of
Mr. Lincoln’s physical man than the phrase
which Mr. Brandegee pnts in Secretary Stan-
ton's mouth, Dut we forbear to guote, and
refer our readers to the article for s hundred
debghtiul touehes.

INCREASED FACILITIES FOR COURTS.

Assemblyman Ives has introdueed a bill at
Albany to increase the facilities in this city for
the prosecution of eriminal cases.  In its por-
pose the bill is gooll.  In its details it is bad.
There is an urgent necessity for some  ae-
tion by this Legislature which will enable the
Dustriet-Attorney of New-York to dispose of
the 6,000 untried indietments which barden
his oftice, During the last sixteen yeurs the
population of the city has inereased twenty-
per  ecent,  but  no  appreciable
addition  has  veen  made  to  the ma
chinery which was then allotted for the pun-
ishment of erime.  Another judge and another
assistant distriet-attorney have been added,

modation the city has not been benefited by
these additions, ‘I'he judges of the General
Sessions work but hittle mora than halt the
year, while the untried indictments are piling
up into the thousands,

longed should protest against the course taken
by him was inevitable ; and the more so inas-
much as his active participation in politics as
the champion of a flagrantly immoral doctrine
compromised and discredited the hierarchy.
It is incontestable that his prie-tly oflice count-
ed for something in the Mayoralty canvass, and
that in ko far 8s it counted for anything his
presence and his utterances fmplied an  in-
dorsement or a toleration which he was cx-
pressly forbidden 1o offer; which he could not
offer, however Indirectly, without being guilty
of something graver even than flat disobedi-
ence to his diccesan and to his Church.
Now, when n man in priestly orders becomes
convinced that it is his duty to teach doctrines
which his Church condemns and reprobates,
there is only one honorable conrsa open to him.
He cannot possibly justify himself in remain-
ing in a church against one of the teachings of
which he is determined to do constant battle,
To employ the influence which his ecclesiastical
position gives him to advance doctiines disap-
proved by the Church would be both impos-
sible and indefensible. Nor can the Church,
or any Chureh, hesitate in a case of the kind.
To do so would clearly be to destray discipline
and accord, and to invite anarchy and con-
fusion, Dr, McGlynn had a right to adopt any
ideas about property in land which were ac-
captable to him. lle had a right to advocate |
those ideas. But he could nof have a m{!at'
to hold or to champion them in his capacity |
as a Catholie priest. Considering the nature
of his offence and the hardihood with which
he declared hig purpose to repeat it indefinitely,

the course taken by Archbishop (Corrigan must
be regarded as singularly indulgent, and it is
evident that a conllict resting upon such a
clear question of discipline and subordination
can bave but one issune,

And yet there will be great sympathy for
Dr, McGlynn, and an carnest hope that some
way out of his present gituation may be found
that shall still leave him a wide field of useful-
ness, Many things combine 1o bespeak a
feeling of unusual kindliness for him, He is
a produwet of our common schools and a grad-
nate, if we are not mistaken, of the old Free
Avademy, 1le has always encouraged the com-
mon school eystem, and has never taken a part
in any warfare upon it. He his been a most
faithful and eflicient pastor, and has gathercd
together a great congregation who believe in
him implicitly, and seem ready to follow him
to the end, He has had a great synpathy with
the virtuous poor, and has unselfishly given
his best eflorts to their advancement, He
has shown & firm belief in the foundation prin-
ciple of our institutions, local self-govern-

ment, and has had a patriot’s eagerness
to see the same principle  developed
in Home Rule for Ireland. These

are traite Americans of whatever faith neces-
sarily respoct, They would be glad to sce Dr.,
MceGlynn well out of his troubles,

Down tothis point the snceess of the piece secmed
never & moment in doubt. Ta the earlier part
of the second act the same impression provaied,
Things went in little slower time, but the curous

aucestors living and moving, delighted rbe honse,
But from the time when the ghosts resumed theie
places in the frames the piecs bagan to drag shaht-
ly.

Nevertholoss,
Le is Lield in hoarty detestation in the little village
of Rederring. There are pretty girls without end,
Ibey coustitute au endowed corps of profassional
bridesiuaids.  But thoy are not hapoy. Every
young mann the viliage loves Rose MWaybud, the
prettiest gicl of tho lot, and until sne mikes hber
choee thay stand no chance of getting marriod
When she was a baby, Rose was left at the work-
honse door with oniy s cusnge of baby hinen and s
book of etiqnette written by the wite of a Lord
Mavor, The book of erignoette she regards asa
volce from the tomb, and by its solemn precepts
she  tests the moral  worth of all whe
aporouch  her. Thus the village swains find
httle favor in  her eyes except  young
Rodin  Oakapple, who eombines the maoners of a
Marquia with the morals of a Methodlst, With hun
she Is desporntely In love.

Lien the plot thickens, Kichard kuows that Robis

luddygore, who to escape the curse that rests
on s line bad cansed 1t to be given out that he
wad dead and allowad the younger brother to tuke
the title and estate and eonsaquent heritags of
crime, Richard has always oboyel the dictates of
his heart, and bis heart vow prompts him to reveal
to Sir Degpard the existence of this elder brothor.
Sir Despard eagorly seizos tho opportunity to
abandon his career of crime, and whan all are as-
sembled for the woddinz of Bobin and Ene he
breaks up the festivitios by announcing thac Robin
is Sir Euthven Murgatroyd anl ougat to be playng
the role of the wicked baronet. Eobin nckunwls
edges the deception he has practisad, and
his  prospective bride and all lis  friouds
desert hum, Rose, after a vain attempt to capture
Despard, falls back on Richard again,

It would reqnire too much space to give anything
like a detnited account of the ingenious complica-
tions of the second act, which passes in the picture
wallery ot Huddygore Castle. The walls are cov-
ored with full-leagth portraita of sil the twoaty-
one wicked baronetsa of Ruddygore. Robin wears
the haggard aspeot of a guilty rose. Yet in bis
one wook's career of orime he has fullen so far
short of what the wickel baronst of Kuddygore
ought to bs that his sucestors are dis-
gusted with him.
