THE HIGH LICENSE RILL

The High License bill introduced {0 the As-
sembly at Albany by Mr. Erncst H, Crosby is |
a practical, and in the main, well-considered
meaure, It provides for six classes of li-
censes, ranging between 1,000 for the ordi-
nary saloon and $10 for dmg-slorcfx. The gen- |
eral principle of imposing the heaviest tax upon ]
{he most mischievous machinery for the salo |
of liquors is adhered to, the license for gelling |
malt beverages being tmt half the amount of
the liquor license. But at this point there is,
we ok, room for some modification, The
argueient upon which such measures as this |
are Justified is, that since it is not practicable
to enforce prohibitory laws in great cities the
one wise and statesmanlike course I8 o reg-
ulate and restrain the traflie, and do whatever
s feasible toward diverting the public taste
from the more harmful to the least harmful
drinks. Whatever tends {0 lesen the con-
gumption of spirits is bencficent. Now experi-
ence shows that the more beer is consumed the
lesa whiskey is used, and the change from alco-
holie 10 malt beverages is in the direct intercsi
of temperance,

But if high license as a practical policy rests
on the impossibility of enforcing more drastic
measures, it is evident that high license itself
requires to be applied as a regulative and not
as a prohibitory law; for otherwise it will en-
counter the eva-on and defiance which have al-
ways been the fate of prohibitive statutes in
large cities. 1f this reasoning is sound, it fol-
lows that the license upon the sale of mall
liquors should be proportionately low, and Mr.
Crosby's bill, we think, errs in putting the rate
too high. Of conrse, the guestion is not at all
of what the friends of temperance would like
if they could have their way. The mere desire
to have the whole community not only tem-
perate but abstinent never yet solved the prob-
lem. It may be cheerfully granted that it would |
be much better for everyboly if the love of
drink could bo eradicated altogether. But It
cannot be, It is an appetite which we all know
can only be overcome by degrees, and by pa-
tient educational processes. The State ecan
help on the reform by imposing a heavy ftax
upon the most dangerous class of saloons, (A
high tax bill, in fact, would in our judgment
be preferable to a high licenso bLill) By so
doing it can restrict the number of whiskey-
ghops, and wipe out the worst kind of grog-
gerics completely.  And this kind of action has
an immediate and salutary effect upon the
whole question, since it diminishes temptation
for those least able to withsiand It

The tax upon the retail sale of splrils can
perhaps hardly be made too high. The case is
one in which the community is justified in dis-
criminating against & particular interest. It is
justified by “the fact that the business in ques-
tion is against public policy, immoral and de-
structive in its consequences, and ouly to le
tolerated pending the evolution of a more en-
lightened public opinion. Short of prokhibition
the tax on the retailing of spirits can hardly
be put too high, and considering the alarming |
increase of the saloons in this eity of late, anil |
in most great cities, the point is the more
urgent. Mr, Croshy's bill, with the changes
hero soggested, promises well, 1t can no doub
be enforced if the executive officem do thei
duty, If they cannot be trusted, no satute will |
be of any avail. Public opinion in New-York, |
however, approves the principle of high liccase,
and the Legislature should understand that such r
a measure as Mr, Croshy has introduced is very
seriously demanded. The temperance wentiment
of New-York must not be flouted, and ecannot |
be defied. High license, moreover, is indored
by many thousands who do not go the lenmgth
of probibition, and it is a measure required as
well for the material protection as for the moral
clevation of the community.

NAVAL COMPARISONS,

A naval officer on duty in the Mediterranean
has exploded a small torpedo under the Eng-
lish-American  Navy, Commaunder MeGregor, |
of the United States ship Alliance, has reported
under date of January 1 the arrival of the Bnt-
ish fleet at Malta, and unvsual courtesies shown
to him and hiz ofticers by the Admiral (the
Duke of Edinburgh) and the Governor. *lHer
Majesty's ship Scout” he writes, “one of the
new type recently built, arrived in port on
December 31. The commanding officer said
that she was placed at seventeen knots and had
made it in emooth water, but that he called her
a sixteen-knot ship. In making this speed the
ship vibrates so much that even old sailors are
made sick.” This is an interesting bit of naval
intelligence, for which the country is greatly
indebted to tho news-connter of the Bureau of
Navigation, Sccretary Whitney, despairing of
the ability of American degigners to plan a fast
cruiser, sent to England for some of the new-
est and most approved ideas. How distressed
he will be when he learns that seventeen knots
nominal epeed means sixteen knots actual sca
speed, and that this reduced rate Is accompanied
by unerring signs of structural weakness ! The
vibrations of the machirery are so violent ns
to make old sailors scasicl even in fine weather.
Not landlubbers, sent to sea as naval experts in
search of a storm, but weather-beaten, stomach-
proof Britich tars on a smooth sea! What will
the partisan examiners, who condemned the
Dolphin on account of the jingling of glusses
in the cabin, have o ray when confronted with
lsnch plaring evidenre of structural weakness 1

Imagine the three Jonahs, who took passage
with Captain Meade on his celebrated cruise,
embarking for a voyage on the Scout!

This disclosure of the actual speed and in-
stability of the Beout is timely.  Becretary
Whitney, in his last annual report, goes oul of
his way to make a series of unfair and mislead -
ing comparisons between the first four vessels
constructed for the new Navy and a series of
English ships built about the same time, This
ia done with a view to discrediting the work of
American designers, The Dolphin is contrasted
with the Alacrity and the Surprise, and the
Atlanta with the Esmeralda, Giovanm Bausan
and Mersey, and the inferiority of the Ameri-
can ships is assumed to be mathematically dem-
onstrated. Marine engineers, who have read
these puragraphs in the Secrelary's report, bave
pronounced the method of comparison to be
unfair and unscrupulous, and the conclusions
reached as wholly without warrant in fact. The
Surprise is admitted by English naval anthor-
itics to be a failure, and instead of being used
aa an .\dmiralty yacht has been converted into
a gunboat and sent to a foreign station, The
Alacrity has not answered the requirements of
speod for whioh it waa dedgned. Thoe other
vessels nnmod have pousibly shown gicat spoed
over o measured mile after repeated trinl tiips ;
bup structural weakness I8 suspooted, and the
actual speed {s much lowor than tho Beoretary
has assumed it to be, It is eeriainly a curlous
spectaclo to find English ve:scls, which are con-
