ITALY IN THE SOLDAS.
ile fall of the Italian Ministry is the natural

outcome of the .Soudan manguero. The
Chamber never tolerates a failure in foreign
affairs. Since Count Cavour's fortunate inter¬
vention in the Crimea it has been an accepted
tradition of tho Italian people that they mutt
never lose an opportunity of exerting active
influence in European affairs. Wtenoter a

Minister of Foreign Affairs is unfortunate in
negotiations or suffers the prestige of the King¬
dom to wane abroad, his usefulness is gone.
The Cabinet resigns and after a little delay is
reorganized iritb a new Minister ci Foreign
Affairs. This conventional procedure wai fol¬
lowed two years ago when by tho abandonment
of Lord Wolseiey's expedition the Italian
force sent out to co-operate with do English
was left in the air without a base of operations
or an objective point. Resignations were then
in oilier because the Kingdom had been made
a luugliing-stocK. Uesignations are requited at
present because there has been ? disastrous
failure in the intrigues wit.« Abyssinia.
The reinforcements sent from Naples will

enable tho Italian commander at Masaowah to

push a column for a short «listane«» into the in¬
terini. There a halt will have to be made
unless the Abyssinians return and challenge
attack, which is an improbable contingency.
The roads to Kasssla are among the worst iu
tiie Eastern Soudan, and the march of Euro¬
peans to the relief of that garrison is clearly
impracticable. The Italian commander evi¬
dently hoped to indure the Abyssinian border
tribes Co do l.is cauipa'gning for him, but with
their usual treachery Lfiey have turned against
the small force sent out by him. it will he a

hazardous enterprise to pursue three tribes and
to punish them for their treachery. Either
this object must be undertaken, or else an
ignoble retreat to the eeanoard must be
sounded.

THE REPORT OF THE PRISON COMMISSION.
Tiie Prison Commisi ion which wae appointed

last winter has submitted its reporL Tbe coin-
mission was charged with the duty of investi¬
gating a uuniber of phases of the prison prob¬
lem, but was created m-rinly with a view of
facilitating the oettleuicnt of the long-pending
question of a »ubititute for the convict contract
labor system.
The commission reports in favor of the State

account system. It is a system which has not
commended itself to the Superintendent of

Prisons. Hie preferences in their order are

tiret, the contract system, second, the piece-
price system, third, the State account system.
He argnee that from tho point of view of
financial result«, discipline, and the physical con¬

dition of the prisoner·«, tho coutrnct system ia
jrreatly to ho preferred to either of the other«.
Excluding that system he favors the piece-price
on the ground that the risk under it \tould he
less than under the State account eystem while
the incorno would bo greater. In his report
rendered last year he estimated that tho adop¬
tion of the Stato account system would make
necessary nn outlay of $2,7G>0,000 for
machinery, stock, ¡dulled instructors and re¬

lated expenses.
Tho Legislatiiro will have these facts in

mind when it comes to consider the bill em¬

bodying the recommendation of the commis¬
sion. Whatever may be the defect« of the
State account system it is infinitely better than
nothing, and just now tho prisons are seriously
(iifft'ring from the want of ? settled policy in
legard to the employment of labor. The ex¬

penses of the Auburn prison last rear exceeded
the earnin·?« by ifHO.liil and this latpre defi¬
ciency was duo entirely to the Superintendent's
inability under tho existing state of things to

keep tho prisoner· employed.
