A Totora INDIAN'S SELF-TORTURE.
BLOODY MOURNING FOR HIS DEAD BROTHER-O 'INC.

WITHOUT FOOD AND DRINK-
Muzzah. ft promising young Sioux Indian, who Is one

of Huffalo IHU.'s attractions, received word yesterday
nionitng of the death of Ule brother at Pine Ridge Agency,
Dakota, and he began to mourn lit« lots lu true Indian

fashion. He first uttered a prolonged eerie* of ytll·,
shrieks and groans that brought all the lHjllce ¡u the

neighborhood to the Garden, and aroused all the Inmate·

of that extensive structure, who were taking a morning
«leep. They all knew what the matter was ami only tho

uninitiated In Indian custom* gathered, around him to

watch the proceedings. A« the fervor of bis grief in¬

creased he drew his long bowie-knlfo from Its sheath and

began slashing his bared breast, arms und leg« with It.

While the blood from a ltttlf a dozen wounds was coursing
down his body and forming red pools at his feet he sat

down and with the snme bloody weapon begun whittling
out wooden pins about the thickness and length of a lead
pencil, which ho sharpened to a point During the time
that It took him to manufacture u half a dozen of these
he kept up the loud, dl-mul howling, expanding In vol¬
utile as the pain increased and the pouls of blood grew
larger.
When the skewer« were ready he caught the fleshy part

of one leg between the umilili and finger« of the left hand
aud drove the wooden pin into the flesh until the pin pro¬
truded, lie did the same to each limb, and also drove a

olu through either cheek. These, he allowed to remain
lor two hours, during which time none dared to speak to
him or attempt to interfere. Among the Indiane it is ou

pain of instant death that one Indian speaks to another
who Is In " mourning" until after the third day. After
tho In.Man drew out the pitie he rolled himself from head
to foot in hi* blanket and trawled iutooneof the mangers,
where he lay all day without food or drink, moaning and

groaning and occasionally breaking out Into wild shrieks
as he thought of his loss. The blood stained wooden pins
were exhibited to many visitor* to the Garden yesterday,
