POMESRTIC SERVIUE AND ITS PROBLEMS.

At last we have como to the problem to which
there has necessarlly been incldental refercnce
here and there, but which has otherwise blded
fts time. That these pages or nny pages wiklen
by mortal hand in this generalion can solve it,
the writer doubts, the solution beinz ine atricably
fnvolved with that of other soclul problems of
which time is Uie chief key, State the guestioy
a8 we may, there Is always a fresh presentation
$o Be made, and replies are ns various 48 the
minds of the staters, It is the mistress with
wh m such presentation has thus rested ; n mis

ympetenes,
dirt, waste, fnsubordination; all the evils known
o fenorant and presumpluous service, For such
mistress, smarting from & sense of wrong end
hojeloss and faithless as to remedies, the out
ook 8 necessarily bounded by her own horizon.
Bhe listens with indi nant gontempt to the story
of the thousands who choose their garrets and
gemi-starvation, with independence, to the shel
ter and abundance of the homes in which they
might be made weleome. She may even aver
that any statement of their suffering is stupid
sentimentality ; the gush and maudiin  melnn.
choly of “humanitarian clergymen and news
paper reformers.”

For her as for most of her order, in whom, as
Feb, no facully for secing both sides of a question
has developed, there can be no reply save in
words already spoken. These women, working
for wazes that kepp them nlways just above star-
vation point, have no power left to think beyond
the need of the hour. They cannob stop, thiey
dare not stap to think of other methods of earn
ing. They have no clothing in which they oou'd
obtain ecven entrance to an intelligence oftice.
They have no knowledge that could make them
gervanls even of the meancst order. They are
what is left of untrained and hopelessly ignorant
Mves, given over to suffering born in part from
their fgnotance; and for a lame proportion of
such cases there can be mercly alleviation, and
such slight bettering of conditions as would come
from a system into which justice entered more

With this army of incompetents we have al
present nothing to do. Our intercst lies in dis
govering what is at the boltom of the objection
to domestio service; how far these objections are
rational and to be treated with respect, and how
far they may be obviated. The mistress’s point
of view we all know. We know, oo, her pre-
senlation of objections as she funcies she has dis
covercd them. What we do mob Know is the
ground taken by sensible, self-respecting  givls,
who have chosen trades in prefercnce, and frvin
whom full detail has been obtained as to the
reasons for such choice. In listening to the
oountless stories of experiment in earning a liv-
ing, the passaze from one industry to another
snd the uncertainties snd despuirs before the
rght thing had shown itself, the question has
always been asked:

“ow did it happen that you did not try to
get a place in some gond fumily 2"

The answers were 88 various ne the characters
of those who replied ; some with fudignation that
they should be supposed capable of this degra-
dntion, but most of them thoughtfully and rea-
sonably. In time they wranzed themselves under
beads, the ocoupations represented by the various
respondents being over seventy. They were
chiefly above the ordinary domestic in inotelli-
gence and education, their employments being of
every order from paperbox making to Uype
writing and stenography. But the trades pre-
dominated, Amerlcan being the nationality most
lancely represented, Irish born in this country
rauking next, and German aud & sprinkling of
other nulionalitics following. These replies ate
precisely of the same nature as those given some
months ago, during an investi. otion made by the
head of one of the first puilds for working-women
eetubhished in this eountry, objections being prac-
tically the same at whatever point they may be
given. They were arranged under different heads
and punbered iu order,

In the present case it seems well to tale the in-
@ividual testimeny, each ginl whose verdict s
ebosen represcning a class and being really its
pouthpleee,

First on the lst stands Margaret M., an Ameri
ean, bwenty-three years old aod for five years in
s paper-box factory. Seven others nodded Uheir
assent, or added a word here and there as she
gave her view, Two of thum were Irish-Amert-
eans who had had some ycars in Lhe public
schools.

& [t's freedom that we want when the day's work
s done. I koow some nice girls, Bridgel's cous-
ins, that make more money and dress better and
everything for being in sorvice, They're wait
resses aud have Thursday afterncon out and parl
of every cther Sunday. But they're never sure
of one minute that's their own when they're 1o
the house., Our day is ten hours long, but when
ft’s done it's dope, and we can do what we like
with the evenings. That's what I've heard from
pvory nice girl that ever Lried servies. You're
pever sure that your soul’s your own, excepl
when you are out of the house, and I ecouldn’t
stand that a day. Women care just as much fur
freedom as men do. Of course they don't get so
much, but I know I'd fight for mine”

