Althongh Captoin samuel Samuels, who wall
shiape the course of the Daontleas in the expectod
Mareh gaies, has lived fully three score yeara and

| has been most of thas vime a seafaring man, be i)

still as active and fall of vigor s many of the
youngsters who defy old age from a perch on the
skysml yard of a elipper ship. He has been so
imnueh atsea that ne is thoronghly salted, as the
expression goes, and has satled in nearly every de-
seription of veasel that ever floated, He first gained

celebinty throngh Lis connection with Governor E,
D. Morgan’s fumous elipper ebip, the Dreadnought,
which made so many fast trips across the Atlintic
that she acquired the reputation of being as Heet
a8 o steawsbip.
