THE CORONET'S FVICTORT.
In the light of the observations which bave
becn talken since the great occan yacht raco
began on March 12, the Coronet's victory can-
not surprise any one, Her arrival merely con-
firms tho reports made by the officers of the
Boston steamship Kansas, and the Hamburg-
American steamship Rugia. Their statements
lacked just enough precision to afford a
trifling hope to those whose sympathies and
wishes were with the Dauntless. DBut the
Coronet’s arrival shows the substantial ao.
curacy of all the various meagre stories which
have come from mid.ocean concerning the
yachis and their positions, The little schooners
geen by the British Prince on Monday, March
14, the one about twenty-two miles ahead of
the other, must have been the racers. The
yacht sighted five days later by the Kansas
could have been none other than the Coronet,
notwithstanding the misspelled signal.  The
small vessel with the red light observed by the
Pavonia on March 20 was cerlainly the still-
advancing little schooner, and the story told on
Saturday by Captain Richter, of the Saale, must
have been entirely true,
There i3 no little safisfaction in knowing
positively that the yachts were thus frequently
under the eye of passing steamsbhips. 1t an-
swers one of the most serious oljections 1o
occan racing. Many of the perils incident to
a trip across the sea in an open yachi are al-
most inconsequential if the vesscls are sure {o
fall in with passing ships every twenty-four or
thirty-six hours, Hal any of the nccidents
liable to occur at sca befallen (hese vessels
during the stormy weather they experienced
throughout  the race, their  crews and
passengers  would  still  have had  a
good chance of reseue, if only they could have
kept their craft above water for a few hours.
The amafenr tar concedes his fear of aceident
with great reluctance, and yet there is no
doubt that such feclings have hal considerable
effeet in preventing great ocean races sinee the
memoralle contest of 1866,
The Coronet has certainly done splendid work.
Mr. Bush is justified in feeling proud of her.
Tt is a very smart eailing vessel which can
shoot geross 3,000 miles throngh heavy seas in
fifteen days, and the reputation of such a record
is well worlh having. And yet, the Coronet
is still far from beating the record.  The IHen-
rietia achieved the rarve distinetion of running
from Sandy Hook to Cowes in 13 doys and 22
hours, It is impossible now, of course, to insti-
tute any just comparison between these voyages,
even if we knew more concerning the Coronel’s
trip than is supplied Ly this morning's cable
dispatches. If it is any disappointment
to Mr. Bush that his envied yacht failed
1o beat the record, he can at least find'
consolation in comparing her time with that of
Mr. Ashbony's Cambria, which had all she counld
do in 1570 {o make the trip in twenty-three
davs,
This great race is another gratifying indica
tion of the admirable spirit which is inspiring
American vachtsmen {odday. There i3 no
achievement which ean advance the science of
vacht-building or encouragze sailing as a sport
that they are not ready to undertake, They
are as willing to sail in the Malilenancan as
around the Scotland Lightship. All they re.
quire is that there shall be some practical end,
wseful in its effeet npon the brilliant sport they
admire so warmly, s the attainment of their
efforts.  With that in view they are willing to
enter upon any contest, no matter ot what
sacrifice of time and money. Tt is this spirit,
characteristic, as we choose to fancy, of Ameri-
cans in pgeneral, which lhas preserved the
America’s Cup against all attack, and certainly
ko great ocean raco by the Coronet and the
Dauntless is an event likely to Jond it an
additional impulse.

TEMPERANUE I'EOGLRESS,

The liquor question is gradually attracting
a larger thare of public attention. In somne
of the States public sentiment has favored Fro.
hibition, and that mode of settement is on
trigl with enough of popular support to permit
its workings to be fairly tested. In such States
all reasonable friends of temperance, whethor
they primarily approved Prohibition or not,
insist that the measure shall bave a fair toal
and faithful enforcement. In other States there
has not been found the public sentiment neces.
gary to secure for Prohibition farthiul enforce-
ment, and where a fair trial of its merits can
not be had, gincere friends of temperanes have
with much unanimity favored the high-liccnse
plan. Third-party Prohibitionists, who are not
honest in their professed zeal for temperanee,
but are assistant Democrals, continue to op
pose license because they want to defeat any
settlement. With them are found rome sin.
cere persons who imagine it a sin to cut off
half an evil when it is not possible to cut off
the whole of it. But a very large proportion
of the true friends of temperance in such States
beartily support the high-license plan, and in-
gist that it shall have a fair trial and faithful
enforcement,

In Ohio, after four persons seated by perjury
had been excluded, the Republicans recovered
the majority in both houses to which they were
entitled by the votes actually cast, and the
Dow law, with euch modifications as were
found necessary to make it elfective, is now on
trial. Tho Republicans were united in its
favor, and the Democrats with the tame sub.
stantial unanimity opposed it. Thus far the
ovidence is that the law will serve two good
purpeses ; it will greatly diminish the number
of liquor-saloons, and &0 cut off a considerallo
part of the traffic and of its consequent evils;
and ot the same time it will secure o large
revenue from the part of the traflic that re-
mains, compelling it to bear part of the expenses
of Government which intemperance produces.
Public opinion in Ohio appears to sustain the
measure 80 effeetively that it will be fairly
tried, and in that cnse the lemperince gnestion
will there be practically sctiled until goud rea.
gon shall appear to believe that Prohibition can
be carried and practicully sustained,  Whether
that time will come must depend in Olio, as
in every otlier State, upon the movement of
public opinion, and expericnce in Stales where
Prohibtition is now on trial will have much to
do with the formation of an intclligent fudg.
ment respecting its usefulness clsewhere,

