THE INDICTMENT A.t::' AINST KISSANE,

RECORDER BMYTH IN DOUBT WHLTHAER TO AGREE
TO A NOLLE PROSEQUL

Lawyers argucd abont the matter for an hour or two
yesterday belore Recorder Bmyth, but litkle progress was
made in unravelling the mystery surroundiug the pres-
sut nains of Willlaw Kissane, whose lndlctmont thirty-
shree years old Las been the subiject of discussion in and
about the Court of General Seaslons forthe last few dnys.

7. B, Hart, the Ban Frauclsco lawyer, who represcuts |

Kiasane, renewed his motion that a nolle prosequi be
sntered on the iudictment. He #nld that Kissane had
repented long ago and fur wany years hud led a respect-
able and honorable life. He urged that tue charge bLe
pot kept longer banglng over hils hend.

The Recorder—J am realy to hear from 1le District-Attor.
ey sud the represcntative of the Cli wilcal Bauk.

Mr. Martins took nearly the same view of the case us
Mr. Hart. He suggested that ns the indictment way
thirty-thres years old wnd the man had been sentenced
for oue of the offences committed about the same time,
there was little use in keeplng this Indictment ugainat
Kissano In existence. It hud probably been taked into
socoant in sentencing Kissaue. Ifho was now Hving a re-
spectable life, there was no henellt in holding this charge
aguinst him. He sald wnd Kecorder Ewyth ngreed that
there was doubt whether uny sentence wonld bo proper

Kissaue were now to nckuowledgs in open court that

GENERAL RIPLEY'S BODY SENT SOUTH.
The fuseral of General R, 8, Ripley, the Confederato vet,
stan who was stricken with apoplory on Tuesday at the New-
York Hotel, took place there yeaterday.
