London-, April 1.1..Mr. Chamberlain, wblle travelling
to Ayr. whs inet at Eilmarnock statlou today by a crowd
¦who Insisted that he ihould make a speech. In comply¬
ing with tbeir request Mr. Chamberlain said that for the
»ret timo in its history the Liberal party wa« allied with

men whose bands were stained with blood and was as¬

sisting them to carry out au obstructivo policy in Parlia¬

ment . The Unionist views regarding Ireland were un¬

altered. Mr. Chamberlain waa frequently Interrupted
In the course of his speech, tho hisses of hie opponent»
exceeding the cheers of his supporters.
Mr. Chamberlain said: "I am not surprised to find a

division In the Liberal party. One of the principles of
the patty is that sufficient independence of Judgment be
left to each member. [Cheers.] The great question
dividing us is a very serious one and le well expressed in

a letter from my friend Mr. Bright, who says ho It sorry
that the Liberals are divided ou the question of the pres¬
ervation of order and the maintenance of the union. It
has always been a great principle of the Liberal party
not to assist or sanction outrage, anarchy or violence.
For the first time in its history the
party Is allied with men whose hands
are stained with outrage. A majority of
the Lilieiñl members of Parliament who sanction ob-
etruction are allied with the men who produce disorder In
Irelaud and threaten us with outrages In our streets. I

hope the time has arrived when Great lirltain will gire
au auswer to this policy of intimidation. I am convinced
that the bulk of the working classes will show no sympa¬
thy with those who commit these offences or with their
allies. We are bound to maintain order and the union,
but that need not prevent our sympathizing with peop'.e
who bave a practical grievance of which they rightly
complain and which it is our duly to remedy. We arc not

opposed to a reasonable remedy consistent with the

greater interests of Great Brltalu, but we shall not yield
to lawless agitation."

Sinoe the election ot Charles P. Clark, late the presi¬

dent ot the New-York and Ncw-Ktigland Railroad, to
ittceed Mr. Watrous as proiidout ot the New-York,
New-Haven and Hartford Railroad, there has been
much quiet discussion of the future relittiuns of the
two roada. It was at first suggested that Mr. Clark,
after his defeat by the Field-Bostwick-French party
in New-England, would use hie influence to injure
that road.

Mr. Clark as vice-president stood directly in the lino
ot promotion and It was only at tbe earnest request ot
bis colleagues that he gave up the oiler of a place on

He said
that the Reading Company would havo made $105.000
profit oui of tin· canal last year if tho tounage of oOO.OOO
had been doubled, lieti,en g»vo at length the reasons

why It would be, disadvantageous for the canal company
to sever Its connection with the railroad.
" When the lease and contract of 1870, under which the

Reading Railroad Company entered uixiu the works of
the canal company, was made," said be, " the result of
the first year's work ibowert that a little over l.000,000
tons of coal were carried on the canal, producing suffi¬
cient to pay all tho rentals ami about $'.)0,000 more.

From that time down to 1S"<G there has been ? constnnt
withdrawal of trade fur navigation, so that Instead of the
rentals beir.g earned the amount earned lias only been
about sM'Jfi.OOO to $140,000. After the Reading secured
the lease uf the canal It Immediately placed on Its general
balance-sheet as liabilities the Schuylkill Navigation
bond of 1893, voting car loans of IBIS, and Improvement
bonds of ISSO, the whole aggregating .bout £".,000,000.

untili«-! m erred in extending the order to all Southern
roods -until uf the Ohlu River ami oast of the Mii«ts«lppi
River he did not think held good, as not
only the competition by the steamship
Hues bad lo bo taken into OSUBBttSI SlIllS
but also tho competition by the Mississippi River and
nther Suuthern navigatile rivers. He did not think any
injustice » at done to the road« rtile side of the Ohio River
by granting tSSSBOfSfï relief to the Southern roads. If
tlie l nmiiilsstou finds ii|>on personal Investigation that
no good cause exista fur giving the suuthern roads, or

any other roads, privilege of making special through
rates to meet alleged water competition, ll would at
once compel those roads to couform strictly with the
provisions of the long and short haul section.
