??? GOl'ERNOR'S NOMINATIONS.
Governor Hill's choice for Superintendent

of State Prisons is spoken cf as a good busi¬
ness man, but would seem to rely for distinc¬
tion hugely on the fact that he is the partner
of "Charlie" Walker, the wideawake chair¬
man of tho Democratic Stato Committee. If
Mr. Lathi op is as ardent and aggressive a Dem¬
ocrat ftft Mr. Walker, his administration of the
prisons, in case ho is confirmed, whatever its
deficiencies in other respects, is likely to l*c
entirely satisfactory from the point of view
of Domocratio politics.

It is possible that Mr. Lathrop is just the
man for the place, regarding the nominal ion
from the point of view not of partisan politics,
lint of tlie public weal. Rut the Sena'.«* will
not do il.s duty by this very important 0__ra
iinl(\ss it insists that Mr. Lathrop's fitness be
thoroughly established as a condilion piece
dent to confirma' ui.

having a man at tlie head of the prisons who
will keep them out of polities, who will use

this great appiopriation as not abusing it. and
who, if he finds the new system breaking down
at any point, will know how to meet the
emergency.
The rotiring Superintendent. I<inr V. Raker,

has proved an admirable ollicial. He has been
faithfuland efficient at all points, and has shown
himself a master of tho prison problem. If

Governor Hill was a genuine Civil Servico
reformer he would hesitate long before super¬
seding this capable and ex'*eiicii<c<l prison
manager, and certainly ho is bound by every
consideration of his duly to the people to name

for the Supeiintcndency a man whoso character
and career commend him to the public confi,
dence as being filled for tlie serious responsi
bilities which Mr. Haker surrenders. The i'ov
ornoc holds, and has an opinion of the Attorns**/.
General to fall back on, that the office of
Superintendent of Prisons is now vacant. If
this is the correct view, nothing ·___*_¦ in the
way of the Governor making an appointment
to fill the office. The responsibility rests with
him, and if the Senat»·, so holding, decide.·· to
confirm Mr. Lathn p. their decision will prove
that they are convinced that tlie prisons can be

safely intrusted to his hands.
It follows, from what we have said of Mi.

Haker, that he can scarcely fail ko give entire
satisfaction as Railroad Commissioner. He

THE BVPMIMi COURT rebukes slander
Certain cheap demagogues, MDOBg wlion»

Land Ciiininis-.ir.ncr Sparks is conspicuous,
have for years sou/iht u pincliU«ck reputation
by filling the «air with charges of fiumi against
(»flieiuls, against lawmakers, igainsl MkrpofxV
lions and against honest seUlers, These men

go on the theory that Bepablioi ate not only
ungrateful, but fond of blackening privati;
character, eager to think the worst of every

prominent citizen, and glad to licliovo that
»tfljeials elected by the people» art; scoundrels.
The Ptue road to popularity, they think, is to
lift themselves by trampling on the reputatimi
of eveiyltody else. Homo newspapers have

adopted this theory, fancying that decaying
popularity can be revived by much display of
wrath on account of pretended land frauds.

It is timo that this carnival of slanders
should come to an end. The Supreme Court
of tho United States, by a sipglc decision just-
rend ered, has bianded with disapproval and

disgrace a larpe proportion of the chnrpes made
by Commissioner Sparks, in effect declaring
that in nearly all of tlie many thousand cases

in which he has disputed the titles to land, he
has lioen guilty of gross wrong, The decision
is all the more cutting ltecause it terminates in

favor of title-holders a suit of great importance,
brought long before Sparks came into oflico,
and marks as scandalous and slanderous the

charges of fraud against Mr. ,S. B. Klkins and
several Republican oflkials, which men like
Sparks have I tee? in the habit for years, of

treating as proved beyond dispute. In decid
iiig in favor of the Maxwell land grant, the
Supreme Court declares :

The ."supreme Court could not show, more plain
ly than it has in the words quoti'd, that it
stands ready to grant all the relief in its power
to claimants who are able to endino the op¬
pression of the Land Office long enough to
reach that court, nnd that it holds Sparks
guilty of shameful abuse of power II is time
that public opinion shoul(Lj|tiongly sustain the
Supreme Court and the settlers, upholding the
doctrine that past decisions nf the (învernment.
and patents issued under i\a laws, cannot l*e

questioned by the (¡ovcrnmont except upon
clear and conclusive proof. No one doubts
that many mistakes have Urn made and frauds
committed. Ibit it is infinitely belter that
some wrongs should fail to meet n-die.-s than
that all titles derived fmni liovernnnnt should
1« unsettled, and millions of honest men be
rendered insecure in their homesteads.
