THE KUMSELLERS FIGHT.
The rumsellers have plainly made np their
minds, sinee the Governor so encouraged them
with hLis veto, to oppose, and if possible heal,
every measare looking to a diminution of the
dyink evil. They have instrncted their Dem-
ocratie tools to hamper and hinder all tempoer-
ance legislation, and the treatment of the
Vedder Lill in the Senate discloses the line of
poliey agreed upon.  All sorls of frivolons and
mischiovous amendments were offered.  Un-
happily. two Republican members joined the
natural allies of the rumsellers and helped them
to obstruct the bill, and it must be said that
Renator Coggeshall proposed the most damag-.
ing of all these changes. The feature of the
bill which commends it most strongly to the
taxpayer of the interior of the State is that
which dedicates the revenue derived from it
to the uses of the whole State, thus relieving
the eountry districts considerably, inasmuch a8
the bulk of the burden will be borne by New-
York and Brooklyn.

ANOTHER WAl SCARE,

A renewal of warlike excitement has heen
cansed by the arncst of a French commissary
on the German side of the frontier. Details
ol the occurrence are not given, and iy is im
possible to decide whether the act was war.
ranted by his conduct. Tn Paris it is asserted
that German officers decoyed him across the
frontier and then arvested him. 1v is more prob
able that there was no plot against the oflicer.
and that tho action of the authorities was
based upon his suspected complicity with anti-
German agencies. The arrest has not been
interpreted generally in Paris as o wanton acl
of provocation, and the meoderation on the
French press in commenting upon the ineident
has led to a rapid recovery of prives at the
Bourse.  Oficial explanations will be ex-
changed, and the episode will probably be for-
gotten in a fortnight. Gemmany and Franee
are not likely to go to war over the Kiduapping
of a commissary scouring for supplies on the
frontier.

*The real source of danger is the repressive
policy which has been adopted in Alsace.
Lorraine since the German elections, Iaving
failed to conciliate the conquered provinees,
Prince Bismarck is now showing his iron
hand. Letters published in French and Eng
lish journals disclose a systematic policy of
persceution and intimidation in Alsace-Lor-
vaine, Arrests are made on the most tiviai
grounds ; the wearing of the French colors or
even a subseription to an anti German news-
paper is an offence for which many of the
natives are punished by heavy fines and short
terms of imprisonment; and *political clubs,
and even debating and singing societies, arc
prociaimed illegal, and membership in them is
prohibited under severe penalties, These ar-
bitrary measures foreshadow a deliberate ab-
tempt to expel the French population and to
plant German colonies all along the fronticr.
The arbitrary expulsion of the Poles from East
Prussia was sanctioned by the Landtag, and it
{s probable that n similar policy of rigorous
repression in the West will be supported by the
Reichstag. The fate of the unhappy Alsatians
and Lorrainers will excite compassion and in-
dignation thronghout France, The enforce-
ment of so cruel a policy—it is the alien col-

ENFORCE THE LA,

In c¢'ose connection with the announcement
of a new proposition by Great Britain, to make
n treaty settling Canadian diffienlties on the
basis of free fish and free fisheries, comes an-
other reported conversation by Mr. Bayard, He
takes the Dritish view of things. The Secre-
tary thinks it would be wise to breal down the
tariff of the United States for the benefit of
Pritish subjects. But as to the act of Con.
press empowering the President to defend the
rights of eitizens of the United Stales by re-
taliatory measures, he is gquoted as declaring
that “Massachuseits people ™ only had any.
thing to gain by enforcing the retalintion aet,
while o “had grave doubis” whether Cal-
ifornia and other States wonld not lose in eon-
sequence of that policy, if it should be adopied,
more than Massachusetts would gain,

That was a question for Congress o con.
sider. The representatives of the people did
consider it. They were so indignant at Mr,
Bavanl's British poliey that even in a Honsa
controlled hy his partisans, senveely a handful
of votes could be mustered Lo oppose the
Retalintion bill, So plain was tlis that My,
Bayard, with not wnwonted insineerity, then
pretended Lo be anxions for stronger measnures
of retaliation than the Senate favored, and in.

