THE MONEY MARKET.
Sunday, May 15-p. a.

The United States Treasury last week received from

cusióme 84,282,957, and from internal revenue

$3,532.086; total from both, 87.815,043, against
88 172,435 for the preceding week. The Treasury's net

cash balances during the week were Increased $2,994,370,
against a lo»s for the preceding week of $G,024.-112. The

particular chances of the week were calne of 8430.383
gold, ruade up by an accumulation of $112.683 bullion,

plus a reduction of $317,700 In the amount of outstanding

certificates; $481,203 legal t-nders, made up by an

accumulation of $381.203 notes, pins a reduction of

$100,000 In the amount of outstanding certificates;
$1,035,215 silver, made up by an accumulation
Of $1,286,111 bullion, less an issue of

$350,896 certificates. The deposits in National
banks also Incressed $843,805, and there was an accumu¬

lation of $203,764 of National bank notes. The actu.il
amount of the Increase of balances in the Treasury's
vaults was 12,150,565; deducting from that sum

$500,000 cash paid for sliver bullion, and for rédemption
of trade dollars $425,020, the amount of money actually
taken from general circulation was only $1.225.545.
Tbe net balan ces yesterday were $3,030,042 less than
the balances of April 30.
