TWELVE MEN REPORTED MISSING.

THE FIRY REACHES DEVOE'S OIL WORKS AND A

CAR STADLE—THE LOSS SAID TO BE OVER

#200,000,
Fire was dlscovered at 1:30 o'clock this morning

fn the sugsr room of the Havemeyor Bugar
Reflulng G y at O clal and  Rox
sla., Greenpolute  The  flames spread  with
Rreat rapidity and were soon beyond

the control of the firemen. Hardly had the second alarm
been sounded when It was found that Deovoe's

Oll Works on Newtown Creek were in dan-
ger.  Another alarm - was  givem af  once,
but  the flromen ssemed to make little prog-

gress In onecking the flames whioh lighted New-York and
Brookiyn as well as Loug Ialand Clty.
The loss will probably reach $200,000,

There wero 500 men at work In  the
rofluery ‘when the firo was dlscovered and
all but twelve of them had been wecounted

for ut & o'elock, The large reflnery, six stories high and
200 foet long, was completely destroyed.

Tho flames spread rapidly in every directlon, Ona of
the firat bulldings reached was the cross-town oar
stable where there were 200 horsea, The horses were
gulekly turned out into the atreet and none waa burned
The atalile was damaged conalderably.

Moom an exploslon was beard and 1t was then discov-
eroed that one of the oll tanks of the Devos Manu-
facturing Company was on fire. The fAsmes
next attacked o lumbor yard and for nearly two hours it
secmed a8 if they could not ba coutrolled before daylight.
[ At 3 o'cloek the fire wes still blazing far sbovethe
nelghboriug bulldings, but {1t was sald to bo under
contral. The firoboats Havemeyer and Zophar Mills

had been summoned, and thess with the boats owned by
nelghboring retinories did effective work.

A WESTERN UNION OFFICE DESTROYED.

THE FIRST NATIONAL BANK IN PITTSBURG,A RUIN
—TELEGRAPHIC OOMMUNICATION STOPPED FOR
A TIME.

Privspena, Jude 10,—Shortly atter midnight Inst
night the croasing of wires from which the covering
had been worn in the Western Union Telegraph
Company's ocperating room in the First Natiooal Bank
Bailuing st Fitth-ave. nod Wood-et, vaused a slignt
fire bohind the swituh-board. The biaze was put out
with lttle treuble and without loss. At 3:30 a. m.
the two operators who had been left in charge ot the
office for ihe balanee of the night, P. J. MeKeever
and George E, Stuart, notieed snother bisze un the
switch-board, Mr, MoKesver ran for a cun of water
to throw on the fame. When he returned a fow
minutes later the whola switch-board was in flamea
pnd the fire was working its #ay around the room.
The opetators ran out to give the alarm, but hetore
thoy resched the street the whole front of the build-
jug woas on fire. Before the englnes arrived the
tininea wore shooting irom all the windows of the
fourth floor and bad worked thei: way to the fith
foor, in which wera stored 8,000 battery cells, These
orlls wers  covered with mignal oll, about eight
barrels of oil belog used in the room.  The oil caused
the fire to burn wore fiercely and rapidly, and by the
time the eogines were ready to throw water it woemod
that the destruetion of the builaing was inevitable,
Futering the hullding trom all sides were hundreds
ol telegraph wires. Many of thess were bound  to-
gother in cables,  These wers quickly burned oft, and
the sigonl wires soon shared the same tate, cutting
Pittsburg complately oft trom the reat of the world so
lar a8 tha Western Union service was concerned.
Half an hour atter the fire wis disoovered the four
and filth Hoors of the Iarge building  were cownpletely
gutted, and the thiru floor, which was usml as the
opern g room of the Telephone Exchange, waa
baddly damaged.
