FOLLOWING (¥ 178 FOUNDER'S FOOTSTEPS—SEEK-
ING A SUCCESSOR TO MR. BEECHER.

1t s alnost four months since the death of Mr.
Beooher; and If tho predictions of those who declared
that Plymonth Church would fall to pieces the moment
{ts great Pastor Was gone are to be verified, there should
be some sigus of the expected disintegration.  Fut wo far
as T g0, the ck WAA ne\er more
strongly united than now, and the manifestaticns ot In-
terest lu the services and work were never more Kratify-
ing. While the future of the great orgunization which
Mr. Beecher built up by his forty yearsof work in Brook-
1yn bing engrossed much thought and anxiety, the mem-
bers have been content to d t Ives to 0Onserv-
{og the interests of the present, leaving the future to
eare for itsslf to a great degres.

While Mr. Beccher was nllve he often found fanlt for
the apparent lack of spirituality in the chureh, and oom-
plained b the a depended almost entirely
upon him for the conduct of the prayer-mectinga. But
a3 soonh as he was no longer there to lead thom, seores of
$hose who never dared to speak or pray in his presence
seemed to have thelr longues Inosened, and have since
taken promiuent parts in the exerclaps,  Instead of
mauy vacant seats at the Friduy evening meetings, us
wus the rule when Mr, Beecher had chinrge in late years,
the lecturé-room has frequently been orowded to1ts
fullost capacity In the last four months. The attendance
at the Banday worning services has been almost us large
an when Mr. Beecher preached, while the Bunday eve-
ning lectures by Professor B. W. Raymond for elght
woeks bave nearly filled the church, When they were
begun It was thought that the leoture-room would be
large cnough, but 1t was too small the first evening, and
the audicnce adjourned to the church, which has since
been used

The pulplt has been ocenpled by the following well-
known ministers sinee the church became pastoriess:
Thomas Armitage, Lyman Abbott, George E. Feod,
John W. Malcolm, James Powell, Willlam Burnet
Wright, Enwmuel G. Bmith, Willimn M. Taylor, Joseph H.
Pwichell, Luther T. Townsend, Reuen Thomas, Henry
M. Sanders, Charles E. Stowe and SBamuel Secoville, The
pulpit will be filled to-day by the Rev, T, T. Everett,
and next Sunday by the Rev. W. B. Brown, of East
Orange, N. J. After that the church will be elosed until
the third Sunday in September, Dr. Joseph Parker, of
London, will preach on the first two sundays in October,

Nooneof those thus far invited to preach can in any
way be ded ns 8 didate for the pulpit. The
futention has boen to secure the services of representa-
tive ministers whose paaitions are such that they would
not be regarded as available. The first steps in regard
to the matter of supplying the pulpit permanently were
taken when the new Adsisory Committes was consti-
tuted. Tuls Is composed of twenty-one of the leading
members of the church, Inelnding 8 V. White, 1. A.
Boccomb, R, W. Raymond, Angustus Storrs, A. D.
wheetock, T. J. Tiney, F. C. Maavel, R W. Ropes,
Thomas G. Shearman, I A. Stanwood, John Claflin, R,
T. Bush, H. L. Pratt, 0, T, Christensen, H. W, Wheeler,
John T. Howard, JohuW.Mason, O. A, Gager, George
W. Brush, M. C. Ogdea, Alonzo Slote and Frank Rudd.
To this committee was referred a month ago the work of
asalsting the churoh in the selection of # permanent
pastor.

R. W. Raymond haa been made chalrman of the com-
mittes, and F. C. Manvel clerk, Mr. Manvel Is author-
f2ed to recelve all communioations iu relation to the
matter-of supplying the pulpit, and already long list of
names bas been submitted. He will spend his vacation
at Lelcester, Mass., and some of his time will be devoted
to putting motters In shape for a meeting of the Ad-
visory Committee In the autumn. He had this to say
1nst week to n TRIBUSE reporter in regard to the affairs
of the chureh:

The whole question of securing a f"”"""' will come be-
fore n church meeting daly ealled for that special
purpose. The church rales say: * The cholee of u Dastor
wust be wade at & meeting Mg«mﬂlj‘ calied for that

urpose by notice from the pulpit oo two successive

undays.” " Then the choice of the oburch must be
approved by the Eccleslistical Soolety, which alone has
power to fix the salary. The Advisory Comiuittee Is not
empowered to muke anF ehofee for the churel; bat it
itz wewnbers thelr opiuton would undoubtedly
have tw t with the rest of the chareh.