“Women are always harder on women than
men are,” sald a fursewer, on intelligent Ameri-
gan sbout thirty. *“I got tired of always sitting
and took a place as chambermaid. The work was
all right and the wages good, but I'll tell you
what I couldn’t stand, The cook and the walt
poss were just common, unciducated Irish, and I
had to room with one and stand the personal hab-
fts of both, and the way they did st table took
all my appetite. I couldn’t eat, and bezan Lo
run down. and av last I gave notice and told Lhe
truth when I was esked why. The lody just
Jooked at me astonished. ¢ If you take n servant’s
place you can't expect to be one of the family.’
she said. ‘I pever msked It I said. *All 1
sk is A chance at eommon decency.” ‘It will
be diffienlt to find an essier place than this,' she
said, and I kuew 1t, but ease one way wis hard
pess snother, and she couldn't see thoat I had any
Fight Lo complain. That's one trouble in tbe
way. It's the mixing up of things, and mistresses

Third came an Ivish-American whose mother
Bad been oock for years in one family, but who
had, after n few months of service, gone into o
jute mill, followed gradually by five sisters,

sho said. “We came to this countiy to better
ourselves, and it's nob Lettering Lo have anybody
ordering you round.”

“But you are ordercd in the milL”

“That's difterent, A wan knows what he
wants and doesn't go beyond it, but B womun
mever knows what she wants and sort of bosses you
pverlustingly., If there was such s Uhilog as fixed
bours it might be different, but I tell every girl
1 know: “Whatever you do, don't go inlo ser
" wice~ You'll mlwanys be prisoners and walways

Jooked down on. You cun do thinus ab home for
them as belonss to you, that somehow it scems
Anyway 1 hate 1t,
pnd there's plenty like me.”

“What I minded,” said a gentle, quiet girl who
worked at a stationer’s, and who had tricd house-
bold servico for & yeug, “What I minded was the
awiul lonesomeness. I went for general house-
knew all about it, sod there were
family. I pever minded being
own room, for I'm always
and I don't go out hardly
I slways know I can, and that
to talk to if I like. DUt there,
give orders, they, hand nothing to do
It got to feel sort of crushing at last,
myself sick, and at last I gave v up,