Tho passage of a Iigh-License bill by the
New-York Assembly, and the defeat of the
liguor interest in opposing a similar bill in the
Pennsylvania Legislature, justify hope that in
these great States this seitlement may be al-
tained without further delay. It is a striking
fact, which sensible temperance men do not
overlook, that in all these Statss the Repub.
licans are substantially united in supporting
and the Demoerats in opposing this measure.
The pretexts for opposition differ, but on one
pretext or another Demoeratic members in all
the great States fght ogainst every effort to
restrain the liguor traflic, or to make it bear
part of the expense it causes, What can be
more humiliating to a great political party
than the confession (hat it depends so com-
petely upon the support of the saloons that

measure  which even the most intelligent
liquor-sellers  {hemselves acknowledge {o be
Just and for the public good 1

Democratic dependence upon the saloons,
Demoeratic hostility 1o any and every restrie-
tion of the liquor trafli, makes this a party
question wherever such measures are pending.
Republicans propose regulation because they
Iclieve it the wisest and best thing (hat is
practicable. In that spirit they invite the aid
of men of all parties, Dut in every State sub-
slantinlly the entire Demoeratic party obeys
arders from the liguor interest, as if it esisted
solely to serve the personal convenience of sa-
loon-keepers.

THE THACKERAY LETTERS.

In these days of nole paper and postal cands
we nre tempted to despair of the beautiful ant
of letler writing as ono of the lost accomplish-
ments, Friendship Is content to seribble a few
broken sentences on twelve square inches of
Trish linen, or perchance to ratile its messages
of sympathy on a type.wriler. The post has
no more to do with carrying poetry, sentiment,
kindness, wit, humor ; it is turned into n ma-
chine for {he transaction of business with
brevity and expedition. FEven the man of
baoks and tho pen, who is confidential in his
verses and delightful in his essays, feels ihe
pressure of the changed fashion, and grows
dull in his private epistles. We can recall a
great deal of correspondence of favorite mixl-
ern anthors which wo wish had never been
printed. But once in a while some trensure
comes to light and dispels all our misgivings.
If leter-writing is no longer carefully studied
as o part of overy cnllivaled person’s equip-
ment for socicty—studied as it used to be from |
the davs of Pope and Walpolo to the time of
Sydney Smith and Lamb, and even a generatios
later—there are still great masters of the charm-
ing practico to which friendship owes some of
its choice privileges and English literature
some of ita bLrightest pages.

It is no news that Thackeray was one of the
best of all letter-writers, but so few of his
familiar epistles have hitherto got inlo print that
the publication just begun in “Scribner’s Mag-
azine ” will rank as a literary event, parallel in
importance, and possibly equal in interest, o
the appearnnco of the letters of Charles Dick-
ens. Both sets of eorrespondence are strongly

significant of character. Dickens showed a
geniality which was never without a sub-lavor
of self indulgenee, and an exuberance of humor |
which incongruously snggested the caleulation
of effcct. 1o wrote with such an overruling
dramatic instinet that even in his most fervid
moments of friendship he eould not escape the
theatrical, Instead of revealing his privale |
life and feclings, the letters left us with the
impression that his 1ife and feclings were all |
public. When we think now of Tiny Tim or |
the munler of Nuaney, we seem to gee the pop- |
war reader arranging  his  stogo before  the
audicnce yush in, and giving particu'ar divee-
tions to the gasaan for lighting up the emo.

RAPID TRANSIT IN BROOKLYN.

The outlook for rapid transit in Drooklyn
has been materially improved by the develop-
ments of the last week. The decision of the
Court of Appeals in favor of the Kings County
Company completely rehabilitates that corpora
tion, whose affairs have been under a ¢loud for
a year or more, and puls an end o the preten
sions of the Union Company, organized under o
commission appointed by Mayor Whitney in
the interest, it has turned out, of llr.'nlu"r'ulir
politivians, and authorized 1o build rowls in
the streets previously set apart for the Kings
Connty Company. The attack upon the charter
of the last-named company was suceessful in
the Supreme Court and the General Term, but
the Court of Appeals has brushed aside all the
objections raised and placed it upon a solid
fonndation. 1t will doubtless proceed with
work upon its structure at once. -

Of course it is still in the power of the Union
Company and probably of obstructive property-
owners to causo delays In the construction of
the clevated railwa¥y systom of which Brooklyn
stands so greatly in need.  The Upion Com-
pany claims the right to some streets, the grant
of which was given yewrs ago to the Kings
County corporation ; but in view of the de
cision favorable to the latter on the question
of occupying Falton st. there can be little doubt
as Lo the outcome in ense a logal contest should
It mivle as to the other streets involved.