THE REAL ESTATE FEVER

Among the dispatches which tll of the
progress of real estate speculation in different
parts of the country, one mentions that the
cost of new buildings in the City of Philudel
phia alone is expected Lo be $15,000000 this
year.  But in very many other towns the fever
has been raging longer, and has reached greater
height than in the soler and conservative
Quaker City, Throughout the West traces of
it are seen in nearly all the journals, The
papid additions to house el business accom
modations in most of the cities and townas
would suffice to supply a vastly inereased pop-
wlation, while the number of new cities on
paper that me created by speenlntion in furm
and wild lands scems almost fabulous, It is
time to consider what this investment of the
Nation's savings in new bnildings and in more
costly lands is likely to mean. The value of
real estate in Philadelphia, according to the
assessment for 1856, was about FH00,000,000.
If the report is correot, the new buildings to
be crected in a single year will add about
2 1.2 per cent to that valuation. A similar in-
erease thronghout the country would mean an
expenditurs  of about §300,000.000 in the
ervetion of new houses, stores, and other
structures of a permanent character, The fuct
cannob be overlooked that the transfer of an
enormous sum from the available capital em-
ployed in the sapport of industry to permoanent
and fixed forms is likely to have important
effeots, :

Yet this is but one of the many phases of this
speculation.  The advance in prices of property
has been in many cases amazing. A bit of
farm land in Tennessee was left by will, some
years 1go, o the trustees of a benevolent insti-
tution. Considering it of Ittle value, efforts
were made in vam to sell it at the price at which
it had been Leld by the donor, $2,500, and
these were finally abandoned, beeause no pur-
chaser was found, so that the property lay idle
for years and had been almost forgotten.
Not long ago a letter was received by one of
the trustees offering §12,000 for this property.

But before he received final nuthority to closo
the transaction tho prico had still further ad-
vanced, and he finally sold for 40,000,
Similar illustrations aro found in the sccounts
published in journals throughout the West and
South. It s {mpossible to estimate how much
this fever of speculation bas added to the
nominal value of property. Vast investments
have been made in wild lands, in mining
tracts, in corner lots in imaginary cities, where
tho stumps are yet in the ground, and never-
theless peoplo aro buying sites for banking
establishments and opera houses. As if there
were not room enough in this country for all
the surplus capital to Lo invested. dispatches
tell us of vast purehases of land in Mexico by
citizens of the United States, involving an onb-
lay of many millions in the aggregate,

Most of these purchases, in the loealities
where speculation rages, come to be made at
fast by men who ineur debt for a part of the
purchase moncy. If only a tenth part of the
property in the couniry has thns been trans-
forred, this would probally imply an increaso
of mow than $1,000,000.000 in mortgage in-
debtedness, besides the 300,000,000 more or
less expended in putfing up new buildings. How
are profits to be realized on these enlarged in-
vestments 1 Only by a fax on the industries
of the future. At 6 per cent it would toke a
yearly tax of §78000.000 to meet the interest
on the supposed increase in valuations aml in-
vesbments. Such an inerease in taxes by Grav-
ernment would be ealled an intolerable burden,
but is it less a burden if the sum is paid to
individuals !

SOCIETY OF AMERIUAN ARTISTS

NINTH EXHIBITION,

Tho uinth exhibition of the Society of American
Artists, which was opened yesterday at Yandell's Gal
lory, Fifth-ave. and Ninsteenth-st., contains o cousid-
eralle amount ot elever puinting and several piotures
ot teal supstanes, whoss worth would be hetter recog-
nized it the collection hud been smaller and more
jndicionsly arranged. There was an air of incompleta-
ness about the openfog, due partly to the work stil
in progress upon the cutramee sl uiso to the coutvsion
within the gallery, the preecnce of several stadies ot a
kind bedtting o League exbibition, nud to the negieet
to provide any place tor the scalpiure whicl bad been
wnionded on the foor ot the stage. The exhibition
hall is marrow in proportion to its height and length
but the new gallery will doubtless be tound usetul, It
is eortaiuly @ cheestul place in comporison with tho
Academy galleries, although the proportions are wuch
iwtorior to those of the south rovimn ut the Aeademy,

The exhibition coutalns 145 oils, water colors,
pistels aod examples ol soulptures. [n quaity and in
the amount of serions work it falls tar below the ex-
Bibitions which the society held previous to 1854, bt
althotgh there are apveral examples of the pretentions
display of = techaique” which characterized the exui-
bition of that vear, the present collection shows moro
sauity. This yeur us last it has beea tound impossible
to securs euongh * important " pictures tor au exb bi-
tion, and it hus been necessary to fucludo many oils
which are nothing maore than studies, some water
colors und at least one lurge painting which was re-
jueted ot the Aesdemy. On the other hand, there arg
wot muany pletures which are not redecmed by sone
passsges ot good palating, The eriterion has been
technieal taeility, although not always shility, and the
cleveruess of much of the work is entertaising,
although aot alwaysin the way that the artist would
choose. There Is ngreat deal of dexterous juggling
withh brush ond colors, end it there i a uent lack
ot signttlesnece and individual foree a8 well, it is intor-
eating uevertheless to bo wduntied to the studios and
Aew hn- manulsctiure of the *stunving ” bits aud fine
w eftects * due to % ehie,” which sume of the nriisis at
present controlling the soclety af pear to consider the
only end of art.