No hasty steps will be taken, [ think we can find a
man in thls vountry, however, who will be uble to carry
the o hurel forward supceasfully on the lines laid down
by Mr. Beecher. An exceedingly favarable un TeaRion
was made by Dr. Renen Thowas when he flled the
;ml;;lt; but he has @ large church at Brookline, Mass.,
und it would take strong indueeients to drnw him aw
from it. Thoe members of the Advisory Cominittes willﬁ
keep their eyes and ears open this suumer, amd when
thoy cowe together in the nutumn they will be able to
fssist the church in the matier. There are over 4,500
members in the church, aud esch will have a voloe in
the final declslon. The harmony now prevailing indi-
:?ltu that the wutter will be settled to the satisfuction of

The only definite public statemens in regard to what
the church needs lLias been made by Thomas G. Shear-
ruan, who was applanded when be sald in u recent mevet-
ng, that they must not get a pastor who would deem it
his daty to correot what he consldered Mr. Beecher's
theological errors, or who would attempt to earry the
chureh back to Calvin or Bt Angustine. He urged the
cholee of & man whose beliefs would be In harmony with
Mr. Beecher's teachings, and who would take up and
carry on his work. Mr. Bhearman bas gone to Eugland
and will not return for six months,

No one has come into more prominence in Plymouth
Churelh sines Mr. Beeoher's death than  Frofessor
TRosaiter W. Raymond. He s an expert minlng cuglueer,
oneof the Eleotric subway Commissioners of Brooklyn,
and a uovellst aud poet of no mean ability. When Mr.
Beechior was alive Professor Raymond frequently spoke |
fu the Friday evening meetings, and he covducted an !
adult Bible class in the church for yeara. At the lnst
prayer meeting Mr, Beecher uttendod ho had to go uway
early 1o speak ot a bigh-leense meeting in this eity, He
asked Mr. Baymond to take his place. As if this were
prophetic, Professor Raymond hias conducted nearly all
the Friday night meetligs sinee, by the cholee of the
ofickal members, He has done maeh to stir up the
clinreh and to lnspire 1t to go forwand in the llue of Mr.
Poeclier's teschings, Since May- 1 Le bas abso glven
lectures on the Bible on Bunday evenings. One enthos-
fastic member nas sald:

Professor Raymond has fllled Mr. Beecher's placo 8o
well that we ought to sall him as our pastor. No
man Ia better fitted to earry on the work of religionn
fustruction according to Mr. Beecher's teachings than
be, and uo one wonld be heard to wore edlification by the
church, Mr, Beecher usel frequently Lo say thnt L
sogretted that e could not near Professor Kaymond's
Tible lostures, becatuse they were deliversd at the hour
when be was preaching in the evenlug.

John T. Howard is the only sctive member remalning
of those who fouuded the church. He is still haie and
hearty and his faoe has the ruddy hue of health, nl-
though tne frosts of more than seventy years have
whitened his sparse looks. He Is one of the moat notive
members of the clurch and has filled almost every
official position, On a recent evening Mr. Howard said
1o a TRIDUNE reporter:

The future of the church is full of horellllnm. The
members have beld together wonderfully slnee the loss
of our tar, thers s overy lndleation of future
prosperity, It s remarkable how the youug wen of the
church bave eoto forward and taken part in all the
excreises. We have hud o series of most luteresting
mestings, I thiuk we have all tried to do Just what Mr.
Boecher would have had us do; and I think we have
succeeded. 1 have never seen such completo hariony in
the ehurch.

The mutter of A pastor has acarcely been thought of
at all, and nothing has yet boen done. We bhave had

preachin . every Sunday, and soon the ehoreh will

closed fu: the siumwer. When we reopen i the

autumn something may be done, but it will probe bly be
a long time before the watter Is settled.

A somewhat stmilar expression of opinion was glven
by Henry L. Pratt, one of the leadin g deacons aud an
active member of the church. He sald:

We scom hardly to need a pustor now, thers 18 such a
devoted spirit on the gnt of the members, and esch one
secins trylug to do all he or she can for the general good.

Beecher's time such a thing as a youog people’s prayer
meeting was unknown; the Sunday services and Friday
evenlug meetiugs were all that were held. But after his
death the members met together nearly every uight for
a week to deplore thelr loss and cheriah his memory. A