There are a-guod many would feel just the same.”
#0Oh, nobody need to tell me about poor Ker-
vants,” said an encrzetle woman of forty, Irish-
American, and for years in a shirt factory. “Don't
I know the way the bussies'll do, comin’ out of v
bog maybe an' not knowing the names even, let
nlone the use of half the things in the kitchen,
and ssking their twelve and fourleen dollirs
month! Don't I know it well, an’ the shame it
is to 'em, but I know plenty o decenf, hard
workln' girls too thal give good satisfaction, nnd
his is what they say. They say the main trouble is
the mistiesses don't know no more than habies
what a dey's work really Is. A smart pirl keeps
en her foet all the time to prove she isu't lazy,
for 1f the mistress finds her sitbing down she
tainks there can't be much to do nud that she
doesn't earn her wazes,  Then of the girl trles Lo
save hersel? or is deliberate, they eall hier slow.
They want girls on tap from 6 in the morning
till 10 and 11 at night, Tisw't fair. And then,
it there's a lot-up in the work maybe they give
vou the baby to see to, T like a nice baby, but I
doa't lke havine one twmned over to me when
I'm fit to drop serabbling to get through and sit
down a hit, U've nsucht to eny for the girls
that's breaking things snd half doing the work.
They'te a shameful set and ouzhit o be pul down
somehow, but it's a fact that the most 've known
in service have been another sort that stiyed long
in places and hated change.  There's many
wood plaee, too, but the bad ones ontnimbers 'em
Women make hard mistresses, and 1 say ngain 14
rather be under a mwan that knows whal lie
wants, That’s the wny with most.”
“I don't see why people are surprised that we
don't rush into places,” said a shopgirl.  "Our
world may be a very narrow world, and I know
it is, but for all that it's the only one we've rol,
and richt or wrong ‘we're out of it 1f we go Into
service. A tenchor or eashier or an. body in o
store, no mntter if they have rot common sense,
deesn’t want to pssociate with servants. Some-
how you gel a surt of smooch.  Young men Lhink
and say, for I have heard lots of them: * Oh, she
can't amount to much if she hasu't brains enough
to male a living outside of a kitehen! You're
just, down onee for all if you go into one.”
41 don't agree with you at all,” snid a young
teacher who lud eome with her.  “The people
that hire vou go Into kitehens and are nob dis-
eraced, What 1 felt was, for you see T tried it
that they oughto’t to muke me go into Hvery.
| was worn out with tenching aund o [ concluded
to try being a mise for o while. I found two
hard things: one, that I was never five for an
pour from the children, for I took meals and sl
with them, and any mother knows what n rest it
is to go quite away from them, even for an hour :
and the other was that she wuntied me lo woear
the nurse's cap and apron.  She was real good and
kind, but when I said, *Would you like your
sister, Miss Louise, to put on eap und apron when
she goes out with them ' she got very red and
straizhtened up. *I's a very different mntler”
she said. ¢ You must not forget that in aceepting
u servant’s place you asccept a servant’s limita-
tions.! That finished me. 1 loved the children,
but I said: * If you have no olther thought of what
| am to the children than that, I had better go.’
I went, and ghe put a common, uneducated Irish
4l in my place. 1 know a good many who wonild
1ake nurses’ places, and who are sensible enouzh
nob to want to push into the family life. But
the trouble is that almost every one wants to
make o show, and it's more stylish to have the
nurse in & cap and apron, and so she s ordered
into them."
“I've tried it said one who had been o dress
maker and found her bealth going from long sil-
ting. My trouble was, no conscience as to hours.
and I beliove you'll find that is at the bottem
one of the chicf objections. My first employer
was & smart, energetie woman, who had done
her own work when she was first maricd and
knew what it meant, o you'd think she might
nave known. Bubl she had no more thought for
me than if I'd been just & mnochine, She'd sit
in her sitting-room on the second floor and Tl
for me twenly times a day to do lttle things,
and ghe wanted me up Ll 11 to answer the bell,
for she Lnd a great deal of company. I had o
ood room and everything nice, apd she gave me
A great manpy things, but I'd have spared them
nll if only I eould have had o lttle time Lo my
solf, I was all worn out, and ab lost 1 hal W go
There wins another reason. « I had no place bul
the kitelien to see my friends, I was thirty years
old and as well born and well eduented pe she, and
it didn't seem right.  The mistresses think it
all the girl's fuult, but U've seen enoush o know
that women haver't found out what Justice means,
and that o girl knows it many o time betler (han
her employer, Anyway, you couldn't make e
try it again.”
4 My trouble wis,” said another, who had beep
in # cotton mill and gone into the home of one of
the mill-owners as chambermaid, “1 hadn't any
place thst T could be alove a minule, Wo wer
poor st home and four of us worked in the mill,
but T had o Httle room all my own, even if it
didn't hold mueh., In that splendid big house
the servants' room was over the kitchen, hol and
close in summer and cold in winter, and four beds
in it. We five had to lve there tosetber, with
only two buresus and a bit of u closet, nnd one
wash-stand for all. There was no chance Lo keep
clean, or your things in nice order, vr anylhing
hy yourself, and 1 gave up, Then 1 wepl Into a
little family and tried general housework, and
Lhee mistress taught me o great deal and wos good
and kind; only there the kitchen was a dark
tittle place and my vorm Dlee ity and T hadn't an
hour in anvthing that was pleasant snd warm,
A mistress might see, you'd Chink, when o ginl
was quict snd fond of her home, and treat her
different from the kind that destroy everything,
but 1 suppose the truth is, they're worn out with
that kind and don't make any difference. I’
hrd o pive up your whole life to somebody
clso's orders, and ulways feel as if you was looked
ab over m wall likke, but so iL 18 and you won't
ret girls bo try it till, someliow or other, Chinges
are different.”

Last on the record we shall use boday eame o
young woman born in Pennsylvania in o fairly
well-to-do farmer's house,

ST like housework,” she said.  "“There's noth
ing sults me so well, We girls never had nng
money nor molher either, nnd so I went into s
water-cure near the Gap and stuved awhile,  Now

to teach "am. A g¢irl Wthought it was rather pretty
an’ independent and showed she was somebody
to sling dishies on the table, and never suy  mia'im
nor sir, sud dress up afternoons an’ mako belleve
they hndn't o responsibility on earth.  They hadn’t
sense enough to do anything fivstoente, for nobudy
had ever put any decent wwbition inte "em. It
isn't to do work well. It's to geb somehow Lo n
place whore there won't be any more work. So
I say that 1t's the way of lving and thinking
that's sll wrong, and thot as soon ss you get I
ciphered out and plain before you thst any wo-
man, hizh or low, s & mean soeak Lhat doesn't
do everything In the best wny she can possibly
learn, and that doesn's try to help everyhody to
foel just so, why things would stop being erooked
nod folks would get along well enough. Don't
you thinlk soP* .
